     ELIGIBILITY AND SCHEDULE OF CLASSES
Only first prizes and points gained in standard classes at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows may be used for progression through the classes. (A dog is only eligible for one grade). 

Grade 1 (Elementary) 
For owners, handlers or dogs which have not gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows. N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 1, (Elementary) are not eligible for this class. 

Grade 2 (Starters)
For owners, handlers or dogs which have qualified out of Grade 1 but have not gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows, or elected to progress on points from Grade 1. N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 2 (Starters) are not eligible for this class. 

Grade 3 (Graduate)
Open to dogs which are not eligible for Grade 1 or 2 or have elected to progress on points from Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and dogs which are not eligible for Grade 4, 5, 6 or 7. 

Grade 4 (Novice) 
Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 3 or elected to progress on points from Grade 3 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 5, 6 or 7. 

Grade 5 (Intermediate)
Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places
in Jumping Classes at Grade 4 or elected to progress on points from Grade 4 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 6 or 7. 

Grade 6 (Senior)
Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 5 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 5 or 7. 

Grade 7 (Advanced)
Open to dogs which have gained a minimum of 4 first places at Grade 6 at Kennel Club Licensed Agility Shows, 2 first places must be gained in Agility (not Jumping) Classes. 
Small – for dogs measuring 350mm (1ft 1.75ins) or under at the withers. 
Medium - for dogs measuring over 350mm (1ft 1.75ins) and measuring 430mm (1ft 5ins) or under at the withers. 

Large dogs - for dogs measuring over 430mm (1ft 5in) at the withers.

Any size class – for dogs over 18 months of age. Any dog entered in this class is not eligible to be entered into any other class. (eg for dogs not jumping full height, dogs returning to competition from injury, older dogs usually competing in veteran classes). This class will be a jumping class over hurdles measuring 45 cm for large dogs and 29.9 cm max for small and medium dogs, and will not contain any weaves or tyre.
Special junior classes – open to competitors aged 18years and under at 14th July 07.  There will be two age groups, unders for aged 12 years and under, and overs, for those aged between 13 and 18 years.  Juniors may enter a maximum of 3 dogs.  All sizes of dogs
Open Pairs – open to large dogs only.

The Burns Adams Derby - (Large grade 4 and 5 combined)

This class must be judged under the appropriate Kennel club rules in force at the time of the competition.

1. All competitors entering the class will be deemed to have agreed to abide by the rules of the kennel club and the specific regulations 
governing this class.

2. The competition is open to kennel club registered dogs eligible to compete at grade 4 and 5.

3. Handlers may enter more than one dog in the competition and may qualify more than one dog for the final.

4. Once a dog has qualified for the final it may not enter any further heats except as a not for competition entry.  Handlers running not 
for competition with a previously qualified dog must report this fact to the appropriate show secretary before running in the class.

5. The first four dogs from each heat will be invited to compete in the final.

6. The next four dogs from each heat will be held as reserves.

7. In the event of a dog being unable to compete in the final due to unavailability, illness or injury the reserves from that heat will be 
called up in numerical order.

8. In the event of a handler being unable to compete in a heat due to illness or injury a substitute handler for the qualifying dog will be 
allowed to run the dog.

9. The first section of the competition will contain the following pieces of equipment: A Frame, Dogwalk, Seesaw, a rising spread jump 
set at a minimum of two feet and a long jump set at a minimum of four foot six inches.  The placement of these obstacles is at the 
judges discretion.

10. The first section is un-timed and dogs must successfully complete this section without faults before proceeding to the second section 
of the competition.  Dogs with faults will not be allowed to proceed to the second section.

11. The second section is timed and will contain no more than fourteen but no less than twelve single pole hurdles set at full height plus a set of twelve weaves.  The placement of these obstacles is at the judge’s discretion.

12. Handlers are not allowed to touch their dogs between the separate elements of the first section but may touch their dogs between the 
first and second sections of the competition.

13. The object of the competition is to complete the control section of the class successfully before competing, against the clock, on a 
jumping course.  The winner and subsequent places will be decided on the fastest time with least faults over the second section of the 
course.
14. The final will be held at Derbyshire show last weekend in July.
	RULES AND REGULATIONS
 1. Dogs entered at KC licensed Agility Shows must be registered at the Kennel Club in accordance with Kennel Club Regulations for classification and registration B.  The registration number / ATC number will be required for each entry.  

 2. Entry fees: All scheduled classes at £2.20, pairs £4.40 NFC free of charge, Working BCDTC members £1.10 per class.  

 3. Prize Money: Not applicable 

 4. The Committee of Barnard Castle Dog Training Club reserves to itself the right to refuse entries.                                                                                     

 5. Puppies under 18 calendar months of age on the first day of the show are not eligible to compete for Kennel Club licensed Agility tests.

 6. Not for Competition entries will be accepted for dog’s aged four calendar months and over.  Dogs must be Kennel Club registered with their details recorded on the entry form

 7. The mating of bitches within the precincts of the show is forbidden.

 8. No bitch in season is allowed to compete.

 9. No person shall carry out punitive or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the Show.

10. Dogs must not wear slip chains, collars or leads when under test.

11. Should a judge be unable to fulfil an appointment to judge the Committee reserves the right to appoint another judge.

12. No competitor shall impugn the decision of the judge or judges.

13. Kennel Club Standard Marking Regulations will apply.

14. Jump heights will be set at  65cm for Large dogs –   45cm for Medium dogs - Small dogs – 35cm                                          

15. Small Dogs: Those eligible to compete in competition for small dogs are those measuring 1ft 3ins (381mm) or under at the withers

16. Medium Dogs: Those eligible to compete in competitions for Medium dogs are those measuring over 1ft 3ins (381mm) and under 1ft 5ins (432mm) at the withers

17. Judges at an Agility Test may not enter for competition a dog, which is recorded in their ownership or part ownership; or handle a dog at the Test at which they are judging.

18. A dog shall be withdrawn from competition and removed from the test if it is: -

      a. A bitch, which is in season.

      b. Suffering from any infectious or contagious disease.

      c. Interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent.

      d. Of such a temperament, or is so much out of hand, as to be a danger to the safety of any person or other animal.

      e. Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing.

19. In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including 7 days before the closing date (24th may 07 shall be counted when entering for any class.  

20. It is the competitors’ responsibility to be available for their class and running order.

21. Handlers working more than one dog in a class must ensure that the dogs compete in the sequence in which they are drawn. Failure to do so may result in elimination.

22. Dogs limited to a specific number of classes; limited to 4 individual runs plus juniors and pairs per dog.
23. Should circumstances so dictate the Society, in consultation with the Judges, may alter arrangements as necessary.  Such changes and the circumstances surrounding them shall be reported to the Kennel Club.

24. All dogs must at the time of entry for the Competition, be registered as required by the Kennel Club Rules and Regulations in the Competitors name (or registration or transfer applied for.)  In the case of a partnership the full name of every partner must be given.  In the case of dogs recorded as owned by a limited company, the directors and the secretary of the limited company will jointly be considered for the purpose of the Regulations.  A dog acquired subsequent to entry having been made at a Competition may compete as the new owner’s property provided that an application for the transfer has been forwarded to the Kennel Club before the Competition, and the new owner has undertaken to abide by the Regulations and conditions of the original entry form.

25. No animal other than one officially entered shall be brought into the precincts or the event during its continuance, except any dogs registered to assist the disabled, or dogs required for educational purposes or by permission of the General Committee. Dogs not for competition may be entered free of charge but must be shown on the entry form.

26. All dogs are entered at their owner’s risk and while every care will be taken, Barnard Castle Dog Training Club will not accept responsibility for the loss, damage or injury to persons, dogs or property.

27. All dogs resident outside the UK must be issued with a Kennel Club Authority to Compete number before entry to the show/event can be made.  All overseas entries without an Authority to Compete number will be returned to the exhibitor/competitor.

28.  Separate entry forms must be completed by each competitor and must be signed by the Competitor or his authorised agent in accordance with the provisions specified thereon.  Entry forms must be accompanied with the correct fees.

29. Competition of dogs suffering from contagious or infectious diseases – No dogs suffering from infectious or contagious disease or having been exposed to such disease during the period of 21 days prior to the Competition may compete.  Competitors infringing the Regulation will be liable to be fined and/or dealt with under Kennel Club rule A42.
30. Food must not be carried, or given to a dog in the ring.

31. Training in the ring will not be allowed before, during or after the show.
32. The committee will not accept responsibility for loss, damage or injury however caused, to dogs, persons or property while at the show.

33. In the event of abandonment of the show through circumstances beyond their control the committee may defray any expenses incurred in preparation from entry fees.

34. The owner, competitor, handler or other person in charge of a dog at kennel club licensed events must at all times ensure that the dog is kept under proper control whilst at the licensed venue, including its environs, car and caravan park and approaches. 

35. Remedial action will be taken in the event of dogs in cars being found in a distressed state.

36. All campers must carry fire-fighting equipment.

37. This is a working farm; please keep out of the farm buildings and away from all livestock.  Please exercise dogs in marked areas, and have regard for other dogs and their owners.  Please clean up after your dog and leave no litter.

38ALL DOGS OTHER THAN LARGE DOGS COMPETING PRIOR TO 1.1.06 MUST HAVE BEEN MEASURED OFFICIALLY BEFORE COMPETING AT THE SHOW. There will be measuring available at the show inform the secretary if your dog needs to be measured before competing.
