Explanation of classes.

For those handlers still relatively new to competition please read the following and please note that these descriptions are for the C-Side show only as they vary from normal KC rules.

Starter Classes For dogs which have not won an agility or jumping class at a Kennel Club open show. (Elementary and Special Classes excepted)  This means if your dog has won an Elementary Class or won a special class that does not lead to promotion, for example a Helter Skelter, you can enter it in Starters AT THIS SHOW.  Regardless of the level of any other dog[s] you have, you may enter a new dog in Starters AT THIS SHOW if it has not had a win.  If your second dog won you out of Starters then your first dog may still enter Starters AT THIS SHOW if it has not had a win.  If you co-own a dog that has won out of Starters but your own dog hasn’t had a win then you may enter your own dog in Starters AT THIS SHOW.  Please note that it doesn’t matter how many wins you have had at a UKA or other Independent shows you can still enter Starters AT THIS SHOW.  

All dogs that have won out of K C Starters should enter the Open classes

Veteran Classes For dogs 7 years and over, with a choice of jump height.  The handler may choose the height they wish their dog, regardless of its size, to jump. There is no need to write any explanation on the entry form.  If you wish your large elderly dog to jump 35cm, or even 22cm then just enter it in the appropriate class.  The class will be the morning’s Starters class with weaves replaced.
C-Side Starters Agility Crystal Challenge.

This class will take place over lunch and will go in the order Small Final, Medium Final and Large Final. We will ask Small and Medium finalists to walk the course at the same time with Large walking the course after the Medium Final.  We ask handlers of Large dogs in the final to allow the handlers of small and medium dogs space to work out how they will run and NOT walk the course until their allotted time.  The reserves will be white dogs and should also walk the course as they will run first NFC.  Running orders will be allocated prior to the day and finalists will be notified of their running order when they book in.  A white board at ringside will display the order plus keep competitors and spectators up to date with results.  The prize giving for all three heights will take place after the large final.  Photographs will be taken for publishing on the website.
Walking the courses [all other classes].  All handlers walk the course at the same time.  However if Small and Medium are the early classes in the ring then handlers of Large dogs may re-walk the course while the Small and Medium prize giving is taking place.  Should Large be the first class in the ring, then Small and Medium may re-walk while the Large prize giving is taking place.  There will be no walking the course between Small and Medium.  Depending on the size of class entries it is possible that handlers in classes with low numbers will be asked to book in after they have walked the course.  Those of you who compete at UKA will be accustomed to this but for those of you who don’t, this is purely a system to let us know that you are present and wish to run the course.  This also saves time and will help the show flow.  After walking the course simply put a tick beside your name on the appropriate call sheet which will be at the ringside.  Details will be with your running order card.
 A word about sending entries.  Can we respectfully request that you do not send entries via recorded delivery.  A Certificate of Postage [which must contain the post office stamp] will suffice.  It will cost you nothing and will be accepted on the day as proof of posting.  You do not need to send an SAE, however please add 35p to your total entry fee if you wish your running orders to be forwarded on to you.  Please write your address clearly.

Our policy on Helping
It is our policy to hold shows that we can comfortably manage to run ourselves without asking competitors to help.  Our club members are generous to a fault and we can’t thank them enough. We do not turn away offers of help though and any non club member who helps for half a day will receive a voucher for one dog’s free entry in one of our future shows and will of course receive a free sit down lunch.

Rules

1. Dogs under 18 months of age on the 3rd February 2007 may not compete.

2. Courses will have no more than 18 obstacles and no course will start and finish on the same obstacle

3. Should circumstances beyond our control cause the show to be cancelled we reserve the right to deduct a percentage towards expenses from the entry fees.
4. The show will be capped at 1200 runs [which will not include C-Side member’s runs] and an update will be posted on the website http://bcbuddies.org
5. The mating of bitches on the showground is forbidden.
6. No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the Show boundaries.
7. Dogs may wear flat collars [without dangly bits] under test.
8. C-Side reserves the right to refuse any entry.
9. If you have a win on 30th or 31st December 2006 you may still enter Starters.  However, if you have a win on or before 23rd December 2006 you should contact the show organisers to change the classes of your winning dog.
10. Judges may run their dog[s] or have another handler run their dog[s] in the classes they are not judging.  A Judge may not have another handler run their dog in the class they are judging.

12. Running orders will be random and picked using an online sequencer.  Each height category will have its own set of running orders.

13. Every effort will be made to ensure handlers are aware of each class’ progress; however it is ultimately the responsibility of the handler to make sure they don’t miss their runs. 
14. Puppies under the age of 3 months are not permitted at ringside.
15. Should we run out of clear round rosettes the handler will be awarded a clear round certificate with a rosette forwarded on to them after the show.
16. Only uncollected placed rosettes and those replacing certificates will be forwarded on after the show.
17. Bitches in season are not to be walked around inside the venue.
18. If you wish your veteran dog to compete in both Jumping and Agility classes it must be the veteran classes.  For example a large veteran dog may not enter the large height Agility class if it has been entered in the Jumping class at medium height.  To hopefully allow for all breeds the age limit for this class is set at 7 years old. 
19. Do not attend if your dog has been in contact with any canine contagious disease within 21 days prior to the show.
20. Rudeness towards any ring party member will not be tolerated in any way, shape or form.  Any handler reported to us for unsociable behaviour will be asked to leave the show and will have their entries refused at future shows.
21. Entries will close either on the stated closing date or when the capped number is reached whichever comes first.
DIRECTIONS TO THE VENUE.

From the north follow the A22 towards Eastbourne. At Golden Cross immediately after the garage and the Golden Cross Public house turn right towards Chalvington.
