Small dogs 35cm and under

Explanation of classes.

Veteran Jumping. Handlers with veteran dogs may enter them CRO [Clear Round Only] at the height they feel best suits their dog.  The three heights available are 45cm [competitive medium height], 35cm [competitive small height] and 22cm [our own height and just above the hurdle’s feet].    Veteran dogs running CRO that run clear will not be placed or qualify for the Challenge, however they will receive a  Clear Round or Course Completed Rosette.  We do appreciate that some breeds age quicker than others so to hopefully accommodate all, the age limit for this class is set at 7 years old. The weaves will definitely be removed for this class and any other obstacle the Judge would like to replace.
C-Side Crystal Challenge to be held in March 2008.

Qualifying for the final will be different this year in that instead of the first 8 automatically going through in the 1-3 Combined Agility class, we will award points for places gained in the 1-3 Combined Agility and 1-3 Combined Jumping classes at the November and February shows.  Finalists and Reserves will be notified as soon as possible after the February show. Large dog Final will now consist of 18 finalists plus one reserve, Medium Dogs Final will consist of 10 finalists plus one reserve and Small Dogs Final will consist of 14 finalists plus one reserve.  The Final will still take place over an Agility course and all finalists and reserves will still go home with a rosette.  Cash Prizes are as follows: 1st place £50, 2nd Place £25 and 3rd Place £10
 
Walking the courses.  All handlers walk the course at the same time, [unless there are too many handlers in the ring for the first height[s] to run to comfortably work out how they will run it].  However if Small and Medium are the early classes in the ring then handlers of Large dogs may re-walk the course while the Small and Medium prize giving is taking place.  Should Large be the first class in the ring, then Small and Medium may re-walk while the Large prize giving is taking place.  There will be no walking the course between Small and Medium.  Depending on the size of class entries it is possible that handlers in classes with low numbers will be asked to book in after they have walked the course.  Those of you who compete at UKA will be accustomed to this but for those of you who don’t, this is purely a system to let us know that you are present and wish to run the course.  This also saves time and will help the show flow.  After walking the course simply put a tick beside your name on the appropriate call sheet which will be at the ringside.  Details will be with your running order card.
Owing to the fact that the Open Small and Medium entries are low, their afternoon classes will be first in the ring.

 A word about sending entries.  Can we respectfully request that you do not send entries via recorded delivery.  A Certificate of Postage [which must contain the post office stamp] will suffice.  It will cost you nothing and will be accepted on the day as proof of posting.  You do not need to send an SAE, however please add 40p to your total entry fee if you wish your running orders to be forwarded on to you.  Please write your address clearly. 
IF YOU ARE ENTERING ALL THREE SHOWS PLEASE SEND A SEPARATE CHEQUE FOR EACH SHOW.

It is our intention to arrange for lighting at the end of the day in the car park, but just in case this can’t be arranged on time please remember to bring torches with you. 
Our policy on Helping
It is our policy to hold shows that we can comfortably manage to run ourselves without asking competitors to help.  Our club members are generous to a fault and we can’t thank them enough.  We want our competitors to relax and enjoy their day, to be able to be with their dogs and concentrate on what they’ve paid for.  We do not turn away offers of help though and any non club member who helps for half a day will be given a voucher to enable them to enter one dog at a reduced price at a future show.
Rules

1. Dogs under 18 months of age on the date of each show may not enter competitive classes.
2. No course will start and finish on the same obstacle.

3. All heights walk the course at the same time.  The exception to this rule occurs when there are too many handlers in the ring for comfort.  

4. Should circumstances beyond our control cause the show to be cancelled we reserve the right to deduct a percentage towards expenses from the entry fees.
5. The show will be capped at 1000 runs and an update will be posted on the website http://bcbuddies.org
6. The mating of bitches on the showground is forbidden.
7. Bitches in season are not to be walked around inside the venue

8. No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the Show boundaries.  
9. Dogs may wear flat collars [without dangly bits] under test.
10. C-Side reserves the right to refuse any entry.
11. Judges may run their dog[s] or have another handler run their dog[s] in the classes they are not judging.  A Judge may not have another handler run their dog in the class they are judging.
12. Judges briefings will be printed out and posted ring side
13. A dog will be withdrawn from competition if it is

A Bitch in season.

Suffering from an infectious or contagious disease.

C]
Causing problems at ringside for competing dog.  Causing problems on showground.

D]
Lame and likely to suffer more if allowed to continue.
14. Running orders will be random and picked using an online sequencer.  Each height category will have its own set of running orders.

15. Every effort will be made to ensure handlers are aware of each class’ progress; however it is ultimately the responsibility of the handler to make sure they don’t miss their runs.
16. If your dog has a win at a KC Open Show up to and including 7 days prior to the closing date you should contact show organisers.
17. Puppies under the age of 3 months are not permitted at ringside.
18. We will not tolerate rudeness to our ring parties [which include volunteer non members as well as our own club members] in any way, shape or form.  Any handler reported to us for unnecessary rudeness will be asked to leave the venue and will have any entries to future shows refused.

19. Do not attend if your dog has been in contact with any canine contagious disease within 21 days prior to the show.
DIRECTIONS TO THE VENUE.

From the north follow the A22 towards Eastbourne. At Golden Cross immediately after the garage and the Golden Cross Public house turn right towards Chalvington. The venue is situated on the right about 1/2 mile from the A22 junction.

From the South & East follow the A22 out of Eastbourne. At Golden Cross immediately before the garage and the Golden Cross Public house turn left towards Chalvington. The venue is situated on the right about 1/2 mile from the A22 junction.

The other C-Side Crystal Challenge shows in this series will be held on February 3rd 2008 and March 2nd 2008.
