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RULES – 2007

JUMP HEIGHTS                                                        

    9” for dogs less than 12” at the shoulder

12” for dogs 12” – 15” at the shoulder

18” for dogs 15” – 18” at the shoulder

Any dog standing higher than this will jump 24”

The ONLY exception to this are the “Golden Oldie” and the “Capability” classes: where the jump height will be set at the owners discretion: but will be no higher than 18”.

Each dog may only be entered in to ONE height category, and may not enter at a lesser height than as specified above. (excepting “Golden Oldie” and “Capability “classes).

GOLDEN OLDIE
The “Golden Oldie” classes are for dogs over 8 years of age, that currently do not compete at any other level at any other organisation (“Veteran” and “Any Size” classes excepted).  These dogs may not enter any other classes.  See above for regulation regarding jump height.

The “Golden Oldie” class will award rosettes and trophies for BC/WSD dogs and ABC separately.  (Please specify ABC/WSD on entry form), all dogs will run over the same course.  The course will be flowing and will not contain any weaves and there will be no see-saw in the agility class.  Any clear rounds for this class will be extra special.

CAPABILITY 

The “Capability” classes are for dogs who are recovering from illness/injury, or for any other reason do not compete at their specified jump height and are too young to be eligible for the “Golden Oldie” classes.  See above for regulation regarding jump height.  There will be no weaves in this class.

The awards for the “Capability” and “Golden Oldies” classes will be as all other classes.  

LEVELS

Handlers with dogs new to competition as well as older, more experienced dogs, may enter the “Newbies” at our lowest level of competition (Level One) 

We believe that, whilst handlers obviously gain experience it is unfair to enter new dogs at a similar level of competition as others we run, as the higher level of competition may be too much for the youngster and put them off before their career has begun. 

Dogs may, at the discretion of the owner, move the “Newbie” dog up level/levels during the year, or may continue competing at the lowest level for one year.  However should the show management deem it necessary, it may move the “Newbie” up to another level.

GUN DOG TROPHY
DD are pleased to announce that they will be awarding the “Teal” Trophy in memory of Eileen Ainsworth’s beautiful Black Labrador.   This will be awarded to the highest placed Gun Dog throughout the series of shows.  PLEASE MARK ON THE ENTRY FORM IF YOU HAVE A GUN DOG (open to all breeds of Gun dog, but no crosses).  

So far this trophy has been awarded to Teal’s son, Oz, to an equally gorgeous Cocker Spaniel, Master Billy Innes, Pip Ainsworth and this year resides with Ted Innes.  The winner of this award will receive an engraved shield to hold on to until July 2009 and a keep sake trophy and rosette.  Rosettes will be awarded to the top ten dogs.
