SHOW  REGULATIONS

1. The show will be held under the Licence, Rules and Regulations of the Irish Kennel Club Ltd.

2. The Show will be held at Streamstown, Malahide, Co. Dublin.  The Show opens at 8.00 am. Judging starts at 9.00 am sharp. Judges Briefing at 8.45 am.
3. Entry fees are Euro €3 / Sterling £2  per dog per class.  Cheques etc. to be made payable to Fingal Dog Club. 

DOGS MAY ENTER A MAXIMUM OF 5 CLASSES PER DAY.

4. Entries close on Tuesday 15th  May 2007.
5. Fingal Dog Club reserves the right to refuse any entry.

6. Dogs under 18 months of age are not eligible to enter.

7. All dogs must be registered or transferred with the I.K.C. Ltd., save in the case of greyhounds duly registered with the Irish Coursing Club. 

8. All wins prior to the day specified for the closing of entries shall be taken into account when entering any class.

9. A Running Order will be displayed at the ringside and STRICTLY adhered to.
10. It is the competitors’ responsibility to be available for their class in their correct running order, or they may not be allowed to compete.
11. Collars are not to be worn while competing in agility tests.

12. Food shall not be given or carried in the ring.

13. Any article carried by the handler is subject to the judge’s discretion, but must be indicated to the judge prior to commencement of the test.

14. Handlers will be permitted to walk the courses before judging commences.

15. No practise will be allowed on the agility equipment in the competition ring prior to competition.  Failure to comply with this rule will lead to automatic disqualification.

16. Fingal Dog Club will not be responsible for any loss or damage sustained through accidents by exhibits, exhibitors or other persons attending the show.

17. Dogs must be kept under proper control at all times.

18. Exhibitors must clean up if their dogs foul the grounds.  Suitable facilities will be provided for this.

19. No bitches in season are allowed on the showgrounds.

20. The mating of bitches within the precinct of the showgrounds is forbidden.

21. The Committee reserves the right to appoint a substitute Judge if circumstances prevent an appointed Judge from fulfilling the appointment.

22. Should circumstances so dictate the Committee, in consultation with the                                                           Judge may alter arrangements as necessary.

Oscar Balmoral Qualifiers - The classes are open to all (except those entered in Introductory classes); however IN ORDER TO QUALIFY, dogs and handlers must be resident in Ireland, Northern Ireland or Isle of Man, AND the dog must have had 2 wins in Preliminary or above under IKC Rules (or be eligible for Grade 4 (Novice) under  UK Kennel Club Rules). Subject to the above, the  top five dogs in the Oscar Open Agility and Jumping classes, and first dog in the Oscar Small Dog and Medium Dog Agility and  Jumping classes will qualify for the Final in May 2008.  This will be run under U.K. Kennel Club Rules & Regulations, and dogs must compete under their correct U.K. height classification if they wish to qualify.

Crufts International Agility Qualifier – The highest placed Southern Irish dog and handler in the Oscar Open Agility class will qualify as the Southern Irish representative in the International Agility competition at Crufts 2008 (This is subject to confirmation by the UK Kennel Club and Pedigree Chum). 

ABC (Anything But a Collie or Collie Cross) – Rosettes will be awarded 1st to 6th  places for Open Agility and Open Jumping (Large Dog).

AGILITY  CLASS  DEFINITIONS 
Introductory Agility/Jumping is confined to  dogs and handlers  that have not won four first places in an agility and/or jumping class at a licensed Agility Test excluding Small Dogs. Max. height hurdles  472mm. Dogs entered in this class may not also enter Open Agility and Open Jumping. 

Preliminary Agility/Jumping is confined to (a) dogs which have not won five first prizes in this class or (b) dogs which have not won three first prizes in novice agility or (c) dogs which have not won two first prizes in open agility. Max height hurdles 650 mm. 

Novice Agility/Jumping is confined to (a) dogs which have not won five first prizes in this class or (b) dogs which have not won two first prizes in open agility. Max. height hurdles 650 mm.

Open Agility/Jumping is open to all, except those entered in Introductory classes. Max. height hurdles 650 mm. 

Premier Agility/Jumping is confined to dogs that have won out of Novice Agility. Max. height hurdles 650 mm.

Small Dog Agility/Jumping is confined to dogs measuring  15 ins. or under at the withers. Max. height hurdles 381 mm.

Medium Dog Agility/Jumping is confined to dogs measuring 17 ins. or under at the withers. Max. height hurdles 472 mm.

ABC is open to Anything But a Collie (or Collie Cross).  In event of a dispute, the judge’s decision is final. Max. height hurdles 650 mm.

PLEASE NOTE:

1. Premier classes are also open to UK Kennel Club Grades 6 & 7 (Senior & Advanced) Dogs, if, they are not entered in Introductory, Preliminary or Novice classes.

2. Dogs may enter Small Dog or Medium Dog, if height conditions are fulfilled,  but not both.

DIRECTIONS TO STREAMSTOWN LANE, MALAHIDE:

From South - follow signs at end of M50 for N32 MALAHIDE. When you reach the traffic lights at  Total Fitness/Tesco, turn LEFT on to the R107 main Dublin to Malahide road.  Follow this road towards MALAHIDE for just over 2 miles; then turn LEFT at traffic lights, signed FELTRIM.  Take the first turn RIGHT after about 500 yards, into STREAMSTOWN LANE. The show will be signed from here.

From North – leave M1 signed R132, SWORDS, SKERRIES, RUSH  & DONABATE. Keep following signs for SWORDS and then DUBLIN N1 at ESTUARY ROUNDABOUT and SEATOWN ROAD ROUNDABOUT.  Take the FIRST turnoff at the MALAHIDE ROAD ROUNDABOUT,  signed R106 MALAHIDE.  Go straight through next mini roundabout. Turn RIGHT  at traffic lights at T-junction, on to the R107,  Dublin to Malahide road.  Follow this road towards Dublin for nearly a mile; then turn RIGHT at traffic lights signed FELTRIM.  Take the first turn RIGHT after about 500 yards, into STREAMSTOWN LANE.  The show will be signed from here. 

The show venue is a working farm, so it is very important that dogs are kept under control at all times and not allowed to wander into adjoining fields where there may be livestock grazing.

DOGS ARE TO BE KEPT UNDER  CONTROL AT ALL TIMES. 

THIS RULE WILL BE STRICTLY ENFORCED DUE TO A POTENTIALLY DANGEROUS INCIDENT AT LAST YEAR’S SHOW WHEN A LOOSE  DOG RAN INTO THE RING WHILST ANOTHER DOG WAS COMPETING.
