ELIGIBILITY OF CLASSES

In the following definition of classes First Prize wins are those gained at any Kennel Club Open Licensed event (i.e. invitation events and special classes excepted).

Agility Classes to include contact points and Jumping classes where there are no contact obstacles.  With this proviso classes are defined as follows:

GRADE 1  For owners, handlers or dogs which have not gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in jumping Classes at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows. N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 1 (Elementary) are NOT eligible for this class.

GRADE 2
For owners, handlers or dogs which have qualified out of Grade 1 but have not gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows, or elected to progress on points from Grade 1. N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 2 (Starters) are NOT eligible for this class.

GRADE 3
Open to dogs  which are not eligible for Grade 1 or 2 or have elected to progress on points from Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and dogs which are not eligible for Grade 4, 5, 6 or 7.

GRADE 4
Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 3 or elected to progress on points from Grade 3 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 5, 6 or 7.

GRADE 5
Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 4 or elected to progress on points from Grade 4 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 6 or 7.

GRADE 6
Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 5 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 5 or7.

Grade 7
Open to dogs which have gained a minimum of 4 first places at Grade 6 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows, 2 first places must be gained in Agility (not Jumping) Classes.

All dogs that have not competed prior to 1st January 2006 must be measured before competing.

Competitors must ensure that their dog is measured prior to their first competition and the dog’s Agility Record Book has been signed and dated by the Measuring Officials

PLEASE NOTE - EACH DOG MAY ONLY BE ENTERED IN A MAXIMUM OF THREE CLASSES.

To be eligible dogs must be entered in class 1. Points will be based on 1 for 1st Place, 15 for 15th Place and 50 for all other places. The lowest total will be deemed the Blacklab Grade 2 Show Champion.

KORZWIN ARRAN GRADE 1 LARGE SHOW CHAMPION Presented by Elaine O’Donnell

To be eligible dogs must be entered in class 11. Points will be based on 1 for 1st Place, 10 for 10th Place and 50 points to all other places. The lowest total will be deemed the Korzwin Arran Show Champion.

MIDGE BITE MINI (SMALL) SHOW CHAMPION Presented by Wilma Baillie

To be eligible dogs must be entered in classes 2 or 9. Points will be based on 1 for 1st Place, 10 for 10th Place and 50 for all other places. The lowest total of points will be deemed the Gleniffer Mini (Small) Show Champion.

GLENIFFER MIDI (MEDIUM) SHOW CHAMPION Presented by Moira Kelly

To be eligible dogs must be entered in classes 3 or 10.  Points will be based on 1 for 1st Place, 5 for 5th Place and 50 for all other places.  The lowest total of points will be deemed the Gleniffer Midi (Medium) Show Champion.

AMBERLONG TROPHY FOR THE BEST CLUB MEMBER Presented by Jean Palmer

Gleniffer members are eligible for this trophy. Points will be based 1 for 1st Place and 10 for 10th Place.  The lowest total of points will be deemed the Best Club Member.

In the event of a tie for any of the perennial trophies the fastest times will determine who is deemed the Show Champion.

ALL PERENNIAL TROPHIES MUST BE RETURNED PRIOR TO MARCH 2008

RULES & REGULATIONS

 1.
Dogs entered at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows must be registered at the Kennel Club in accordance with Kennel Club Regulations for Classification and Registration B. The Registration number/ authority to compete number will be required for each entry.

 2.
Entry Fee is £2.20per dog per class. £1.00 for club members per class.  NFC no charge.

 3.
The Committee reserves to itself the right to refuse entries.

 4.
Puppies under 18 calendar months of age on the first day of the Show are not eligible to compete at Kennel Club Licensed Agility Tests.

 5.
Not for Competition entries will be accepted for dogs aged four calendar months and over.  Dogs must be Kennel club registered with their details recorded on the entry form.

 6.
The mating of bitches within the precincts of the show is forbidden.

 7.
No bitch in season is allowed to compete.

 8.
No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the show.

 9.
Dogs must not wear slip chains, collars, or leads when under test, except that a flat, close fitting collar with integral identification panel, but no attachments, may be worn in competition if the competitor so wishes.

10.
Should a Judge be unable to fulfil the appointment to judge, the Committee reserve the right to appoint another Judge.

11.
No competitor/s shall impugn the decision of the Judge or Judges.

12.
Dogs will be received at any time; however, dogs must run as per their allocated running order.

13.
Standard marking will apply as per Kennel Club Regulations H (1). B.

14.
The maximum height of the jumps obstacles for Large dogs will be 650mm (2ft 1.6ins). Medium dogs will be 450mm (1ft 5.7ins). Small dogs will be 350mm (1ft1.75ins)

15.
A Judge at an Agility Test may not enter for competition a dog which is recorded in their ownership or part ownership; or handle a dog at the test at which they are judging.

16.
WITHDRAWAL OF DOGS FROM TEST

a.
A bitch that is in season.

b.
Suffering from any infectious diseases or contagious disease. 

c.          Interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent.

d.
Of such temperament or is so much out of control as to be a danger to the safety of any person or other animal.

e.
Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues to compete.

17.
In estimating the number of awards won.  All wins up to and including 7 days before the date of closing of entries shall be counted when entering for any class.  Closing date Monday 15th January 2007

18.
It is the competitor's responsibility to be available for their class and running order.

19.
Handlers who are working more than one dog in a class must ensure that the dogs compete in the sequence in which they are drawn.  Failure to do so may result in elimination.

20
Should circumstances so dictate the society, in consultation with the Judges may alter arrangements as necessary.  Such changes and the circumstances surrounding them must be reported to the Kennel Club.

21      All dogs at the time of entry of the competition must be registered as required by Kennel Club rules and regulations in the competitors name (or registration or transfer applied for) In the case of partnership the full name of every partner must be given.  In cases of dogs recorded as owned by a Limited Company, the Directors and the Secretary of the Limited Company will jointly be considered as the competitor for the purpose of the regulations.  A dog acquired subsequent to entry, may compete as the owners new property provided that an application for transfer has been forwarded to the Kennel Club.

22.
Food shall not be carried in the hand or given to the dog in the ring.

23.
Separate entry forms must be completed by each competitor and must be signed by the competitor or his authorised agent in accordance with the provisions specified there on.  Entry forms must be accompanied with the appropriate fees.

24.
No dog suffering from infectious or contagious disease or having been exposed to such disease during the period of 21 days prior to the competition may compete.  Competitors infringing the Regulations will be liable to be fined and/ or dealt with under Kennel Club Rule A42.

25.
No dogs other than those officially entered shall be brought into the precincts of the event during its continuance, except a registered Guide dog for the Blind or Hearing Dog for the Deaf, or dogs required for educational or instructional purposes or by permission of the General Committee.

26.
All dogs resident outside the UK must be issued with a Kennel Club Authority to Compete number before entry to show can be made.  All overseas entries without an Authority to Compete number will be returned to the competitor.

27.
All dogs are entered at the owner's risk and whilst every care will be taken Gleniffer Agility Club and its members will not take responsibility for the loss, damage or injury to dogs, persons or property whilst at the show.

28.
In the event of the abandonment of the show for any reason beyond our control, the committee may defray any costs arising out of the cancellation from the entry fees.

29.
Should any questions arise not provided for in these regulations or the Kennel Club Rules, the Committee’s decision shall be final, subject only to appeal to the Kennel Club.

30. Any person failing to clean up after their dog will be asked to leave the show.

31. Clear round rosettes must be collected on the day and will not be forwarded to the Competitor by post.

32. Remedial action will be taken in the event of any dog being found in a distressed state.

DIRECTIONS TO VENUE
From the M9

Follow the signs to Kincardine Bridge once over the bridge at a mini roundabout take the A977 following the signs for Perth.

At the next roundabout take the A907 following signs to Alloa/Stirling.

When entering Alloa after the Fire Station on the right hand side take the B909 following the signs to Alloa/Tillicoutry.  Continue straight on you will join the A908 to Fishcross/Tillicoutry going through Sauchie.

At the crossroads at Fishcross turn left onto the B9140 to Tillicoutry.  Take the turning on the right signposted Equestrian Centre take a right further down this road into the roadway which will take you to the venue.

From the A91 Tillicoutry/Dollar side

Follow the A91 into Alva.  Take the first turning on the left hand side sign posted Equestrian Centre.  Follow this road and take a left turn further down into the roadway which will take you to the venue.
