As part of a massive show to celebrate the 25th Anniversary of Hearing Dogs for the Deaf we are celebrating dogs and the enjoyment we share with them. This means we are hosting a fun competition to raise funds for Hearing Dogs and promote the sport of agility to dog owners, we hope you will join us by taking part. 
CLASS 1   

RESCUE/REHOME TEAM COMPETITION  

This class is a celebration of the rescue dogs that so many of us run and people don’t realise that they were unwanted at some point in their lives. 70% of Hearing Dogs are sourced from rescue centres so this is a great way to show the public what rescues have to offer.

The competition will be for teams of 4 and will be a relay style where all 4 team members will run 1 after the other and then a combined time and score will be the team score. Your team can represent your club, a rescue centre of even a breed - you decide. There are no specific rules on what constitutes a rescue, you all know your own dogs, some pups came from rescue at 8 weeks, some dogs came from word of mouth and some have come through terrible ordeals, you are all welcome to join in.

Cost £10 for 1 team of 4 dogs 

Large dogs only as jumps will be at full height (dogs must be fully trained to use all equipment at full height)

CLASS 2  

Large/Medium pairs

Pairs competition open to all dogs at competing level (dogs must be fully trained on all equipment and jumping the correct height for their size) - £5 per team

*Dogs do not have to be rescue/rehomes for this class, that only applies to class 1*

CLASS 3

Large/Small pairs

Pairs competition open to all dogs at competing level (dogs must be fully trained on all equipment and jumping the correct height for their size) - £5 per team  

*Dogs do not have to be rescue/rehomes for this class, that only applies to class 1*

Cheques for entry must be made out to “Hearing Dogs for Deaf People” , we have decided to take entries in before the show so that we don’t have members of the public wanting to join on the day - this is a demonstration of the sport of agility. 

Entries will close 16th July to give us time to send out parking permits etc so please get your entries in, cheques won’t be cashed until after the show so get your entries in early to help us out with numbers.

The equipment has very kindly been donated for the day by Philip and Maureen Patterson of Clyde Valley Dog Agility Club so all funds from the competition will go straight to Hearing Dogs.

The show will open at 10am but agility handlers are going to get priority parking (you are spoilt) and therefore we will start running the dogs at 10am and the show will open for agility cars from 9am - if you are filling in the entry form please indicate how many agility parking permits you will need - cars will be parked in a public area of the show so all cars will need to be secure and safe for the public to pass (and possibly approach - we know what people are like). Handlers arriving after 10am will be using the main public car park for the show.

If you are wondering what else you will be able to do at the show then don’t worry, every other class and competition is enter on the day, including gundog scurries, obedience, good citizen tests, companion breed dog show, a world record “dogs dinner” attempt, the only Scruffts heat in Scotland and much more.

We are welcoming all sorts of trade stands for a very modest donation so if you would like some more info please get in contact, anything from small craft stalls, large pet supplies, tuggy leads etc. If you are a rescue organisation you can have a stall or info stand for free so please email me.

If you want to enter but don’t have a team please email me all your details and I will try and find you a team if I can (especially if you have a rescue from a specific centre or breed rescue and want to be in a team with others from the same rescue)
