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ELIGIBILITY AND DEFINITION OF CLASSES
This classification should apply to competitions for large, medium and small dogs.

In the following definitions of classes first prize or other prize wins are those gained in standard classes at any kennel club open licensed open agility shows (i.e. Limited agility shows, special classes and invitation events excepted). Only a first place with a clear round will count towards grade progression. 
Agility classes to include contact points and jumping classes where there are not contact obstacles. 
With this proviso classes are defined as follows:-  
Class structure.  A class may either be held as a graded class or a combined class.  A graded class may be scheduled for one or more consecutive grades with separate results and awards issued for each grade.  A combined class may be scheduled for more than one consecutive grade with one overall set of results.
Progression.  Progression from each grade will require one agility win or three jumping wins at that grade, except that progression from grade 6 will require 4 wins at grade 6, two of which must be agility classes.  Results from combined classes will only count towards progression from the dog’s current grade.
Points progression.  At the handler’s discretion a dog may progress up to grade 5 by winning 75 points at each grade, using the agility warrant points scheme, regulation k3.c refers, except that there is no requirement for a minimum number of agility points.  If this method of progression is selected, the handler must ensure the show secretary signs the dog’s agility record book at the first show entered at the higher grade.  There is no time limit on this progression, however, once a dog has progressed, it cannot return to a previous grade.
	Grade 1 

(Elementary)
	For owners, handlers or dogs which have not gained a first place in an agility class or three first places in jumping classes at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows. N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of grade 1 (Elementary) are not eligible for this class.

	Grade 2 

(Starters)
	For owners, handlers or dogs which have qualified out of Grade 1 but have not gained a first place in an Agility Class or three Jumping Classes at Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows. N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 2 (Starters) are not eligible for this class.

	Grade 3 

(Graduate)
	Open to dogs which are not eligible for Grade 1 or 2 or have elected to progress on points from Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows & dogs which are not eligible for Grades 4, 5, 6 or 7.

	Grade 4 

(Novice)
	Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three Jumping Classes at Grade 3 or elected to progress on points from Grade 3 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grades 3, 5, 6 or 7.

	Grade 5 

(Intermediate
	Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three Jumping Classes at Grade 4 or elected to progress on points from Grade 4 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grades 3, 4, 6 or 7.

	Grade 6 

(Senior)
	Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 5 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grades 3, 4, 5 or 7.

	Grade 7 

(Advanced)
	Open to dogs which have gained a minimum of four first places at Grade 6 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows, two first places must be gained in Agility (not Jumping) Classes.

(d)OF SUCH TEMPERAMENT OR IS SO MUCH OUT OF HAND AS TO BE A DANGER TO THE SAFETY OF ANY PERSON OR OTHER ANIMAL.

(e)LIKELY TO CAUSE SUFFERING TO THE DOG IF IT CONTINUES COMPETING.

18. IN ESTIMATING THE NUMBER OF AWARDS WON, ALL WINS UP TO AND INCLUDING 7 DAYS BEFORE THE DATE OF CLOSING OF ENTRIES SHALL BE COUNTED WHEN ENTERING FOR ANY CLASS.APRIL 30th 2007

19. IT IS  THE COMPETITORS' RESPONSIBILITY TO BE AVAILABLE FOR THEIR CLASS AND RUNNING ORDER.

20. HANDLERS WORKING MORE THAN ONE DOG IN A CLASS MUST ENSURE THAT THE DOGS COMPETE IN THE SEQUENCE IN WHICH THEY ARE DRAWN. FAILURE TO DO SO MAY RESULT IN ELIMINATION.

21. SHOULD CIRCUMSTANCES SO DICTATE THE SOCIETY, IN CONSULTATION WITH THE JUDGES MAY ALTER ARRANGEMENTS AS NECESSARY. SUCH CHANGES AND THE CIRCUMSTANCES SURROUNDING THEM MUST BE REPORTED TO THE KENNEL CLUB.

22. DOGS MUST AT THE TIME OF ENTRY FOR THE COMPETITION,BE REGISTERED AS REQUIRED BY THE KENNEL CLUB RULES & REGULATIONS IN THE COMPETITORS NAME(OR REGISTRATION OR TRANSFER APPLIED FOR). IN THE CASE OF A PARTNERSHIP THE FULL NAME OF EVERY PARTNER MUST BE GIVEN.IN THE CASE OF DOGS RECORDED AS OWNED BY A LTD COMPANY,THE DIRECTOR’S AND THE SECRETARY OF THE LTD COMPANY WILL JOINTLY BE CONSIDERED AS THE COMPETITOR FOR THE PURPOSE OF THE REGULATIONS.  A DOG ACQUIRED SUBSEQUENT TO ENTRY HAVING BEEN MADE AT A COMPETITION MAY COMPETE AS THE NEW OWNERS PROPERTY PROVIDED THAT AN APPLICATION FOR THE TRANSFER HAS BEEN FORWARDED TO THE KENNEL CLUB BEFORE THE COMPETITION, AND THE NEW OWNER HAS UNDERTAKEN TO ABIDE BY THE REGULATIONS AND CONDITIONS OF THE ORIGINAL ENTRY FORM.

23. FOOD SHALL NOT BE CARRIED IN THE HAND OR GIVEN TO A DOG IN THE RING.

24. BALLOT FOR CHAMPIONSHIP CLASS RUNNING ORDERS

a. AGILITY ROUND AND JUMPING ROUND  A DRAW FOR THE RUNNING ORDER OF THE AGILITY AND JUMPING ROUNDS MUST BE MADE PRIOR TO THE SHOW.  THE RELEVANT COMPETITORS MUST BE NOTIFIED BEFORE THE DAY OF THE SHOW. THE DOGS MUST RUN IN THE ORDER IN WHICH THEY HAVE BEEN DRAWN.

b. FINAL AGILITY ROUND – DOGS TO RUN IN REVERSE ORDER TO THEIR COMBINED PLACINGS AT THE END OF THE FIRST TWO ROUNDS.

c. A DOG MUST HAVE THE SAME HANDLER FOR EACH ROUND OF THE CHAMPIONSHIP AGILITY CLASS.

25. SEPARATE ENTRY FORMS MUST BE COMPLETED BY EACH COMPETITOR AND MUST BE SIGNED BY THE COMPETITOR OR HIS AUTHORISED AGENT IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE PROVISIONS SPECIFIED THEREON. ENTRY FORMS MUST BE ACCOMPANIED WITH THE APPROPRIATE FEES.

26. FREE PASSES (WHERE APPLICABLE)  THE COMMITTEE OF AN AGILITY TEST AND /OR FLYBALL COMPETITION SHALL PROVIDE ALL COMPETITORS WITH A FREE PASS ENABLING THEM TO ENTER THE EVENT AT ANYTIME OF THE DAY THEIR COMPETITION IS SCHEDULED,BUT IN THE CASE OF A DOG OWNED IN PARTNERSHIP ONLY ONE SUCH PASS NEED BE ISSUED.  ADDITIONAL FREE PASSES MAY BE ISSUED AT THE ORGANISING COMMITTEE’S DISCRETION.

27. COMPETITION OF DOGS SUFFERING FROM CONTAGIOUS OR INFECTIOUS DISEASE  NO DOGS SUFFERING FROM INFECTIOUS OR CONTAGIOUS DISEASE OR HAVING BEEDN EXPOSED TO SUCH DISEASE DURING THE PERIOD 21 DAYS PRIOR TO THE COMPETITON MAY COMPETE.  COMPETITIORS INFRINGING THE REGULATION WILL BE LIABLE TO BE FINED AND /OR DEALT WITH UNDER KENNEL CLUB RUL;E A42. 

28. NO ANIMAL OTHER THAN ONE OFFICIALLY ENTERED SHALL BE BROUGHT INTO THE PRECINCTS OF THE EVENT DURING ITS CONTINUANCE, EXCEPT ANY DOGS REGISTERED TO ASSIST DISABLED, OR DOGS REQUIRED FOR EDUCATIONAL OR INSTRUCTIONAL PURPOSES OR BY PERMISSION OF THE GENERAL COMMITTEE. HOWEVER A DOG BROUGH T TO THE SHOW BY A SPECTATOR MAY BE ADMITTED INTO THE PRECINTS OF THE SHOW,WITH THE PROVISO THAT THOSE IN CHARGE OF THE DOG SIGN A DECLARATION CONFIRMING THE DOG IS FREE FROM DISEASE AND THAT THE DOG WILL BE KEPT UNDER PROPER CONTROL AT ALL TIMES.
29. ALL DOGS RESIDENT OUTSIDE THE UK MUST BE ISSUED WITH A KENNEL CLUB AUTHORITY TO COMPETE NUMBER BEFORE ENTRY TO THE SHOW/EVENT CAN BE MADE.  ALL OVERSEAS ENTRIES WITHOUT AN AUTHORITY TO COMPETE NUMBER WILL BE RETURNED TO THE EXHIBITOR/COMPETITOR.

30. ALL DOGS ARE ENTERED AT THEIR OWNERS' RISK, WHILST EVERY CARE  WILL BE TAKEN, THE NEWTON HEATH DOG TRAINING CLUB WILL NOT ACCEPT RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE LOSS ,DAMAGE OR INJURY TO PERSONS, DOGS OR PROPERTY.

31. IN THE EVENT THAT THE SHOW HAS TO BE CANCELLED, NHDTC RESERVE THE RIGHT TO DEFRAY FROM ENTRIES RECEIVED SUCH COSTS AS THEY DEEM NECESSARY.
32. COMPETITORS ARE REMINDED OF THE SUFFERING THAT CAN BE CAUSED WHEN DOGS ARE KEFT IN CARS ON SUNNY DAYS. REMEDIAL ACTION WILL BE TAKEN IN THE EVENT OF DOGS FOUND IN A DISTRESSED CONDITION.
33. NO REFUNDS WILL BE GIVEN IN THE EVENT OF INCORRECT MONIES BEING SUBMITTED. IT IS THE COMPETITORS RESPONSIBILITY TO CHECK THE PAPERWORK BEFORE SUBMISSION. ALL ENTRY FORMS MUST CONTAIN THE SIGNATURE OF THE OWNER AND THE DOG REGISTRATION NUMBER BEFORE A DOG IS ELIGIBLE TO TAKE PART IN THE SHOW.

34. COMPETITORS MUST FOLLOW THE INSTRUCTIONS OF THE STEWARDS WITH RESPECT TO PARKING, CAMPING AND CONDUCT WITHIN THE SHOW BOUNDARIES. THERE SHOULD BE A CLEAR ROADWAY BETWEEN ISLES OF CAMPERS FOR SAFETY REASONS. NO FENCING ACROSS FROM ONE ISLE TO ANOTHER WILL BE ALLOWED.  CAMPERS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR THERE OWN FIRE PRECAUTIONS WITHIN THEIR CAMPING ACCOMMODATION. COMPETITORS MUST NOT SET UP ANY TRAINING EQUIPMENT WHILST AT THE SHOW.  ALLOCATED PITCH NUMBERS MUST BE USED UNLESS AUTHORISED BY THE CAMPING MARSHALL OTHERWISE YOU MAY BE ASKED TO MOVE.

35. PLEASE CLEAR UP AFTER YOUR DOGS,OR THE COMPETITION MANAGER WILL ASK YOU TO LEAVE THE SHOWGROUND.
36. ALL COMPETITORS WHO ENTER ANY SPECIAL CLASSES AGREE TO THE RULES AS DEFINED IN THE SCHEDULE BY NHDTC.

37. THE BOUNDARIES OF THE SHOW WILL BE DEEMED TO BE THOSE AREAS MARKED BY RING ROPES.
38. COMPETITORS SHOULD KEEP THEIR DOGS AWAY FROM THE AREAS OF THE PARK WHERE THERE ARE DEER, SHEEP AND HORSES.

39. COMPETITORS SHOULD NOT USE THE GROUND (GRASSED AREA) FOR BARBECUES ETC IN THE INTEREST OF HEALTH AND SAFETY.  

40. A PAY ON THE DAY CLASS WILL BE HELD IF TIME PERMITS

41. A PRACTISE RING WILL BE AVAILABLE IF SPACE ALLOWS.

42. THE KENNEL CLUB OLYMPIA  LARGE (NOVICE)  AGILITY STAKES SUPPORTED BY PEDIGREE
THIS CLASS IS FOR NOVICE DOGS grades3-4-5 ONLY. HANDLERS MAY ENTER MORE THAN ONE DOG IN A HEAT AND MAY QUALIFY MORE THAN ONE DOG FOR THE FINAL. ONCE A DOG HAS QUALIFIED FOR THE FINAL, FURTHER HEATS MAY BE ENTERED FOR COMPETITION. HANDLERS WHO GAIN A PLACE IN A HEAT WITH A PREVIOUSLY QUALIFIED DOG SHOULD INFORM THE SHOW SECRETARY ON THE DAY OF THE SHOW OF THIS FACT.

THE FIRST THREE FROM EACH HEAT WILL BE INVITED TO COMPETE IN THE FINAL

43. THE KENNEL CLUB OPEN MEDIUM AGILITY STAKES SUPPORTED BY PREMIER. THE DOGS WHICH ARE PLACED 1ST AND SECOND IN THIS HEAT WILL BE ELIGIBLE FOR THE SEMI FINA;L.
44. SPECIAL TIME FAULT AND OUT CLASSES.  A JUMPING COURSE  MAXIMUM  18 OBSTACLES INCLUDING TUNNELS AND HURDLES ONLY (NO WEAVING POLES) WHICH WILL HAVE A  TIME SET. IF THE DOG MAKES AN ERROR THEN A WHISTLE WILL BLOW AND THE DOG MUST GO TO THE FINISH GATE. THE DOGS COMPLETING THE HIGHEST NUMBER OF  OBSTACLES IN THE TIME SET WITHOUT ANY MISTAKES WILL COUNT TOWARDS THE PLACINGS.

45. DOGS MAYBE ENTERED INTO A  MAXIMUM OF FOUR CLASSES  EACH DAY ( CHAMPIONSHIP CLASSES WILL NOT COUNT)

46. ALL DOGS NEED TO BE MEASURED PRIOR TO THEIR FIRST COMPETITION AND THE DOG’S AGILITY RECORD BOOK HAS TO BE SIGNED AND DATED BY THE MEASURING OFFICIALS. LARGE DOGS ENTERED FOR COMPETITION MUST BE MEASURED BEFORE THEY COMPETE AT THEIR FIRST AGILITY SHOW, IF THEY HAVE NOT COMPETED PRIOR TO 1ST JANUARY 2006
