Class 1 First Contact Starters Qualifier    (Agility; Combined 1 & 2)  [image: image3.png]
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	1. This class must be judged under the appropriate Kennel Club Rules in force at the time of the competition.

2.  All competitors entering the class will be deemed to have agreed to abide by the rules of the Kennel Club and the specific regulations governing this class.

3.  The competition is open to Kennel Club registered dogs eligible to compete at Large Height Grade 1& 2.

4. Handlers may enter more than one dog in the competition and may qualify more than one dog for the final event.

5. Once a dog has qualified for the final it may enter further heats, as long as it is still eligible for Starter classes.  (Grade 1 or 2)
6.  Handlers who have already qualified their dog for the final must report this fact to the appropriate Show Secretary before running in the class. If the already qualified dog then qualifies again, the place will be awarded to the highest placed unqualified dog.

7. The first five dogs from the heat will be invited to compete in the final. The next five dogs will be held as reserves.

8. If the class is split the top three dogs from each part will be invited to compete in the final. The next top three in each part will be held as reserves.

9. In the event of a dog being unable to compete in the final due to unavailability, illness or injury the reserves from that heat will be called up in numerical order.

10. In the event of a handler being unable to compete in a heat due to illness or injury a substitute handler for the qualifying dog will be allowed to run the dog, providing the substitute handler is still eligible for Grade 1 or 2.

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Class 26 The Kennel Club Olympia Medium Agility Stakes Supported by Premier Agility Equipment (Agility: Combined 1 -7)
	This competition will be classified as Medium Open Agility & Judged under the Kennel Club regulations for Standard classes. 

Competitors may enter more than one dog in a heat & may qualify more than one dog for the semi-finals. Handlers may only qualify one dog for the final which will be  the highest placed dog at the semi-final. Once a dog has qualified for the semi-final /final, further heats may be entered for competition although any placing’s in these heats will not affect the dog’s eligibility for the final/semi-finals.

The first two placed dogs will be invited from each heat to compete in the semi-finals at Newton Heath Agility Weekend and the first ten highest placed dogs at the semi-finals will be invited to compete in the finals to be held at Olympia.

Those dogs eligible to compete in competition in Medium competition are those measuring over  350mm (1 foot 1 1/4  inches) and those measuring 430mm(1 foot 5 inches) or under at the withers.

Class 16 Small Jumping Grades 1-7  The Andy Hayes Memorial Trophy… Trophy for Highest placed Terrier or Terrier Cross

	Will be awarded to the highest placed Terrier or Terrier Cross in this class. It is the Handlers responsibility to ensure that their scribe sheet is noted.

The trophy can be retained by the winner for 1 year, & must be returned to the club in readiness for the next show in 2008


Class’s 8  & 23  The “Delboy” Medium Grade 3 Tournament 

	To enter the tournament dogs must be entered in the following 2 classes:-

Class 8 Medium Jumping grade 3 and Class 23 Medium agility grade 3
The dog with the least points will win the “Delboy” Trophy and also the memorial trophy that can be retained by the winner for 1 year, & must be returned to the club in readiness for the next show in 2008
Points will be awarded as follows:

Placed rounds will equal the same number of points (ie 1st place = 1 point- 10th place = 10 points)…. All unplaced rounds will gain 50 points & Eliminations will gain 100 points


Class 17 Large Jumping Grade 2 Eric Trophy
Annual “Eric” Trophy for Highest placed German Shepherd, Doberman, Rottweiler or Cross of the aforementioned breeds (that is not a Border Collie or Working Sheepdog cross) . It is the Handlers responsibility to ensure that their scribe sheet is annotated “Eric Trophy”

Eligibility and Definition of Classes 

This classification should apply to competitions for large, medium & small dogs. In the following definitions of classes First Prizes or other prize wins are those gained in standard classes at any Kennel Club licensed Open agility shows (i.e. limited agility shows, special classes & invitation events excepted). Only a first place with a clear round will count towards grade progression. Societies may schedule classes other than those defined below. The eligibility for “special” classes must be defined by the society & included in the schedule. The word “special” must be included in the title of the class. Agility classes to include contact points & jumping classes where there are not contact obstacles. With this proviso classes are defined as follows:

Class Structure: a class may either be held as a Graded class or a Combined class. A Graded class may be scheduled for one or more consecutive grades with separate results & awards issued for each grade. A Combined class may be scheduled for more than one consecutive grade with one overall set of results.

Progression: Progression from each grade will require one agility win or three jumping wins at that grade, except the progression from Grade 6 will require 4 wins at Grade 6, two of which must be agility classes. Results from combined classes will only count towards progression from the dog’s current grade.

Points Progression: at the handler’s discretion a dog may progress up to grade 5 by winning 75 points at each grade, using the Agility Warrant points scheme, regulation K3.c refers, except that there is no requirement for a minimum number of agility points. If this method of progression is selected, the handler must ensure the show secretary signs the dog’s Agility Record Book at the first show entered at the higher grade. There is no time limit on this progression, however, once a dog has progressed, it cannot return to a previous grade.

Only first prizes & points gained in standard classes at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows may be used for progression through the classes. (A dog is only eligible for one grade).

	Grade 1 

(Elementary)
	For owners, handlers or dogs which have not gained a first place in an agility class or three first places in jumping classes at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows. N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of grade 1 (Elementary) are not eligible for this class.

	Grade 2 

(Starters)
	For owners, handlers or dogs which have qualified out of Grade 1 but have not gained a first place in an Agility Class or three Jumping Classes at Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows. N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 2 (Starters) are not eligible for this class.

	Grade 3 

(Graduate)
	Open to dogs which are not eligible for Grade 1 or 2 or have elected to progress on points from Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows & dogs which are not eligible for Grades 4, 5, 6 or 7.

	Grade 4 

(Novice)
	Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three Jumping Classes at Grade 3 or elected to progress on points from Grade 3 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grades 3, 5, 6 or 7.

	Grade 5 

(Intermediate)
	Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three Jumping Classes at Grade 4 or elected to progress on points from Grade 4 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grades 3, 4, 6 or 7.

	Grade 6 

(Senior)
	Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three Jumping Classes at Grade 5 or elected to progress on points from Grade 5 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grades 3, 4, 6 or 7.

	Grade 7 

(Advanced)
	Open to dogs which have gained a minimum of four first places at Grade 6 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows, two first places must be gained in Agility (not Jumping) Classes.


Rules and Regulations

	1.
Dogs entered at KC licensed Agility Tests must be registered at The Kennel Club in accordance with KC regulations for classification for registration B or possess an authority to compete from the Kennel Club .The registration number/Authority to compete number will be required for each entry. 

2.
The committee reserves a right to refuse entries and bar persons from venue.

3.
Puppies under the age of 18 months of age on the first day of the competition are not eligible for KC Agility Tests.

4.
The mating of bitches within the precincts of the show is forbidden.

5.
No bitch in season is allowed to compete.

6.
No person shall carry out punitive, corrective or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the Show.

7.
Dogs must not wear any type of slip; half-slip collars or leads when under test. A flat, close fitting, leather, or webbing collar is permitted, providing the only attachment is a plain identification panel as an integral part of the collar i.e. not attached by a ring.

8.
Should a judge be unable to fulfill the appointment to judge the committee reserves the right to appoint another judge.

9.
No competitor shall impugn the decision of the judge or judges.

10.
Kennel Club standard-marking regulations shall apply. 

11. Obstacles shall be in accordance with Annex B to H Regulations. The Height of the jump obstacles for Large dogs will be 65cm,for Medium Dogs will be 45cm & for Small Dogs will be 35cm.

12. Competition for Large Dogs – For those measuring over 43cm at the withers, Competition for Medium Dogs- For those measuring over 35cm & measuring 43cm or under at the withers, Competition for Small dogs- For those measuring 35cm or under at the withers.

13. Judges at an Agility Test may not enter for competition a dog, which is recorded in their ownership or part ownership; or handle a dog at the Test at which they are judging.

14     A dog shall be withdrawn from competition and removed from the test if it is;

a)   A bitch in season. 

b)  Suffering from any infectious or contagious disease. 


c)   Interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent.  

d)   Of such temperament or is so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of any person or other animal. 

e)   Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing. 

15.
In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including 7 days before the date of closing of entries shall be counted when entering for any class
16.
It is the competitor’s responsibility to be available for their class and running order.

17.
Handlers working more than one dog in a class must ensure that the dogs compete in the sequence in which they are drawn. Failure to do so may result in elimination.

18.
Should circumstances so dictate, the Society, in consultation with the Judges, may alter arrangements as necessary. Such changes and the circumstances surrounding them must be reported to the Kennel Club.

19.
A dog must at the time of entry for the Competition be registered as required by the Kennel Club Rules & Regulations in the competitor’s name (or registration or transfer applied for). In the case of a partnership the full name of every partner must be given. In the case of dogs recorded as owned by a limited company, the directors and the secretary of the limited company will jointly be considered for the purpose of the Regulations. A dog acquired subsequent to entry having been made at a Competition may compete as the new owner’s property provided that an application for the transfer has been forwarded to the Kennel Club before the Competition, and the new owner has undertaken to abide by the Regulations and conditions of the original entry form.

20.
In the event of cancellation and or abandonment the committee reserves the right to defray from entries received such as they deem are necessary.

22..
Dogs entered are at the owners risk and whilst every care will be taken the committee, officials & sponsors  will accept no responsibility for loss, damage or injury howsoever caused to dogs, persons or property whilst at the show.

23.
Any dog which is of such a temperament or is so much out of hand or a danger (potential or real) to other dogs or people at the venue will be required to leave within 1 hour of the decision of the show manager.

24.
No animal may be sold within the boundaries of the showground.

25.
Entry - £2.20 per dog per class. £12.00 Camping fees .Working North Derbyshire DAC Members free camping, single class entries reduced to £1.20.

26      RTD cheques will incur an extra £10 charge. 

27.     NFC dogs over 4 months must be KC registered with details shown on entry form.

28.     Dogs will not be accepted in a class after the class has been declared closed

29.     Reserve Judges: Additional reserve judges will be appointed if necessary

30.     A pay on the day class may run if time and weather permits.   

31.     Clear round rosettes collectable on the day only

32     Competitors must follow the instructions of the Stewards with respect to parking, camping and conduct within the show boundaries.

33     Whilst every care will be taken, North Derbyshire Dog Agility Club will not accept responsibility for loss, damage or injury to persons, dogs or property whilst at the show.

34    All caravans/camping units must carry suitable fire extinguishers and facilities for fire fighting.

35    Please clear up after your dogs. Anyone knowingly not doing so will be asked to leave the showground forfeiting any remaining entries.

36    Adults who accompany children are responsible for their children’s behavior, actions and safety

37   Dogs competing in small or medium height categories must be measured for competition. Competitors must ensure that their dog is measured prior to their first competition  and that dog’s Agility Record Book has been signed and dated by the measuring officials. Large dogs entered for competition must be measured before they compete at their   first agility test, if they have not competed prior to 1st January 2006.

38    Additional judges will be appointed if necessary.

37  ONLY TWO DOGS PER PERSON TO BE TAKEN ONTO THE EXERCISE AREA AT A TIME

38. Competitors who allow their dog/dogs to make excessive noise during unsociable hours ( Early morning & evenings & night ) will be requested by the show manager to keep them quiet. Failure to do so would result in the competitor being required to leave the venue within 1 hour of the decision of the show manager.

DIRECTIONS TO VENUE

FROM M1 NORTH - Exit Junction 24a onto A50 (Derby, Stoke-on-Trent)

FROM M1 SOUTH (and (M)A42) Exit Junction 24 onto A50 (A6) (Derby, Stoke-on-Trent)

FROM A38 (Either Direction) Turn onto A50 at Burnaston Junction towards East Midlands Airport, M1 and Nottingham.

FROM NORTH WEST - Use A50 from Stoke-on-Trent

THEN

Once on A50:

· Exit at Junction 2, signposted Alvaston, Shardlow. 

· At next island turn RIGHT towards Shardlow. (Look for AGILITY signs from here)

· Take first LEFT onto B5010 (brown sign for Elvaston Country Park)

· Follow this road (through Thulston) for about 1. 5 mls.

· Venue / Showground is on the RIGHT opposite entrance to Elvaston Park.
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
