RULES AND REGULATIONS
OBEDIENCE CLASS DEFINITIONS

Beginners Obedience is confined to dogs or handlers which have not been awarded an Obedience Green Star or won three or more first prizes in any obedience test under Irish Kennel Club Rules or under any Kennel Club recognised by The Irish Kennel Club.  Novice Obedience is confined to dogs which have not been awarded (a) a Green Star in any Obedience test or (b) four first prizes or more in any Obedience test except Beginners.

Graduate Obedience is confined to dogs which have not been awarded (a) a Green Star  in any Obedience test or (b) four first prizes or more in any Obedience test except Beginners and/or Novice.

Limit Obedience is confined to dogs which have not been awarded (a) a Green Star in any Obedience test or (b) four first prizes or more in any Obedience test except Beginners and/or Novice and/or Graduate.

Open Obedience is open to all.  Special Obedience Classes are open to all.
AGILITY CLASS DEFINITIONS
Small Dogs Agility/Jumping : Those dogs eligible to compete in competitions for small dogs are those measuring 381mm (1ft 3ins) or under at the withers.  The course should be compatible with the size and capabilities of those dogs competing.  No hurdles or jumps shall exceed a maximum of 381 mm (1ft 3ins) in height and a maximum of 762 mm (2ft 6ins) in length with the exception of the Tyre, the aperture center from the ground to be 508mm (1ft 8ins) and the maximum spread of the Rising Spread Jump to be 381, (1ft 3ins) .  The Long Jump shall comprise 2 or 3 separate units, each unit a minimum width of 1.219m (4ft).  The overall maximum length to be 762mm (2ft 6ins) The height of the front unit to be 127mm (5ins) and the height of the rear unit to be 228.6mm (9ins).  Small dog competitors can only enter Small Dogs, Introductory and Preliminary.

Introductory Agility :For owners, handlers or dogs which have not gained more than four first places in any Agility and or Jumping Class at a licensed Agility Test excluding Small Dogs.  Maximum jump height is 4.72mm (18”) and the maximum length of a long jump shall be 762mm (2ft 6ins).

Preliminary Agility : is confined to a) dogs which have not won five first prizes in this class or b) to dogs which have not won three first prizes in Novice Agility or c) To dogs which have not won two first prizes in Open Agility. (Except as set out in small dogs)  Max. Height hurdles, table, 609.6mm (2 ft).  Max. Length long jump 762mm (2ft6ins)

Novice Agility : is confined to a) Dogs which have not won five first prizes in Novice Agility or b) Dogs which have not won two first prizes in Open Agility.  Max. Height hurdles, table, 762mm (2.6ins).  Max. Length long jump 914.4mm (3ft6 ins)

Open Agility : Open to all (except as set out in Small Dog). Max. Height hurdles, table, 762mm (2ft6ins). Max length of long jump 1.524m (5ft)

Open Jumping : Open to all (except as set out in Small Dog).  Height of jumps may be up to a maximum of 762mm (30 ins).  Max length of long jump 1.524m (5ft).  No touch point equipment should be included in this class.

Premier : Premier is confined to dogs which have won out of Novice.

SHOW REGULATIONS
1.
The show will be held under the Licence, Rules and Regulations of the Irish Kennel Club Limited.  All dogs entered for competition must be registered or transferred at the Irish Kennel Club Limited.

2.
The show will be held at The National Show Centre, Cloghran, Co. Dublin on Saturday 20th October 2007 between the hours of 9.30 am and 6 pm.

3.
The entry fees will be Obedience/Agility – 1st Entry €7. Additional entries €3 per dog per class


OR €30 for any number of entries/any number of dogs.
4.
In the event of any appointed judge failing to keep his/her engagement the committee shall have the right to appoint another judge.  Judging will commence at 10 am.  No claim will be considered in the event of any exhibit being late.  The exhibit number for each dog must be clearly displayed by the handler.

5.
The committee reserves the right to reject any entry, advertisement or other insertion in the catalogue.

6.
The catalogue will be compiled from the entry forms and while every effort will be made to have the forms correctly interpreted the committee cannot accept any responsibility for mistakes or for clerical errors that may occur during compilation.

7.
The club will not be responsible for any loss or damage sustained through accident by exhibits, exhibitors or other persons attending the show.

8.
Dogs are to be kept under control at all times. Dogs must not be left tied up or unattended within the precincts of the show.  Parents and guardians are responsible for children in their care and are expected to supervise them at all times.

9.
The closing date for receipt of entries is 19th September 2007.  Entries will only be accepted on receipt of completed entry form with correct entry fee received on or before the closing date.  Should acknowledgement of receipt of entries be required please enclose S.A.E.  Ring number will be distributed at the show.  Catalogues will be available.

10.
Exhibitors must clean up after their dogs.
11.
Dogs under 6 months of age are not eligible to enter obedience classes and dogs under 18 months of age are not eligible to enter agility classes.

12.
All wins prior to the day specified for the closing of entries shall be taken into account when entering any class.

13.
No bitch in season shall be present at the show.

14.
Mating of bitches within the precincts of show grounds is forbidden.
