Eligibility and Definition of classes

Grade 1 (Elementary) For owners, handlers or dogs which have not gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows. N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 1, (Elementary) are not eligible for this class.

Grade 2 (Starters) For owners, handlers or dogs which have qualified out of Grade 1 but have not gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows, or elected to progress on points from Grade 1.N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 2 (Starters) are not eligible for this class. 

Grade 3 (Graduate) Open to dogs which are not eligible for Grade 1 or 2 or have elected to progress on points from Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and dogs which are not eligible for Grade 4, 5, 6 or 7. 

Grade 4 (Novice) Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 3 or elected to progress on points from Grade 3 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 5, 6 or 7. 

Grade 5 (Intermediate) Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 4 or elected to progress on points from Grade 4 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 6 or 7. 

Grade 6 (Senior) Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 5 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 5 or 7. 

Grade 7 (Advanced) Open to dogs which have gained a minimum of 4 first places at Grade 6 at Kennel Club Licensed Agility Shows, 2 first places must be gained in Agility (not jumping) Classes. 

Large: Dogs – For Dogs Measuring Over 430mm (1ft 5ins) At The Withers.
Medium: Dogs Measuring Over 350mm(1ft 1.75ins) And Measuring 430mm (1ft 5ins) Or Under At The Withers.
Small: For Dogs Measuring 350mm (1ft 1.75ins) or Under At the Withers.
Tunnel vision special classes (classes 23/29/34 class 23: A special Class large open tunnel vision. A jumping course, minimum of 4 tunnels, no weaves, no tyre. Open to all large dogs. Class 29: as class 23 but run at small height specification open to all small dogs. Class 34 as class 23 but run at medium height specification, open to all medium dogs, all special classes.

 Game for a laugh special classes (35, 36) (41, 42) (47, 48).

A special jumping class with two courses available to walk on one course. Competitors must select a course before running and inform the judge which course they will be running. No tyre,or long jump. Dogs will only be allowed to compete at there eligible height. Standard marking will apply.
Genesis Performance Novice Jumping Tournament 2007

Class 6. This class will be classified as Novice and open to dogs in grades 3, 4, and 5. The class will be run as a combined class and judged under normal Kennel Club rules for standard classes. Handlers may enter more than one dog in a heat and may qualify more than one dog for the final. Dogs should be eligible to enter a grade 3, 4, or 5 class at the time of qualifying for the final. Any subsequent wins gained by the dog will not alter its eligibility to compete in the final. Once a dog has qualified for the final, further heats may be entered for competition, but a dog may only qualify once in a year for the final. The first three places from each heat will be invited to compete in the final. It is most important that handlers who gain a place in a heat with a previously qualified dog should inform the show Secretary on the day of the show of this fact.

Class 22 Large Supa Dog Agility Stakes Qualifier(TBC)
This class will be run under Kennel Club Rules and Regulations for Agility (as at the time of the heat).  The first SIX dogs from each heat will qualify for the Final.  Should classes be split, the total number of six dogs from the split classes will qualify (i.e. two splits – the first three in each part will qualify). Once a dog qualifies for the Final, they may enter further heats, but may not take a qualifying position. 

Class 30. Medium Supa Dog Agility Stakes  Qualifier(TBC)

This class will be run under Kennel Club Rules and Regulations for Agility (as at the time of the heat).  The first FIVE dogs from each heat will qualify for the Final. Once a dog qualifies for the Final, they may enter further heats, but may not take a qualifying position. 

Class 25. Small Supa Dog Agility Stakes Qualifier(TBC)

 This class will be run under Kennel Club Rules and Regulations for Agility (as at the time of the heat).  The first FIVE dogs from each heat will qualify for the Final. Once a dog qualifies for the Final, they may enter further heats, but may not take a qualifying position.

Show Rules and Regulations
 1. DOGS ENTERED AT KC LICENSED AGILITY TESTS MUST BE REGISTERED AT THE KENNEL CLUB IN ACCORDANCE WITH KC REGULATIONS FOR CLASSIFICATION FOR REGULATION B. THE REGISTRATION NUMBER/AUTHORITY TO COMPETE NUMBER WILL BE REQUIRED FOR EACH ENTRY.

2. ENTRY FEES £2.25 PER CLASS

3. PRIZE MONEY: NIL

4. THE COMMITTEE RESERVES THE RIGHT TO REFUSE ENTRIES AND BAR PERSONS FROM THE SHOW GROUND.

5. PUPPIES UNDER 18 MONTHS OF AGE ON THE DAY OF COMPETITION ARE INELIGIBLE FOR KC AGILITY TESTS.

6. NOT FOR COMPETITION ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED FOR DOGS AGED FOUR CALENDAR MONTHS AND OVER. DOGS MUST BE KENNEL CLUB REGISTERED WITH THEIR DETAILS RECORDED ON THE ENTRY FORM.

7. THE MATING OF BITCHES WITHIN THE PRECINCTS OF THE SHOW IS FORBIDDEN.

8. NO BITCH IN SEASON IS ALLOWED TO COMPETE.

9. NO PERSON SHALL CARRY OUT PUNITIVE, CORRECTIVE OR HARSH HANDLING OF A DOG AT ANY TIME WITHIN THE PRECINCTS OF THE KENNEL CLUB LICENSED SHOW.

10. DOGS MUST NOT WEAR ANY TYPE OF SLIP COLLAR, HALF SLIP COLLAR OR LEAD WHEN UNDER TEST. A FLAT, CLOSE FITTING, LEATHER OR WEBBING COLLAR IS PERMITTED; PROVIDING THE ONLY ATTACHMENT IS A PLAIN IDENTIFICATION PANEL AS AN INTEGRAL PART OF THE COLLAR.IE NOT ATTACHED BY A RING.

11. SHOULD A JUDGE BE UNABLE TO FULFIL THE APPOINTMENT THE COMMITTEE RESERVES THE RIGHT TO APPOINT ANOTHER JUDGE.

12. NO COMPETITOR SHALL IMPUGN THE DECISION OF JUDGE OR JUDGES.

13. SPONSORSHIP: GENESIS PET FOODS, BURGESS SUPADOGS, L & N SHOW SERVICES, MANOR DATA SERVICES, RVA EQUIPMENT HIRE AND SALES, SOMETHING SPECIAL ROSETTES.

14. STANDARD MARKING SHALL APPLY AS CONTAINED IN H (1)(A). ANY VARIATION TO STANDARD MARKING WILL BE GIVEN BY THE JUDGE DURING THE BRIEFING PRIOR TO THE START OF THE CLASS. TIME FAULTS ADDED IN 1/100THS OF A SECOND.

15.THE HEIGHT OF JUMPS: JUMPS WILL BE 550MM FOR LARGE DOG,AND 450MM FOR MEDIUM DOGS,  350MM FOR SMALL DOGS.

16. HEIGHT LIMITS FOR DOGS.

LARGE: DOGS – FOR DOGS MEASURING OVER 430MM (1FT 5INS) AT THE WITHERS.
MEDIUM: DOGS MEASURING OVER 350MM(1FT 1.75INS) AND MEASURING 430MM (1FT 5INS) OR UNDER AT THE WITHERS.
SMALL: FOR DOGS MEASURING 350MM (1FT 1.75INS) OR UNDER AT THE WITHERS.

17. A JUDGE AT AN AGILITY SHOW CANNOT COMPETE OR ENTER A DOG FOR COMPETITION ON THE DAY HE/SHE IS JUDGING WHICH IS RECORDED AS OWNED OR PART OWNERSHIP.
18. WITHDRAWAL OF DOGS FROM THE TEST. A DOG MUST BE WITHDRAWN IF: 

A) A BITCH IN SEASON 

B) SUFFERING FROM ANY INFECTIOUS OR CONTAGIOUS DISEASE. 

C) INTERFERING WITH THE SAFETY OR CHANCES OF WINNING OF ANOTHER COMPETITOR. 

D) OF SUCH TEMPERAMENT OR IS SO MUCH OUT OF CONTROL AS TO BE A DANGER TO THE SAFETY OF ANY PERSON OR OTHER ANIMAL.

E) LIKELY TO CAUSE SUFFERING TO THE DOG IF IT CONTINUES COMPETING.

19. IN ESTIMATING THE NUMBER OF WINS FOR CLASSIFICATION, ALL WINS UP TO 7 DAYS BEFORE THE DATE OF CLOSING SHALL BE COUNTED WHEN ENTERING A CLASS.

20. IT IS THE COMPETITORS RESPONSIBILITY TO BE AVAILABLE FOR THEIR CLASS AND RUNNING ORDER.

21. HANDLERS WORKING MORE THAN ONE DOG IN A CLASS MUST ENSURE THAT THEIR DOGS COMPETE IN THE SEQUENCE, WHICH THEY ARE DRAWN. FAILURE TO DO SO MAY RESULT IN ELIMINATION.

22. DOGS ARE LIMITED TO 3 CLASSES PER DAY.

23. SHOULD CIRCUMSTANCES DICTATE THE SHOW COMMITTEE, IN CONSULTATION WITH THE JUDGE (S), MAY ALTER ARRANGEMENTS AS NECESSARY. SUCH CHANGES AND CIRCUMSTANCES SURROUNDING THEM MUST BE REPORTED TO THE KENNEL CLUB.

24. A DOG AT TIME OF ENTRY MUST BE REGISTERED AS REQUIRED BY THE KENNEL CLUB RULES AND REGULATIONS IN THE COMPETITORS NAME (OR REGISTRATION OR TRANSFER APPLIED FOR). IN THE CASE OF DOGS RECORDED AS OWNED BY A LIMITED COMPANY, THE DIRECTORS AND THE SECRETARY OF THE LIMITED COMPANY WILL BE JOINTLY CONSIDERED FOR THE PURPOSE OF THE REGULATIONS. A DOG ACQUIRED SUBSEQUENT TO ENTRY HAVING BEEN MADE AT A COMPETITION MAY COMPETE AS THE NEW OWNER’S PROPERTY PROVIDED THAT AN APPLICATION FOR THE TRANSFER HAS BEEN FORWARDED TO THE KENNEL CLUB BEFORE THE COMPETITION, AND THE NEW OWNER HAS UNDERTAKEN TO ABIDE BY THE REGULATIONS AND CONDITIONS OF THE ORIGINAL ENTRY FORM.
25. ANIMALS IN EVENT 

NO ANIMAL OTHER THAN ONE OFFICIALLY ENTERED SHALL BE BROUGHT INTO THE PRECINCTS OF THE EVENT DURING ITS CONTINUANCE, EXCEPT ANY DOGS REGISTERED TO ASSIST THE DISABLED, OR DOGS REQUIRED FOR EDUCATIONAL OR INSTRUCTIONAL PURPOSES OR BY PERMISSION OF THE GENERAL COMMITTEE. 

HOWEVER, AT THE DISCRETION OF THE SHOW SOCIETY, A DOG BROUGHT TO THE SHOW BY A SPECTATOR MAY BE ADMITTED IN 

TO PRECINCTS OF THE DOG SHOW, WITH THE PROVISO THAT THOSE IN CHARGE OF THE DOG SIGN A DECLARATION CONFIRMING 

THE DOG IS FREE FROM DISEASE AND THAT THE DOG WILL BE KEPT UNDER PROPER CONTROL AT ALL TIMES. 

26. ALL DOGS REGISTERED AND RESIDENT OUTSIDE THE UK MUST BE ISSUED WITH A KENNEL CLUB AUTHORITY TO COMPETE 

NUMBER BEFORE ENTRY TO THE SHOW/EVENT CAN BE MADE. ALL OVERSEAS ENTRIES WITHOUT A KENNEL CLUB REGISTRATION 

NUMBER OR AN AUTHORITY TO COMPETE NUMBER WILL BE RETURNED TO THE EXHIBITOR/COMPETITOR. 

27. COMPETITION OF DOGS SUFFERING FROM CONTAGIOUS OR INFECTIOUS DISEASE – NO DOGS SUFFERING FROM INFECTIOUS 

OR CONTAGIOUS DISEASE OR HAVING BEEN EXPOSED TO SUCH DISEASE DURING THE PERIOD OF 21 DAYS PRIOR TO THE 

COMPETITION MAY COMPETE. COMPETITORS INFRINGING THE REGULATION WILL BE LIABLE TO BE FINED AND/OR DEALT WITH 

UNDER KENNEL CLUB RULE A42. 

28. A PAY ON THE DAY CLASS WILL BE HELD IF TIME PERMITS. 

29. A PRACTICE RING WILL BE AVAILABLE IF SPACE ALLOWS. 

30. FOOD SHALL NOT BE CARRIED IN THE HAND OR GIVEN TO A DOG IN THE RING. 

31. SEPARATE ENTRY FORMS MUST BE COMPLETED BY EACH COMPETITOR AND MUST BE SIGNED BY THE COMPETITOR OR HIS

 AUTHORISED AGENT IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE PROVISIONS SPECIFIED THEREON. ENTRY FORMS MUST BE ACCOMPANIED WITH

 THE APPROPRIATE FEES. 

32. SHOULD THE JUDGE DECIDE IT IS REQUIRED A STANDARD MAY BE IMPOSED.

33 IT IS THE COMPETITORS RESPONSIBILITY TO ENSURE THAT THE CORRECT SCORE IS RECORDED ON THE SCORE SHEET; MISTAKES CANNOT BE RECTIFIED AFTER THE CLASS HAS CLOSED.

34. PARENTS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE BEHAVIOUR/SAFETY OF THEIR CHILDREN UNDER 18.

35. IN THE EVENT OF CANCELLATION/ABANDONMENT THE COMMITTEE RESERVES THE RIGHT TO DEFRAY FROM THE ENTRIES ANY SUCH COSTS AS THEY DEEM NECESSARY.

36. DOGS ARE ENTERED AT THEIR OWNERS RISK AND WHILST EVERY CARE WILL BE TAKEN THE COMMITTEE, OFFICIALS OR SPONSORS WILL ACCEPT NO RESPONSIBILITY FOR LOSS, DAMAGE OR INJURY HOWEVER CAUSED TO DOGS, PERSONS OR PROPERTY WHILST AT THE SHOW.

37. ENTRIES WILL ONLY BE ACCEPTED ON OFFICIAL ENTRY FORMS (PHOTOCOPIES ACCEPTED)

38. OWNERS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR CLEARING UP AFTER THEIR DOGS; SUITABLE ARRANGEMENTS WILL BE MADE FOR DISPOSAL.

Dogs that match the above criteria for any grade must compete in the relevant grade at the start of 2007.
There is an exception for current Novice dogs.  Dogs that achieved a top 10 place prior to 2006 in Novice or above (but not during 2006) will have the option, at the beginning of 2007, of competing in the grade achieved, as above OR dropping down one grade to grade 3 or 4 (accordingly).
