RULES & REGULATIONS

1. ENTRY CONDITIONS.   Dogs entered at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows must be registered at the Kennel Club in accordance with Kennel Club Regulations for Classification and Registration B. The registration number / ATC number will be required for each entry.

2. FEES.  Amount of entry per dog per class £2.50 (£1.25 for WDAC members). Championship Classes £11.00. There is no charge for NFC entry.

3. PRIZE MONEY.  There will be no prize money at this show.

4. REFUSAL OF ENTRIES. The Committee reserves to itself the right to refuse entries. 

5. PUPPIES.  Puppies under 18 calendar months of age on the first day of the show are not eligible for Kennel Club licensed Agility Tests.

6. NFC. Not For Competition entries will be accepted, for dogs aged four calendar months and over. Dogs must be Kennel Club registered with their details recorded on the entry form. There will be no entry fee for NFC dogs. 

7. MATING OF BITCHES. The mating of bitches within the precincts of the show is forbidden.

8. BITCHES IN SEASON. No bitch in season is allowed to compete.  

9. TREATMENT OF DOGS.  No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the Show.

10. LEADS. Dogs must not wear slip chains,  half slip collars, or leads when under test,  A  flat, close fitting , leather or webbing collar is permitted, providing the only attachment is a plain identification panel as an integral part of the collar i.e. not attached by a ring,  if the competitor so wishes.    

11. APPOINTMENT OF JUDGES.  Should a judge be unable to fulfil the appointment to judge the Committee reserve the right to appoint another judge.  Exhibitors are at liberty to withdraw from competition, but no entry fees can be returned. If numbers warrant, the Committee reserves the right to appoint additional judges.

12. JUDGES DECISION.  No competitor shall impugn the decision of the judge or judges.

13. SPONSORSHIP.  Sponsors for this show are Pedigree Masterfoods, Sam’s Pet Stall, Wilsons of Dundee, Canine Cuts, Granary Canine, suppliers of CSJ to the North East & Scotland,, KSK Envirohealth (ind. biofow and FLP distributor).
14. MARKING - Standard Marking will apply according to Kennel Club regulations H (1)(b).

17. JUDGES.  A judge at an Agility Test cannot compete or enter for competition a dog which is recorded in their ownership or part ownership: or handle a dog at the Test at which they are judging but may enter their own dog N.F.C. for the purpose of testing the course time. 

18. WITHDRAWAL OF DOGS FROM TEST. A dog shall be withdrawn from competition and removed from the Test if it is  -

a) A  bitch which is in season.

b) Suffering from any infectious or contagious disease.

c) Interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent.

d) Of such temperament or it is so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of any person or other animal.

e) Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing. 

19. ELIGIBILITY.  In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including 7 days before the date of closing shall be counted when entering for any class (19th  March 2007). 

20. AVAILABILITY FOR CLASS (ES)/RUNNING ORDER.  It is the competitors' responsibility to be available for their class and running order. 

21. RUNNING SEQUENCE. Handlers working more than one dog in a class must ensure the dogs compete in the sequence in which they are drawn. Failure to do so may result in elimination.

22. CHANGES TO ARRANGEMENTS.  Should circumstances so dictate the Society, in consultation with the judges, may alter arrangements as necessary.  Such changes and circumstances surrounding them must be reported to the Kennel Club.

23. REGISTRATION. A dog must at the time of entry for the competition, be registered as required by the Kennel Club Rules & Regulations in the Competitors’ name (or registration or transfer applied for). In the case of a partnership the full name of every partner must be given. In the case of dogs recorded as owned by a limited company, the directors and the secretary of the limited company will jointly be considered for the purpose of the Regulations. A dog acquired subsequent to entry having been made at a Competition may compete as the new owners’ property provided that an application for  the transfer has been forwarded to the Kennel Club before the Competition, and the new owner has undertaken to abide by the Regulations and conditions of the original entry form. 

24. FOOD. Food shall not be carried in the hand or given to a dog in the ring.

25. BALLOT FOR CHAMPIONSHIP CLASS RUNNING ORDERS.    

A. Agility Round and Jumping Round – A draw for the running order of the Agility and Jumping Rounds must be made prior to the show. The relevant competitors must be notified before the day of the show. The dogs must run in the order which they are drawn.

B. Final Agility Round – Dogs to run in reverse order to their combined placings at the end of the first two rounds.

26. ENTRY FORMS.  Separate entry forms must be completed by each competitor and must be signed by the competitor or his / her authorised agent in accordance with the provisions specified thereon. Entry forms must be accompanied with the appropriate fees.

27. COMPETITION OF DOGS SUFFERING FROM CONTAGIOUS OR INFECTIOUS DISEASE. No dogs suffering from infectious or contagious disease or having been exposed to such disease during the period of 21 days prior to the competition may compete. Competitors infringing the Regulation will be liable to be fined and/ or dealt with under Kennel Club Rule A42.

28. ANIMALS IN EVENT. No animal other than one officially entered shall be brought into the precincts of the event during its continuance, except ny dogs registered to assist the disabled, or dogs required for educational or instructional purposes or by permission of the General Committee. However, at the discretion of the show society, a dog brought to the show by a spectator may be admitted into the precincts of the show, with the proviso that those in charge of the dog sign a declaration confirming the dog is free from disease and that the dog will be kept under proper control at all times.

29. OVERSEAS ENTRIES. All dogs resident outside the UK must be issued with a Kennel Club Authority to Compete before entry  to the show can be made. All overseas entries withoutan Authority to Compete number will be returned to the competitor.

30. PAY ON THE DAY. A pay on the day class will be held if time permits. 
31.  LOSS OR DAMAGES.  No responsibility will be accepted for loss, damage or whatsoever to person, dogs or property at this show.

32.  BRIEFING.  A briefing of competitors will be held 15 minutes prior to the start of each class. Competitors will be allowed to walk the course but without the dog

33. SAFETY OF DOGS. No dog should be left unattended at any time.  Please take note that, in the event of dogs being found in a distressed condition, anywhere on the venue, the show management reserve the right to take ANY remedial action deemed necessary to relieve the suffering of the animals.

34. CANCELLATION. In the event that the show has to be cancelled,   Woodside DAC reserve the right to defray, from entries received, such costs as they deem necessary.

35. ENTRY FORM. It is the responsibility of the owner / competitor  to ensure that the entry form is filled out correctly. No refunds will be given in the case of incorrectly completed entry forms being submitted.

ELIGIBILITY AND SCHEDULE OF CLASSES

In the following definitions of classes, First prize wins are those gained at any Kennel Club Open licensed event (i.e. Invitation events and Special classes excepted). 

Agility classes to include contact points, jumping classes, where there are no contact obstacles. With this proviso, classes are defined as follows:

Grade 1 (Elementary) – For owners, handlers and dogs which have not gained a first place in an Agility Class or 3 first places in Jumping Classes at Kennel Club licensed Agility shows.

Grade 2 (Starters)– For owners, handlers or dogs which have qualified out of grade 1, but have not gained a first place in an agility Class or 3 first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 2 at Kennel Cub licensed Agility shows, or elected to progress on points from Grade 1. 

Grade 3 (Graduate)– Open to dogs which are not eligible for grade 1 or 2 or have elected to progress on points from grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility shows and dogs which are not eligible for Grade 4, 5, 6 or 7.

Grade 4 (Novice)– Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or 3 first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 3 or elected to progress on points from Grade 3 at Kennel Club licensed Agility shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 5, 6 or 7.

Grade 5 (Intermediate) – Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or 3 first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 4 or elected to progress on points from Grade 4 at Kennel Club licensed Agility shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 6 or 7.

Grade 6 (Senior) – Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or 3 first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 5 at Kennel Club licensed Agility shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 5 or 7.

	Open to all dogs having qualified to Grade 7. To consist of 2 qualifying rounds of Standard Kennel Club Classes, 1 Agility Class and 1 Jumping Class and a Final round of Agility to be held at the same Show.

The Kennel Club Olympia ABC Agility Stakes is a special agility competition to be run under Kennel Club Rules and Regulations H for large dogs.

2 The competition is open to all dogs excluding Border Collies, Working Sheepdogs and their crosses. (Any Breeds but Collies). In the event of dispute, the judge’s decision will be final.

3 The first four dogs of each heat will qualify for the semi-final. The next four placed dogs at a heat will be deemed to be reserves should a qualified dog be unable to attend the semi-final. Reserves from heats will be invited to attend the semi-final up to and including the closing date of the NHDTC Show in  June. After the closing date NO reserves will be called even if other qualifiers have to retire / withdraw.

4 Dogs that have already qualified for the semi-final may enter further heats ‘not for competition’. The show secretary of the club holding the heat should be notified prior to the show.

5 A handler may qualify more than one dog for the semi-final.

6 Those dogs eligible to compete in the semi-final shall be the best-placed dogs in each heat which have not previously qualified.

7 The semi-final will be held at the annual Newton Heath DTC show held in June at Tatton Park, Cheshire. The final to be held at Olympia in December. Any alteration will be publicised.

8 Owners, handlers and dogs who enter the heats or attend the semi-final will be deemed to have accepted the Rules and Regulations of the competition and the organising show.

9 The organisers, Newton Heath DTC and the Kennel Club, in agreement, reserve the right to alter these Rules and Regulations at their discretion.




Grade 7 (Advanced)– Open to dogs which have gained a minimum or 4 first places at Grade 6 at Kennel Club licensed Agility shows, 2 first places must be gained in Agility (not Jumping) Classes.

For those who are unsure of which Grade they should enter, see the following note

Entry positions for existing Agility handlers and dogs (1st January 2007)

Grade 1 (Elementary) – Existing Elementary dogs.

Grade 2 (Starters) – Existing Starter dogs.

Grade 3 (Graduate) – Existing Novice dogs that have not gained a top 10 place in Novice or above during 2006.

Grade 4 (Novice) – Existing Novice dogs that have been placed 6th to 10th in Novice or above during 2006.

Grade 5 (Intermediate) – Existing Novice dogs that have gained a top 5 place in Novice or above during 2006. 

Grade 6 (Senior) – Existing Senior dogs. 

Grade 7 (Advanced) – Existing Advanced dogs.

Existing wins gained up to 31/12/06 in Intermediate, Senior and Open Classes can be carried forward for progression to Grade 7.

Dogs that achieved a top 10 place prior to 2006 in Novice or above (but not in 2006) have the option, at the beginning of 2007, of competing in the grade achieved, as above, OR dropping down one grade to Grade 3 or 4 (accordingly).

IMPORTANT

It is with regret that we have to limit the number of caravan pitches to 90 this year. This is due to the constrictions placed on us by Lanark District Council, forcing us to conform to Caravan Club Standards with regards to the safety spacing between units. The number of competitors putting up extraordinary sizes of “gardens” means that we have to increase the sizes of pitch allotted to each, thus reducing the overall accommodation available on the site. There is a tick box on the entry form to fill in, if you would like your entry returned if your camping request is not accepted. If you do not tick the box it will be assumed that you still wish to enter the show even if your request to camp on site is rejected. In this case you will be refunded the amount that you have paid to camp.

DIRECTIONS TO VENUE

FROM THE SOUTH & WEST.

    Leave the M74 at JUNCTION 13 (ABINGDON SERVICES). Take the A702, signposted for BIGGAR / EDINBURGH / LANARK. Follow this for 1 mile then bear right, signposted for BIGGAR / EDINBURGH. Continue on the A702 for 10 miles passing through the villages of LAMINGTON, COULTER and CAUSWAYEND. On entering the town of BIGGAR continue on the A702, through the town centre, signposted for EDINBURGH / PEEBLES. As you leave the town, the entrance to the venue is on the right, through large red gates, 150 yards past the national speed limit signs.

FROM THE NORTH AND EAST.

    From the A720 (EDINBURGH CITY BYPASS) take the LOTHIANBURN JUNCTION signposted CITY CENTRE / CARLISLE. Follow the directions at the junction for CARLISLE A702. After ½ mile, bear right at the 3-way fork in the road, following the signs for CARLISLE A702. Continue on the A702 for 23 miles, through the villages of SILVERBURN, CARLOPS, WEST LINTON and DOLPHINTON. Just before entering the town of BIGGAR, the entrance to the venue is on the left, through large red gates, between the 200-yard and 100-yard marker signs for the start of the 30MPH speed limit.
