1. Entry fees £10 per dog for 4 runs, 2 over the same jumping course and 2 over the same agility course. The best of the 2 runs count to final results.

2. The judges and ring manager of this event reserve the right to refuse entries

3. Dogs must be 18 calendar months of age to compete

4. NFC dogs may attend the show

5. No bitch in season is allowed to compete

6. No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the show

7. Dogs must not wear any type of slip, half-slip collar or lead when under test.  A flat, close fitting leather or webbing collar is permitted, providing the only attachment is a plain i.d. panel as an integral part of the collar.

8. Reserve judges may be called on should a judge be unavailable.

9. No competitor shall impugn the decision of the judge

10. K.C markings will apply

11. Judges are permitted to allow another handler to run their own dogs in their class NFC and to handle their own dog in the class they are not judging

12. Judges or ring manager may withdraw a dog from competing if it is;

A bitch in season

Suffering from any infectious or contagious disease

Interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent

Of such temperament or is so out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of any person, other animal or the event as a whole

Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing
