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ELIGIBILITY OF CLASSES

First prize wins are those gained at any Kennel Club Open licensed event (i.e. invitation events and special classes excepted). A dog is only eligible for one grade. 

	Grade 1

Elementary
	For owners, handlers or dogs which have not gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows. N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 1, (Elementary) are not eligible for this class. 

	Grade 2 (Starters) 
	For owners, handlers or dogs which have qualified out of Grade 1 but have not gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows, or elected to progress on points from Grade 1. N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 2 (Starters) are not eligible for this class. 

	Grade 3 (Graduate) 
	Open to dogs which are not eligible for Grade 1 or 2 or have elected to progress on points from Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and dogs which are not eligible for Grade 4, 5, 6 or 7. N.B. This is for existing novice dogs that have not gained a top 10 place in Novice or above during 2006.

	Grade 4 (Novice) 


	Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 3 or elected to progress on points from Grade 3 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 5, 6 or 7. N.B This is for existing Novice dogs that have been placed 6th – 10th in Novice or above in 2006.

	Grade 5

Intermediate
	Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 4 or elected to progress on points from Grade 4 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 6 or 7. N.B. This is for existing Novice dogs that have gained a top 5 place in Novice or above in 2006.

	Grade 6 (Senior) 


	Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 5 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 5 or 7.  N.B. This is for existing senior dogs.  Existing wins gained up to 31/12/06, at these levels, and open classes, can be carried forward for progression to Grade 7.

	Grade 7 (Advanced) 
	Open to dogs which have gained a minimum of 4 first places at Grade 6 at Kennel Club Licensed Agility Shows, 2 first places must be gained in Agility (not Jumping) Classes. N.B this is for existing Advanced dogs.


CHAMPIONSHIP

Open to all dogs having qualified to Grade 7.  To consist of two qualifying rounds of Standard Kennel Club Classes (1 Agility class and 1 Jumping class) and a final round of Agility to be held at the same show (see separate sheet).

CRUFTS SINGLES SENIOR AGILITY COMPETITION 

Selection of 16 dogs to compete at Crufts 2009.  The first 10 dogs in the combined 6/7 Agility Class at ten selected shows throughout the country will collect points as follows: 1st place = 10 pts, 2nd place = 9 pts, 3rd place = 8 pts, 4th place = 7 pts etc down to 10th place = 1 pt. 
CHAMPIONSHIP CLASS

A Championship Trophy and a Kennel Club Agility Certificate will be awarded to the dog winning a Championship Agility Class provided such a dog has no faults in the final round of the class. If the winning dog does have faults in the final round of the Championship Agility Class the award will be withheld.

A Reserve Championship Trophy and a Reserve Agility Certificate will be awarded to the dog placed second in the Championship Agility Class provided it has gained a clear round in the final round of the class.  If the second placed dog has faults in the final round the award will be withheld.

Running Orders:  A draw for the running order of the Agility and Jumping Rounds will be made prior to the show which must be strictly adhered to.   The relevant competitors will be notified before the day of the show.

Format of the competition:

Points will be awarded for placings in the Agility round and Jumping round.  1st place = 1 point, 2nd place = 2 points etc to the final placed dog, eliminated dogs excepted.

The top 50% of the entry up to a maximum of 20 dogs with the lowest accumulated total will be eligible to compete in the final round. 

Elimination in either of the qualifying rounds will exclude the dog from competition in the final round.

In the event of a tie for the last place the time/faults will be taken into account for both qualifying rounds to determine the last qualifying place.  The calculation to decide the equal place is:-

(1) The dog with the least course faults in both the Agility and Jumping rounds.  In the event that these dogs are still equal,

(2) The dog with the fastest combined time qualifies.

In the Final Round trophies and rosettes will be awarded to 1st, 2nd and 3rd places.

Championship Agility Certificates and Reserve Championship Agility Certificates will only be awarded to clear rounds.

The Show Society will publish a Marked Running Order for the Championship Class. This will be included in the entry fee for competitors in this class and available to other parties on the day for a fee of 50p.

Dogs in Hot Cars 

Your dog is vulnerable and at risk during hot weather. 

If your dog is found to be at risk, forcible entry to your vehicle may be necessary without liability for any damage caused.

Anyone whose dog is entered at a Kennel Club licensed event should take all reasonable steps to ensure the needs of their dog(s) are met, and should not put a dog’s health and welfare at risk by any action, default, omission or otherwise.  Breach of Kennel Club Regulations in this respect may be referred to the General Committee for disciplinary action under Kennel Club Rules and Regulations.
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RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. 
Dogs entered at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows must be registered at the Kennel Club in accordance with Kennel Club Regulations for Classification and Registration B.  The registration number/ATC number will be required for each entry. From the 1st January 2001 the registration will be required on each entry.

2. 
Not For Competition entries will be accepted for dogs aged four calendar months and over. Dogs must be Kennel Club registered with their details recorded on the entry form including Kennel Club Number.

3.
The Committee reserves to itself the right to refuse entries.

4.

5.
Dogs under 18 calendar months of age on the first day of the Show are not eligible to compete in Kennel Club licensed Agility Tests.

6.
The mating of bitches within the precincts of the Show is forbidden.

7. 
No bitch in season is allowed to compete.

8. 
No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the Show.

9. 
Dogs may wear a flat collar with no attachments when under test.

10.  
Should a judge be unable to fulfil the appointment to judge the Committee reserves the right to appoint another judge.

11.  
No competitor shall impugn the decision of the judge or judges.

12.  
Dogs will be received at any time.

13. 
Kennel Club Standard Marking will apply.

14.
Height of Jumps:  35cms for Small Dogs, 45cms for Medium Dogs, 65cms for Large Dogs.

15.  
Competition for Small Dogs (Small) Those dogs eligible to compete in competitions for Small dogs are those measuring 35cm or under at the withers.

16.  
Competition for Medium Dogs (Medium) Those dogs eligible to compete in competitions for Medium dogs are those measuring over 35cm & 43cm or under at the withers

17.
Competition for Large Dogs (Large) Those dogs eligible to compete in competitions for Large dogs are those measuring over 43cm at the withers.
18.
Dogs competing in Small or Medium height categories must be measured for competition. Competitors must ensure their dog is measured before their first competition and that the dog’s Agility Record Book has been signed and dated by the measuring officials.

19.
Judges at an Agility Test may not enter for competition a dog which is recorded in their ownership or part ownership; or handle a dog at the Test at which they are judging.

20.  
Withdrawal of dogs from Test.  A dog shall be withdrawn from competition and removed from the Test if it is:-


a)  A bitch which is in season.


b)  Suffering from any infectious diseases or contagious disease.


c)  Interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent.


d)  Of such temperament or is so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of any person or other animal.


e)  Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing.

21.
In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including 17th July 2008, 7 days before the closing of entries shall be counted when entering for any class.

22. 
It is the competitors' responsibility to be available for their class and running order.

23.  
Handlers working more than one dog in a class must ensure that the dogs compete in the sequence in which they are drawn.  Failure to do so may result in elimination.

24. 
Should circumstances so dictate the Society, in consultation with the Judges may alter arrangements as necessary.  Such changes and the circumstances surrounding them must be reported to the Kennel Club. 

25.  
A dog must at the time of entry for the Competition, be registered as required by the Kennel Club Rules & Regulations in the Competitors' name (or registration or transfer applied for).  In the case of a partnership the full name of every partner must be given.  In the case of dogs recorded as owned by a limited company, the directors and the secretary of the limited company will jointly be considered for the purpose of the Regulations.  A dog acquired subsequent to entry having been made at a Competition may compete as the new owners' property provided that an application for the transfer has been forwarded to the Kennel Club before the Competition, and the new owner has undertaken to abide by the Regulations and conditions of the original entry form. NFC dogs must also be registered with the Kennel Club.

26.  
Food, training aids or toys shall not be taken into the ring.

27.
Separate entry forms must be completed by each Competitor and must be signed by the Competitor or his authorised agent in accordance with the provisions specified thereon.  Entry forms must be accompanied with the appropriate fees.

28.
Competition of Dogs Suffering from Contagious or Infectious Disease – No dogs suffering from infectious or contagious disease or having been exposed to such disease during the period of 21 days prior to the Competition may compete.  Competitors infringing the Regulation will be liable to be fined and/or dealt with under Kennel Club Rule A42.

29.
Animals in Event.  No animal other than one officially entered shall be brought into the precincts of the event during its continuance, except any dogs registered to assist the disabled, or dogs required for educational or instructional purposes or by permission of the General Committee.

30.
Competitors are reminded of the suffering that can be caused when dogs are left in cars on sunny days.  Remedial action will be taken in the event of dogs being found in a distressed condition.  A Site Manager will be appointed to police the parking area.

31.
Please clear up after your dog or the Show Manager will ask you to leave the showground.

32.
In the event of abandonment of the Show through circumstances beyond the control of the Committee, expenses may be defrayed from the entry fees to cover the cost of the preparations for the show.

33.
All dogs will be entered at this show at their owner’s risk. Chippenham Agility Club and Turnpike Showground cannot be held responsible for loss, damage or injury howsoever caused to dogs, persons or property.

34.
There will be no practising in the Ring during or after the show.  A briefing will be held prior to the start of each class and competitors will be allowed to walk the course without their dogs.

35.
A practice ring and/or Pay on the Day will be held if time and space permit.

CAMPING

· Camping is only on the designated site and is LIMITED to 300 units. Cost of camping is £20 per unit Friday to Sunday night inclusive or part thereof.  Please send a separate cheque for camping to Tony Griffin.

· Camping admissions are ONLY from 12 noon on Friday 5th September 2008 and everyone MUST leave the campsite by 2 pm Monday 9th September 2008.

· NO CAMPING WILL ACCEPTED WITHOUT A COMPLETED CAMPING FORM and A SEPARATE CHEQUE OF £20 SENT TO TONY GRIFFIN  

· We are unable to reserve spaces for Clubs/Individuals.  

· If you arrive after 8.30 pm the Camping Stewards will be off duty so please camp where indicated in temporary site and you will be moved to the main campsite in the morning.  

· The size of pitch includes one caravan and awning or tent and one vehicle.  Please advise as to what overnight accommodation you will be using so we can endeavour to site you appropriately.  

· For Health & Safety reasons please park according to instructions given.  

· Roadways and accesses MUST be kept clear.  

· Each camping unit MUST HAVE an appropriate fire extinguisher and a bucket of water outside.

· The camping form and the entry form must be sent to different addresses given on each form.

Generators:  These must not be used between 8pm and 8am in consideration of your neighbours.

Chemical Toilets must only be emptied where indicated (to the right of the barn). DO NOT empty chemical toilets in the show toilets or wash them out at the fresh water standpipes.  No Nappies or other solid waste in the sanitary traps or show toilets please.

Water is available at various standpipes around the site.  Sorry, but no showers will be available.

Rubbish.  Please ensure that litter and rubbish of any description is put into the containers provided. Dog waste must NOT be placed in the bins adjacent to the refreshment vans

Barbeques.  Please note that ONLY gas barbecues are allowed on site. 

Exercise Area –The exercise area will be clearly marked.  Please be aware of any sheep in adjoining fields. Dogs should be on leads at all times; except when competing, in the exercise area or behind a contained barrier. You must ‘pick up’ after your dogs everywhere. Poo bags MUST be deposited in the containers provided.  You will be asked to leave the showground if you do not pick up after your dog(s).

Refreshments and Trade Stands:  We will have a variety of refreshment vans on site and there are several good public houses in the area.  There are supermarkets close by in Gillingham (Waitrose and Somerfields) and in Shaftesbury (Tesco and Somerfields).  There will also be a variety of trade stands.

How to find Turnpike Showground

From the North or West

At the M5 exit at Junction 25 take the A358 to Ilminster.  Take the A303 past Wincanton and Mere.  Then take the A350 to Shaftesbury.  Take the B3081 to Gillingham.  After two miles, on the right, you will see the Turnpike Showground.

From the East

From the M4 take the A350 through Chippenham, Melksham, Westbury, Warminster and on to Shaftesbury.  At Shaftesbury take the B3081 to Gillingham.  After two miles, on the right, you will see the Turnpike Showground.

AWARDS


Rosettes in all classes to 10% of entries with clear round rosettes to unplaced clear rounds in all classes.


Trophies to 1st, 2nd and 3rd in classes with 60 and over competitors, (except Championship Classes)


Trophies to 1stand 2nd in classes with less that 60 competitors, (except Championship Classes)


Championship Classes – Trophies to First Place in the Qualifying Rounds


Championship Final Round – see Championship Rules.








PLEASE NOTE:


In accordance with KC rules, large dogs who have not competed before 1st January 2006 & ALL small & medium dogs must have been officially measured before competing at a KC licensed Agility show.


Dogs can only be entered in one size category (ie large, medium or small)
