Class 1 and 2 will both be agility rounds over the same course.  Both rounds will be judged in the normal manner.  Your best result out of the two classes will be the result that will count towards the awards made for class 1/2.  Only one round can count towards the results.  Only one set of awards per combined grade will be given.
We hope that by doing the same round twice, you will have the opportunity to, perhaps, train one of the two rounds or have the chance to correct mistakes that may have been made the first time round.  AfteralL how many times have we all said, “I wish I could do that again!”
There will be a 60 second course time for Class 1 and Class 2.  If you are training or running NFC then you will be given the full 60 seconds.
Class 3 will be a normal jumping class.

Class 4 will be a steeplechase and will consist only of hurdle jumps and tunnels.  This class is designed to be a free flowing jumping round to give the dogs chance to open up and enjoy a good run without having too many twists and turns.
If you wish to run not for competition in any of the above classes, we are quite happy for you to do that.  However, no food shall be allowed in the ring.  Toys in the ring are okay (even welcomed!).  Please inform the scrimer prior to running if you are doing a training round.  If you are doing a training round, please note that anyone deemed to be training in an aggressive or harsh manner will be asked to leave the ring and the show.  This decision will be made by the committee and is non negotiable!  Agility is fun and any training rounds should reflect that and be productive.

PLEASE NOTE THAT IN EACH CLASS THE COURSE WILL REMAIN THE SAME FOR ALL GRADES SO THERE WILL BE ONE COURSE WALKING PER CLASS.
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Each class will have awards give as follows.
Grade 1 & Grade 2 combined
Results for all three heights will be combined.  Trophy for 1st place.  Rosettes to 6th place.  Dog toys for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd. 
Grade 3 & Grade 4 combined
Results for all three heights will be combined.  Trophy for 1st place.  Rosettes to 6th place.  Dog toys for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd. 

Grade 5 & Grade 6 combined
Results for all three heights will be combined.  Trophy for 1st place.  Rosettes to 6th place.  Dog toys for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd. 
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Grade 7 dogs are more than welcome to enter the show and “train” their dogs, however no awards will be given as your are smarty pants enough already .

Clear round rosettes will be available in all classes.

Any offers of help will be gratefully received this will help us to run the show as smoothly as possible. 
Grade Clarification
The grade entered on the entry form should be the grade that you compete in at Kennel Club licensed shows on the closing date of entries.

Grade 1 (Elementary)

For owners, handlers or dogs which have not gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows.  N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 1, (Elementary) are not eligible for this class.

Grade 2 (Starters)

For owners, handlers or dogs which have qualified out of Grade 1 but have not gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows, or elected to progress on points from Grade 1.  N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 2 (Starters) are not eligible for this class.

Grade 3 (Graduate)

Open to dogs which are not eligible for Grade 1 or 2 or have elected to progress on points from Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and dogs which are not eligible for Grade 4 5, 6, or 7.

Grade 4 (Novice)

Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 3 or elected to progress on points from Grade 3 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 5, 6 or 7.

Grade 5 (Intermediate)

Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 4 or elected to progress on points from Grade 4 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 6 or 7.

Grade 6 (Senior)

Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 5 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 5 or 7.

Grade 7 (Advanced)

Open to dogs which have gained a minimum of 4 first places at Grade 6 at Kennel Club Licensed Agility Shows, 2 first places must be gained in Agility (not Jumping) Classes.
1. Dogs under 16 months of age on the date of the show may not compete.

2. Should circumstances beyond our control cause the cancellation of the show, we reserve the right to deduct costs already paid out, from the entry fees.  Any monies remaining will be returned to entrants.  

3. Bitches in season are not permitted to enter the show or to be on the show premises.

4. The mating of bitches within the grounds of the show is not permitted.

5. No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog within the show premises.  

6. Dogs may wear a flat collar when competing.  The collar must not have hanging “bits”

7. A dog will be withdrawn from competition if it is, a bitch in season, suffering from any infectious or contagious disease, causing problems to other competitors within the show premises or is unsound and likely to suffer further if they continue competing.

8. Training in the ring is permitted.  Any training deemed as harsh will result in that competitor being asked to leave the show.

9. All jump heights will be in line with Kennel Club regulations.

10. The show committee reserve the right to refuse entries.

11. The committees decision is final.  The judges decision is final.

This is our training venue.  We like using it and would love to keep it.  Therefore please treat it with care as you would expect others to treat your own property.

Please clear up after your dogs.  Bins will be provided.

No smoking is allowed in the indoor school.

Please approach the venue with care.  There will be lots of horses, dogs and children around and we would hate for anything bad to happen!

This venue is 2 minutes walk from the lovely beaches of Minnis Bay.  On your way out of the venue, turn left and at the top of this track you will see the sea wall.  This is a lovely walk for your dogs.

Directions to venue.

From the M2, follow the signs for the A299 towards Margate.

At St Nicholas At Wade roundabout, follow the A28 towards Margate.

At the mini roundabout turn left onto Station Road, you will see shops either side of you and lots of speed bumps in the road.

You will reach a set of traffic lights where the road narrows to a single lane underneath a bridge, shortly after this there is a row of shops on your left hand side, turn left at the end of the row of shops into Dane road (Best one is on the corner).
At the end of Dane Road you will drive up a private road, single car width.  Plum Pudding is at the end of this road.
