Animals allowed in Event - No animal other than one officially entered shall be brought into the precincts of the event during its continuance, except a registered guide dog for the blind or hearing dog for the deaf, or dogs required for educational or instructional purposes or by permission of the General Committee.How ever a dog brought to the show by a spectator may be admitted with the proviso that those in charge sign a declaration confirming the dog is free from disease and keep under control at all times.

20.
Not for Competition (NFC) entries will be accepted for dog's aged 4 calendar months or over, and must be KC Registered. Details of such dogs must be recorded on the entry form.

21.
Handlers working more than one dog in a class must ensure that their dogs compete in the sequence in which they are drawn. Failure to do so may result in elimination.

22.
Judges at an Agility show may not enter for competition a dog which is recorded in their ownership or part ownership, or handle a dog at the Show at which they are judging.
23.
All dogs resident outside the UK must be issued with a Kennel Club Authority to Compete number before entry to the show/event can be made. All overseas entries without an Authority to Compete number will be returned to the exhibitor/competitor.

24.
Should a judge be unable to fulfil the appointment to judge the Committee reserves the right to appoint another judge.

25.
It is the competitors’ responsibility to be available for their class and running order.

26.    No food to be carried in the hand or given to the dog in the ring.

Dogs in Cars on Hot Days  - Kennel Club Annex A
Your dog is vulnerable and at risk during hot weather and the Kennel Club offers the following guidance to help guide you through the do’s and don’ts travelling to and whilst at KC licensed events. 
• When travelling to a show please take a moment to consider whether the route to the show is on a busy holiday route, and leave earlier to avoid increased time in traffic jams. 
• If your vehicle is not air-conditioned seriously consider whether travelling to the show is a good idea at all. 
• The vehicle should be as fully ventilated as possible, and plenty of stops should be taken, with lots of water available to drink. 
• Ensure your dog is not sitting in full sunlight. There should be plenty of free flowing air around the dog. 
• When at the show, never leave your dog in the vehicle. 
• Keep the dog in the shade – take your own shade for example a large umbrella and always have plenty of water available to drink so your dog stays well hydrated. 
• Avoid your dog taking part in unnecessary exertion, or from standing in exposed sunlight for extended lengths of time. Remember, if you feel hot your dog is very likely to feel much hotter and dehydrated, and this could lead to dire results. Please look after your dog’s welfare.

Only winning clear rounds count towards progression

Grade 1( Elementary ) For owners, handlers & dogs which have not gained a 1st place in an Agility class or 3   1st  places  in Jumping classes  at a Kennel Club Licensed show. N.B.Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 1, ( Elementary ) are not eligible for this class

Grade 2 ( Starter  ) for owners, handlers and dogs which have qualified out of grade 1 but have not gained a 1st place in an Agility class or 3 first places in Jumping classes at grade 2 at a Kennel Club Licensed Show, or have elected to progress on points from grade 1. N.B.Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of grade 2 (Starters )are not eligible for this class

Grade 3 ( Graduate  ) Open to dogs that are not eligible for Grade 1 or 2 or have elected to progress on points from grade 2 at a Kennel Club Licensed Show  and for dogs not eligible for  grades 4,5,6,7

Grade 4(  Novice  ) Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an agility class or 3 first places in jumping classes at grade 3   or have elected to progress on points from Grade 3 at a Kennel Club licensed Agility Show and are not eligible for grades3,5,6 &7.

Grade 5 (Intermediate ) Open to dogs whice have gained a first place in an Agility class or 3 First places in Jumping classes at grade 4 or have elected to progress on points from grade 4 at a Kennel Club licensed Agility Show and are not eligible for grades 3, 4, 6 &7

Grade 6 ( Senior  ) Open to dogs which have gained a 1st place in Agility class or 3 first places in Jumping classes at grade 5 at a Kennel Club Licensed Show and are not eligible for grades 3, 4, 5 & 7

Grade 7 ( Advanced  ) Open to dogs which have gained a minimum of 4 first places at grade 6 at a Kennel Club Licensed Show 2 first places must be gained in Agility( not Jumping ) classes.

Standard marking apply. Height of jumps will be maximum 650mm for large dogs, 450mm for medium dogs and 350mm for small dogs.

The Show is held under Kennel Club Regulations for Agility Shows Competitors will also be subject to other Kennel Club Rules and Regulations   where applicable.

The Show Committee reserve the right to refuse entry, to prohibit any dog  not in a fit state for competition through any cause, to defray costs from the entry fees should the event have to be cancelled.

3.
Dogs entered at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows must at the time of entry be registered at the Kennel Club in the Competitors name (or registration or  transfer applied for) in accordance with Kennel Club Regulations for Classification and Registration B. The registration number/Authority to Compete number will be required for each entry.In the case of a partnership the full name    of every partner must be given. 
4.
Puppies under eighteen calendar months of age and bitches in season are not eligible for entry.     

6.  No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any 
time within the boundaries the show
7.
In all matters concerning the competition the Judges decision shall be final.
      8.
No competitor shall impugn the decision of the judge or judges.

9.      Should circumstances so dictate the Society,in consultation with the judges, 

may  alter arrangements as necessary, such changes and the circumstances surrounding them must be reported to the Kennel Club. In the event of cancellation of the Show organization expense may be deducted from entry fees.
10. No dog will be allowed to work in a slip chain or on a lead,a flat collar may be worn

No dog will be allowed in the ring at any time other than when being judged.

When not competing please keep dogs under control and leashed at all 


times,unless in designated exercise area.
13.    Competitors’ briefing will be held prior to the start of each class, when they will be allowed to walk the course but without the dog accompanying them. 

14.       All dogs are entered at their owners’ risk, and whilst taking every care  Bovey Tracey Carnival committe cannot be held responsible for any damage, loss or injury caused to dogs, persons or property whilst at the show.

15.       In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including 25 days before the start of the competition (17th June ) shall be counted when entering  for any class.For these purposes a competition shall be defined as all classes covered within the shedule. In the event that a dog becomes eligible for the next grade at a particular show has been sent ,it is the competitors responsibility to notify the show secretary at least 14 days befor the date of the show.The dog should then be moved into the appropriate class(es) for the next grade.The dog must then be moved into the corresponding number of classesas were entered at the lower grade. If there are fewer or no classes available for the next grade the competitor should be offered a refund of the relevant entry fees.

16.       .Any owner, competitor or handler or other person in charge of a dog is required to remove as         soon    as possible any fouling caused by their dog(s) within the venue including the car park and show approaches.
