Please remember that a dog can only be entered at one height in each class and must be entered at the same height in all classes.

SHOW REGULATIONS

1. Puppies under 16 calendar months of age on the day of the show are not eligible competition.  

2. The mating of bitches within the precincts of the show is forbidden.

3. No bitch in season is allowed at the show.

4. No person shell carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the show.

5. Dogs must not ware slip chains, collars with attachments or leads when under agility test.

6. Breach Lane Dog Agility Centre reserves the right to appoint a new judge if for any reason the judge cannot fulfill the appointment. 

7. No competitor will impugn  the judges decision 

8. Show entries will close on the 28th October  2009.

9. Standard marking regulations will apply

10. Jump heights will be at KC small, med, large. Dogs can only compete at one height.

11. A dog may be withdrawn from a test if it is 

(a) A bitch is in season

(b) Suffering from any infection or contagious disease

(c) Health and safety reasons 

(d) Interfering with the safety or chances of winning of an opponent

(e) Of bad temperament or so out of control as to be a danger to the safety of other persons and or animals 

(f) Likely to cause stress or suffering to the dog if it continues to compete.

12. It is the competitors’ responsibility to be available for their class and running order.

13. Handlers working more than one dog in a class must ensure that the dog compete in the sequence in which they are drawn. Failure to do so may result in elimination.

14. Should circumstances change Breach Lane Dog Agility Centre in consultation with the judge, may alter the proceedings as seen fit.

15. In the event of the abandonment of this show through circumstances beyond our control Breach Lane Dog Agility Centre will refund entry fees in full.

16. All dogs will be entered at this show at their OWNER’S risk, and whilst every care will be taken, Breach Lane Dog Agility Centre will not accept any responsibility for loss, damage or injury how ever cased to dogs, people or property whilst at this show.

17. No dog will be allowed in the ring at any time other than when being judged, no practicing will be allowed in the ring.

18. Handler/owners are expected to clean up after their dogs and place in the bags provided. Anyone knowingly not cleaning up after their dog will be asked to leave the venue and forfeit any remaining class entries.

19. All dogs must be on leads except when in the designated exercise area or on the grass walk around the boundary and under test. 

20. Most important of all you and your dog must have FUN (
Directions to Breach Lane Dog Agility Centre
