· Children will be playing in the park, so please adhere to the strict  5 mph speed limit and only drive on the grass where directed.
· Please pick up after your dog. Poo bags should be disposed of in the black bags provided around the venue.  Please do not place them directly in the skips, as they must be double bagged.

· Please keep your dogs under control at all times. There is plenty of space to exercise your dogs but we would ask that you try to keep them out of the lake. There are swans on the lake that are very protective of their young at this time of year!

· Dogs are not to be left loose in ‘garden’ areas or tethered to vehicles without being attended.
· Graded classes – all grades will run randomly within the class.
