RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. Dogs entered at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows must be registered at the Kennel Club in accordance with Kennel Club Regulations for Classification and Registration B.  The registration number/Authority to Compete number will be required for each entry.

2. Entry fees are £2.50 per dog per class, £5.00 per pair and £10.00 per team. 
Camping fees are: £65.00 for the full week or £9.00 per night

3. No Prize Money is on offer.

4. The Committee reserves to itself the right to refuse entries.
5. Puppies under 18 calendar months of age on the first day of the Show are not eligible to compete for Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows.
6. Not For Competition entries will be accepted for dogs aged four calendar months and over.  Dogs must be Kennel Club registered with their details recorded on the entry form.
7. No bitch in season is allowed to compete.
8. No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the Show.
9. Dogs must not wear any type of slip, half-slip collar or lead when under test. A flat, close fitting, leather or webbing collar is permitted, providing the only attachment is a plain identification panel as an integral part of the collar i.e. not attached by a ring.

10. Should a judge be unable to fulfil the appointment to judge the Committee reserves the right to appoint another judge.
11. No competitor shall impugn the decision of the judge or judges.
12. Thank you to our sponsors – Jenny & Blair Willis
13. Kennel Club Standard marking Regulations apply.

14. The Height limit for dogs:
a. Large Dogs – For dogs measuring over 430mm (1ft 5ins) at the withers.
b. Medium Dogs - For dogs measuring over 350mm (1ft 1.75ins) and measuring 430mm (1ft 5ins) or under at the withers.

c. Small Dogs – For dogs measuring 350mm (1ft 1.75ins) or under at the withers.

15. Judges at an Agility Show may not enter for competition a dog, which is recorded in their ownership or part ownership; or handle a dog at the Show at which they are judging.

16. Withdrawal of dogs from Competition - A dog shall be withdrawn from competition and removed from an Agility Show if it is:

a. A bitch, which is in season.

b. Suffering from any infectious diseases or contagious disease.

c. Interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent.

d. Of such temperament or is so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of any person or other animal.

e. Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing.

17. All wins up to and including 25 days before the start of the competition shall be counted when entering for any class. For these purposes a competition shall be defined as all classes covered within the same schedule. In the event that a dogs becomes eligible for the next grade at a particular show after the entry for that show has been sent, it is the competitors responsibility to notify the show secretary at least 14 days before the date of the show. The dog should then be moved into the appropriate class(es) for the next grade .The dog must be moved into the corresponding number of classes as were entered at the lower grade. If there are fewer or no classes available for the next grade the competitor should be offered a refund of relevant fees
18. Should circumstances so dictate the Society, in consultation with the Judges may alter arrangements as necessary.  Such changes and the circumstances surrounding them must be reported to the Kennel Club.

19. All dogs must, at the time of entry for the Competition, be registered as required by the Kennel Club Rules & Regulations in the Competitors' name (or registration or transfer applied for).  In the case of a partnership the full name of every partner must be given.  In the case of dogs recorded as owned by a limited company, the directors and the secretary of the limited company will jointly be considered for the purpose of the Regulations.  A dog acquired subsequent to entry having been made at a Competition may compete as the new owners' property provided that an application for the transfer has been forwarded to the Kennel Club before the Competition, and the new owner has undertaken to abide by the Regulations and conditions of the original entry form.
20. Animals in Event - No animal other than one officially entered shall be brought into the precincts of the event during its continuance, except any dogs registered to assist the disabled, or dogs required for educational or instructional purposes or by permission of the General Committee.
However, at the discretion of the show society, a dog brought to the show by a spectator may be admitted into the precincts of the dog show, with the proviso that those in charge of the dog sign a declaration confirming the dog is free from disease and that the dog will be kept under proper control at all times.

21. All dogs registered and resident outside the UK must be issued with a Kennel Club Authority to Compete number before entry to the show/event can be made.  All overseas entries without a Kennel Club Registration number or an Authority to Compete number will be returned to the exhibitor/competitor.
22. Competition of Dogs Suffering from Contagious or Infectious Disease – No dogs suffering from infectious or contagious disease or having been exposed to such disease during the period of 21 days prior to the Competition may compete. Competitors infringing the Regulation will be liable to be fined and/or dealt with under Kennel Club Rule A42.
23. A pay on the day class may be held if time and weather permits.
24. A practice ring will be available if space allows.
25. Food shall not be carried in the hand or given to a dog in the ring.
26. Separate entry forms must be completed by each Competitor and must be signed by the Competitor or his authorised agent in accordance with the provisions specified thereon. Entry forms must be accompanied with the appropriate fees.
Dashin Dogs Specific Rules
27. All dogs entered at this show are at the owner’s risk.  Whilst every care will be taken, the Committee and Organisers will not accept responsibility for loss, damage or injury, however caused to persons, dogs or property at the show.
28. Overpaid entries will NOT be refunded.
29. Strictly NO refunds after the closing date.
30. Competitors must follow the instructions of the Stewards with respect to parking, camping and conduct within the show boundaries and any person directing abuse will be removed from the showground.
31. Goods may NOT be sold within the precincts of the show without prior permission of Dashin’ Dogs.
32. In the event of abandonment of the Show through circumstances beyond our control, the organising group will defray such expenses from the entry fees received to cover the cost of the Show preparation and any non-retrievable expenses before issuing refunds.
33. The Show Organisers (Dashin’ Dogs) reserves itself the right to refuse entries.
34. Campers must remain within their allocated space and MUST NOT obstruct the roadways.  All units must be equipped with own fire extinguishers and/or bucket of water at the tow bar.

35. Training equipment is not allowed.  Any complaints will be dealt with.
36. DOGS ARE NOT TO BE LEFT LOOSE IN ‘GARDEN’ AREAS OR TETHERED TO VEHICLES WITHOUT BEING ATTENDED.
37. Dogs entered in Veteran or Any Size classes may not be entered in any other classes for the whole show (other Veteran or Any Size classes excepted).
38. NO MORE THAN 2 DOGS OFF LEAD PER PERSON IN THE EXERCISE AREA.
39. No overnight parking permitted unless a camping space has been booked and paid for and you are within your allocated space.  Any persons with vehicles parked overnight, not in accordance with this rule, will be asked to leave the showground.
Welfare of Dogs
An exhibitor (or competitor) whose dog is entered at a Kennel Club licensed event should take all reasonable steps to ensure the needs of their dog(s) are met, and should not knowingly put their dogs’ health at risk by any action, default, omission or otherwise.  Breach of this Regulation may be referred to the General Committee for disciplinary action under Kennel Club Rules and Regulations.
ELIGIBILITY OF CLASSES

These classifications apply to large, medium and small dogs.

In the following definitions of classes, First Prizes or other prize wins are those gained in standard classes at any Kennel Club licensed Open Agility Shows (i.e. Limited Agility Shows, special classes and invitation events excepted). Only a first place with a clear round will count towards grade progression.

Agility classes to include contact points and Jumping classes where there are not contact obstacles. With this proviso, classes are defined as follows:-

Class Structure. A class may be either held as a Graded Class or a Combined Class. A Graded Class may be scheduled for one or more consecutive Grades with separate results and awards issued for each grade. A Combined Class may be scheduled for more than one consecutive grade with one overall set of results.

Progression. Progression from each Grade will require one Agility win or three Jumping wins at that grade, except that progression from Grade 6 will require 4 wins at Grade 6, two of which must be agility classes. Results from Combined Classes will only count towards progression from the dog’s current grade.

Points Progression. At the handler’s discretion a dog may progress up to Grade 5 by winning 75 points at each grade, using the Agility Warrant points scheme, Regulation K3.c refers, except that there is no requirement for a minimum number of agility points. If this method of progression is selected, the handler must ensure the Show Secretary signs the dog’s Agility Record Book at the first show entered at the higher grade. There is no time limit on this progression, however, once a dog has progressed, it cannot return to a previous grade.

STANDARD CLASSES
Only 1st prizes and points gained in standard classes at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows may be used for progression through the classes. (A dog is only eligible for one grade). In defining the eligibility of the owner or handler for Grade 1, the 3 jumping wins and points progression referred to in the definition apply only to one dog and not an accumulation of dogs.

Grade 1 (Elementary)
For owners, handlers or dogs which have not gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows. N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 1 (Elementary), are not eligible for this class.
Grade 2 (Starters)
Open to dogs which are not eligible for Grades 1, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7 and have not gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows, or elected to progress on points from Grade 1. N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 2 (Starters), are not eligible for this class.
Grade 3 (Graduate)
Open to dogs which are not eligible for Grade 1 or 2 or have elected to progress on points from Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and dogs which are not eligible for Grade 4, 5, 6 or 7.

Grade 4 (Novice)
Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 3 or elected to progress on points from Grade 3 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 5, 6 or 7.

Grade 5 (Intermediate)
Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 4 or elected to progress on points from Grade 4 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 6 or 7.

Grade 6 (Senior)
Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 5 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 5 or 7.

Grade 7 (Advanced)
Open to dogs which have gained a minimum of 4 first places at Grade 6 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows, 2 first places must be gained in Agility (not Jumping) Classes.

SPECIAL CLASSES

Please note that in all special classes, standard Kennel Club marking will apply.

Veterans: Open to all dogs 9 years or over on the day of the show and not entered in any other classes over the weekend (other Veteran and Any Size classes excepted).  The Agility classes will not include a See-saw but may include a lowered A-frame. Jump heights for Large dogs will be 450mm and for the Small and Medium dogs will be 228mm. All dogs will compete against each other over the same course at the dog’s applicable jump height with one set of awards.

Any Size: Open to all dogs not entered in any other classes over the weekend (other Any Size and Veteran classes excepted). Jumps will be set at 350mm for Large dogs and 228mm for Small and Medium dogs. These classes will not include weaves or a tyre.  The course time will be 60 seconds. All heights of dogs will compete against each other over the same course at the dog’s applicable jump height with one set of awards.

Juniors: All juniors must be under 18 on the day of competing.   U12’s is 11 years old or under and O12’s is 12 years old and over (but under 18).  All heights of dogs will compete against each other over the same course at the dog’s applicable jump height with one set of awards for each age group.
Flick Flack:  The course will consist of single hurdles and may include rigid tunnels but no weaves, long jump, soft tunnel or tyre.  All hurdles will be set in a ‘flick-flack’ / ‘serpentine’ fashion (i.e. parallel to each other) around the course.

Helter Skelter: These are fun classes run over a course set out in the style of a spiral / helter skelter.
For other special classes/qualifiers please see the information and rules on the corresponding day’s page within the schedule.

Helping

We cannot run this show without the offer of help to run the rings and would appreciate your assistance.  All helpers will be provided with a lunch voucher and a gift pack at the end of the day.  Ring Managers will be provided with gift vouchers, a helper’s gift pack and lunch in the marquee.  Refreshments will be provided throughout the day.
**Even though we ask people to offer for a day, each job (apart from Ring Manager’s and judge’s own scribes) are shared between at least 2 people throughout the day – it does NOT mean that you will be tied to the ring and your job for the whole day**

Camping

Camping is limited so please tick on the entry form whether or not you would like your entries returned if camping is full and enclose an SAE if you do.  No arrivals will be accepted before 12.00pm on the Thursday 20th August (unless by prior arrangement) and the gates will be locked until that time and the site must be vacated by midday on Friday 28th August.  Please ensure you camp as directed by the Marshals (any problems please see the show secretary or manager – do not take issue with the marshals, they are only volunteers).

· As camping is limited, priority will be given to those who wish to camp for the whole week.

· Please note that if you are only camping for part of the week, your space may be shared with another competitor for the other part of the week and we may also not be able to camp you within your group.
Facilities
There will be a number of toilet cubicles located around the showground – please do not abuse them or steal the toilet rolls.

There will also be a small shower block on-site, which will be available for use at various times each day.

There are NO electric hook-up facilities.

Measuring
There will be NO measuring taking place at this show.
Food
Mr T’s Roasties (now including Pizza), Pinky’s (Doughnuts, Coffees, Vodka Slushes, Crepes - TBC)
Plus there are various take-aways and pubs providing meals in the local village and surrounding areas
Generators
We are happy for people to use generators, but they must not be running before 8.00am and not after 8.30pm and we would request, on behalf of other people camping near you, that you do not run them all throughout the day as a matter of courtesy.
Evening Entertainment
There will be evening entertainment throughout the week (bring your own drinks and chairs) which will be detailed with running orders.  Not forgetting The Team Dash final on Sunday evening and the Laser Pairs Knockout final on Tuesday evening (both finals will take place after all classes and presentations have completed).
Local Attractions
Bolesworth Estate has a ‘Pay on the Day’ coarse fishing pool available, stocked with Carp, Roach and Tench – further details will be available at the show.

Also very close to the venue is an Ice Cream Farm and a Candle Factory that you may wish to visit, or you could take a trip into Chester which is only 8 miles away and Cheshire Oaks Retail Outlet is just off junction 10 of the M53 (approx. 14 miles away).
Rosettes & Trophies

PA / Radio
We will again be using the radio system for all announcements and therefore the only PA horns located on site will be around the rings and you will need an FM radio to be able to hear show and class information (the frequency will be detailed with your running orders).
DIRECTIONS

From the North

Leave the M56 at junction 15 onto the M53.  Continue onto A55 (same road) and take the first exit (junction 37).  At the roundabout take the 3rd exit onto A51.  Bear left onto slip road and turn left onto the A41.  At the roundabout take the 1st exit onto the A41 toward Whitchurch.  DO NOT take the turning signposted Tattenhall just after Hatton Heath but continue along the A41.  Drive through Milton Green where there is a Toyota garage on your right.  The turning to the venue is 1.6 miles from this garage on the left (opposite Chowley Oak Lane), just after the signs for a crossroads and the road narrowing (please note that even though our signs will be out, the actual road signs are not visible from this side).  The venue is then 0.3 miles on your right, please be careful as the entrance is on quite a sharp left hand bend.

From the South

Leave the M6 at junction 10A onto M54.  Leave the M54 at junction 3.  At the roundabout take the 3rd exit onto the A41 toward Newport, Whitchurch and Market Drayton.  Continue on the A41 for approximately 30 miles until you reach Whitchurch.  At the next 3 roundabouts continue on the A41 toward Chester.   At the roundabout in Hampton Heath, take the 2nd exit continuing on A41 and again the 2nd exit at the next roundabout.  Turn right at the crossroads ½ mile after the Gatehouse on your right (signposted Tattenhall & Ice Cream Factory).  The venue is then 0.3 miles on your right, please be careful as the entrance is on quite a sharp left hand bend.













The Team Dash – last heat for the 2009 final


The 'Team Dash' is a competition for teams of four dogs and handlers, run as a relay over a simple jumping course. It is designed as a sprint event with spectator appeal; accessible to all grades of handlers and all heights of dogs. Teams of four large, four medium or four small dogs run over the same course at their own height, under identical conditions.��There are ten qualifying heats. The top two teams from each heat, regardless of height, qualify for a final comprising of twenty teams at this show. Any shortfall of teams (heats lost due to show cancellation etc) will be made up with qualifying teams from this show’s heat.��It is a requirement of this competition that the course contains no traps, and is of 'fast and flowing style'. A simple course such as a figure of eight, or a largely circular or helter-skelter style course is most appropriate.


The competition is classified under Kennel Club Regulations as Combined Grades 1 to 7 and Special, and will be held under KC Rules and Show Regulations H & H1 as in force at the date of the competition. Additional rules apply as described below. Competitors entering this Competition are deemed to have agreed to abide by these rules. 


If the entry for a heat exceeds the KC limit for a judge in a day then the class will be equally and randomly split and another judge appointed for the second part. The winning team from each part will be regarded as the two qualifying teams from that heat. 


All teams must consist of four dogs of the same height classification, handled by four separate handlers. Conditions remain the same for all teams except that the height of equipment will be appropriate to the height of the team of dogs competing. 


Additions or substitutions to teams (handlers or dogs) are permitted, provided that (i) the substitute(s) is/are already entered in the heat (as a team member or reserve) (ii) rule (5) is not breached and (iii) alterations to teams are made before the run. 


Handlers may compete in more than one team in a heat, providing they handle a different dog in each team. In the event of a handler being in both qualifying teams then their highest placed team will be deemed to have qualified. Dogs may only compete in one team in any given heat. 


The course must contain two changeover lines, clearly marked on the ground, each with a minimum gate width of 4m. Dogs 1 & 3 start behind line A and finish behind line B. Dogs 2 & 4 start behind line B and finish behind line A. (Handler 1 may use a recall start). The inward and outward courses can be different, but both dogs from behind the same line must run the same course. 


The course each dog is required to negotiate shall contain no less than 14 and no more than 20 obstacles. 


This is a relay event and two suitable batons must be provided. All baton changes must be completed with the handlers and dogs behind the appropriate changeover line. Failure to comply with this, or an incorrect baton change (i.e. throwing or dropping the baton at changeover) will incur a penalty of 50 points on each occasion. Stewards may be appointed by the judge to adjudicate changeovers if required. 


For each dog an elimination on the course incurs a single penalty of 100 points, however the judge will continue to mark any further faults on the remainder of the course and the faults of any remaining dogs. 


The team with the fastest time and the least faults, wins. The top two teams from each heat qualify for the final. Once qualified, neither handlers nor dogs may compete in the remaining heats for that season except as Not For Competition. (N.F.C.) 


Only the members of an original qualifying team (as specified on the scribe sheet at the time of the run) or the two original named reserves, will be allowed to compete in the final. Changes are at the organiser's discretion and only under exceptional circumstances. 


In the event of a team being unavailable for the final, a reserve team will be called from the heat in which the qualifying team qualified. 





To 1st and 2nd placed teams: Individual trophies and rosettes (4x: 1st, 2nd), letter of invitation to the final.  


To 6th placed teams: Individual rosettes (4x: 3rd, 4th, 5th 6th)








The ‘Laser’ Knockout Pairs





The ‘Laser’ knockout pairs is a fun competition, sponsored by Blair and Jenny Willis in memory of Laser (Fels Magic Laser), who really loved competing in the knockout pairs competitions.   


The class will be   "open only to large dogs which are eligible to compete at Large Grades 3,4,5,6 and 7".


There will be eight qualifying heats.   The top four pairs from each heat will qualify for the Final, which will take place at Dashin’ Dogs summer show in 2009.   Once a pair has qualified for the final, they may not run in further heats for the final which they have qualified for. 


Handlers may enter more than one pair.   Dogs may only compete in one pair in any heat.   If a handler has entered more than one pair and is drawn to run against themselves, they may nominate another handler to run one of the dogs, that handler must then continue to run the dog for the rest of the heat and if they qualify for the final, they must run the dog in the final.   Alternatively the handler can nominate which pair should continue in the heat.   


The pairs will compete against each other over two similar courses.  There will be a judge for each course.   There will be a baton change between the first and second handler which must take place behind a line, failure to do so will incur 100 faults.   Time and faults will be added together and the winning pair will be the one with the lowest time.   The judges’ decision will be final.   


The course will consist of 10 obstacles ,made up of jumps, tunnels and weaves (6 Poles only).   Normal marking will apply.   If a dog is eliminated, it will incur 100 faults.   Should both pairs be eliminated, the pair which was eliminated first will lose.   


The winning pairs from each round will go through to the next round until there is only one pair remaining.   


Pairs will be issued with a running order which must be strictly adhered to.   Pairs failing to run when due will be knocked out and the other pair will go through to the next round.   


Only handlers and dogs originally entered may compete at the final (except in the case of rule 3).   Any changes are at the organisers’ discretion.   


The winners and runners up for each heat will receive a trophy and rosettes will be presented to the last 16 pairs.
