Helpers – Thanks very much if you offered to help.  Details are with your running orders.

Pippa Memorial Trophy – There was an error on our schedule this trophy will be awarded to class 23, not class 47 as stated on the original schedule.

Misty Trophy – The Misty Trophy will be awarded to the winner of class 31 The Large 6 – 7  Agility

Pairs Pay on the Day Jumping Class –  A pairs pay on the day class will be held on the Saturday open to all competitors entered in the show only. This will be run as two separate heights, large height for large Dogs and then small height for small/medium dogs. Small and mediums can be mixed pairs. The pairs should be made up of two dogs with separate handlers, there will be a baton change. This competition will be classified as a combined class for Grades 1 to 7. There will be a charge of £4.00 per pair. Separate rosettes and trophies will be awarded to the Large Pairs and the Small/Medium Pairs. You will need your ring number to book into this class. We are aiming for a 10 o clock start for the Large pairs, an announcement giving further details will be made Saturday morning.

Place Cards – Place Cards, upto 6th place area available in all our smaller classes. If you would like a place card please ask at the secretaries tent.

Camping – will be allocated on arrival. Please do not arrive at the venue before midday on Friday 24th July. Any help from campers in setting up the show would be appreciated. Do not obstruct the roadways with cars etc. Please ensure you have adequate fire fighting equipment (extinguisher or bucket of water by your tow bar).

Elsan Point – will be situated near the exit and marked.  Do not use the water taps to wash out elsans.

Exercise area – there is a large exercise area that will be marked. Please no more than two dogs per handler of lead in the exercise area. No loose dogs are allowed in camping areas or around the rings. Please pick up after your dogs.  Anyone not doing so will be asked to leave the show.

Day parking – please park where directed.

Lunchtime & catering – we plan to stop all the rings 12.30 to 1.30 unless the judge says otherwise. Catering will be available Friday evening and from 7.45 am Saturday and Sunday. A wide selection of refreshments will be available.

Speed limit – is 5mph on the whole show ground.

Measuring – will take place on Sunday at a time to be confirmed.  Please listen for announcements and check the notice board in the secretary’s marquee.  You will require a record book with your dogs KC number, name and either microchip, tattoo or photo.

Dogs in cars on hot days.  Your dog is vulnerable and at risk during hot weather.  Please look after your dogs welfare.

Children – must be supervised and are the responsibility of the parent or guardian at all times.  This includes when they are helping on the rings.

Smoking - is not allowed in any of the marquees, trade stands or ring tents.

Cycling - is not allowed in or around the rings or exercise area.

River - There is a very fast flowing river which is strictly out of bounds to Adults, Children & Dogs
