Dogs entered in more than 3 classes will be removed from the highest class numbers, there will be no refunds
ELIGIBILITY OF CLASSES

In accordance with Kennel Club rules, Large dogs who have not competed before 1st January 2006 and ALL Small and Medium dogs must have been officially measured before competing at a Kennel Club licensed Agility Show.

This classification should apply to competitions for Large, Medium and Small dogs.

In the following definitions of classes, first prizes or other prize wins are those gained in standard classes at any Kennel Club licensed open agility shows (i.e. limited agility shows, special classes and invitation events excepted). Only a first place with a clear round will count towards grade progression.  

Agility classes to include contact points and jumping classes where there are not contact obstacles. With this proviso classes are defined as follows:

Class Structure.  A class may either be held as a graded class or a combined class. A graded class may be scheduled for one or more consecutive grades with separate results and awards issued for each grade. A combined class may be scheduled for more than one consecutive grade with one overall set of results.

Progression.  Progression from each grade will require one agility win or three jumping wins at that grade, except that progression from Grade 6 will require 4 wins at Grade 6, two of which must be agility classes. Results from combined classes will only count towards progression from the dog’s current grade.

Points Progression.  At the handler’s discretion a dog may progress up to Grade 5 by winning 75 points at each grade, using the Agility Warrant points scheme, Regulation K3.c refers, except that there is no requirement for a minimum number of agility points.  If this method of progression is selected, the handler must ensure the Show Secretary signs the dog’s Agility Record Book at the first show entered at the higher grade. There is no time limit on this progression, however, once a dog has progressed, it cannot return to a previous grade.

STANDARD CLASSES
Only first prizes and points gained in standard classes at Kennel Club licensed agility shows may be used for progression through the classes. (A dog is only eligible for one grade). In defining the eligibility of the owner for Grade 1, the three jumping wins and points progression referred to in the definition apply to one dog and not an accumulation of dogs.

Grade 1 (Elementary) – For owners, handlers or dogs which have not gained a first place in an agility class or three first places in jumping classes at Kennel Club licensed agility shows.
N.B.  Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 1, (Elementary) are not eligible for this class.

Grade 2 (Starters) – Open to dogs which are not eligible for Grades 1, 3, 4, 5, 6 or 7 and have not gained a first place in an agility class or three first places in jumping classes at Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed agility shows, or elected to progress on points from Grade 1.
N.B.  Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 2 (Starters) are not eligible for this class.

Grade 3 (Graduate) – Open to dogs which are not eligible for Grade 1 or 2 or have elected to progress on points from Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed agility shows and dogs which are not eligible for Grade 4, 5, 6 or 7.

Grade 4 (Novice) – Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an agility class or three first places in jumping classes at Grade 3 or elected to progress on points from Grade 3 at licensed Kennel Club agility shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 5, 6 or 7.

Grade 5 (Intermediate) – Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an agility class or three first places in jumping classes at Grade 4 or elected to progress on points from Grade 4 at Kennel Club licensed agility shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 6 or 7.

Grade 6 (Senior) – Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an agility class or three first places in jumping classes at Grade 5 at Kennel Club licensed agility shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 5 or 7.

Grade 7 (Advanced) – Open to dogs which have gained a minimum of four first places at Grade 6 at Kennel Club licensed agility shows, two first places must be gained in agility (not jumping) classes.
RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. Dogs entered in Kennel Club licensed agility shows must be registered at the Kennel Club in accordance with Kennel Club Regulations for Classification and Registration B. The Registration number/Authority to Compete number will be required for each entry.
2. The entry fees will be £2.40 per class to non-members (£1.50 to members of Empingham DTC).  Entries not for competition free.  Camping £20.00 for the weekend (Friday to Monday).
3. There will be no prize money on offer.
4. The Committee reserves the right to refuse entries.
5. Puppies under 18 calendar months of age on the first day of the show are not eligible to compete for Kennel Club licensed agility shows.
6. Not for Competition entries will be accepted for dogs aged four calendar months and over. Dogs must be Kennel Club registered with their details recorded on the entry form.
7. No bitch in season is allowed to compete.
8. No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the show.
9. Dogs must not wear any type of slip, half-slip collar or lead when under test. A flat, close fitting, leather or webbing collar is permitted, providing the only attachment is a plain identification panel as an integral part of the collar i.e. not attached by a ring.
10. Should a judge be unable to fulfil the appointment to judge, the Committee reserve the right to appoint another judge.
11. No competitor shall impugn the decision of the judge or judges.
12. Sponsors are listed separately within the schedule.
13. KC standard marking regulations apply.
14. The height limit for dogs will be as follows:
   a)  Large Dogs - For dogs measuring over 43cm at the withers.
   b)  Medium Dogs – For dogs measuring over 35cm and measuring 43cm or under at the  withers.
   c)  Small Dogs – For dogs measuring 35cm or under at the withers.
15. A judge at an agility show may not enter for competition a dog which is recorded in their ownership or part ownership, or handle a dog at the show at which they are judging. 
16. Withdrawal of dogs from Competition:  A dog shall be withdrawn from competition and removed from the agility show if it is:
   a)   A bitch which is in season.
   b)   Suffering from any infectious or contagious disease.
   c)   Interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent.
   d)   Of such temperament or is so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of any person or other animal.
   e)   Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing.
17. In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including 25 days before the start of the competition shall be counted when entering for any class. For these purposes a competition shall be defined as all classes covered within the same schedule. In the event that a dog becomes eligible for the next grade at a particular show, after the entry for that show has been sent, it is the competitor’s responsibility to notify the Show Secretary at least 14 days before the date of the show. The dog should then be moved into the appropriate class(es) for the next grade. The dog must be moved into the corresponding number of classes as were entered at the lower grade. If there are fewer or no classes available for the next grade, the competitor should be offered a refund of the relevant entry fees.
18. Should circumstances so dictate, the Society, in consultation with the judges, may alter arrangements as necessary.  Such changes and the circumstances surrounding them must be reported to the Kennel Club.
19. A dog must at the time of entry for the competition be registered as required by the Kennel Club Rules and Regulations in the competitor’s name (or registration or transfer applied for).  In the case of a partnership the full name of every partner must be given.  In the case of dogs recorded as owned by a limited company, the Directors and the Secretary of the limited company will jointly be considered as the competitor for the purpose of the regulations.  A dog acquired subsequent to entry having been made at a competition may compete as the new owner’s property provided that an application for the transfer has been forwarded to the Kennel Club before the competition and the new owner has undertaken to abide by the regulations and conditions of the original entry form.
20. No animal other than one officially entered shall be brought into the precincts of the event during its continuance, except any dogs registered to assist the disabled, or dogs required for educational or instructional purposes or by permission of the General Committee.  However, at the discretion of the Show Society, a dog brought to the sow by a spectator may be admitted into the precincts of the dog show, with the proviso that those in charge of the dog sign a declaration confirming the dog is free from disease and that the dog will be kept under proper control at all times.
21. All dogs registered and resident outside the UK must be issued with a Kennel Club Authority to Compete number before entry to the show can be made.  All overseas entries without a Kennel Club Registration number or an Authority to Compete number will be returned to the competitor.
22. No dogs suffering from infectious or contagious disease or having been exposed to such disease during the period of 21 days prior to the competition may compete.  Competitors infringing the regulation will be liable to be fined and/or dealt with under Kennel Club Rule A42.
23. Food shall not be carried in the hand or given to a dog in the ring.
24. Separate entry forms must be completed by each competitor and must be signed by the competitor or his/her authorised agent in accordance with the provisions specified thereon. Entry forms must be accompanied with the appropriate fees.
25. Empingham DTC reserves the right to:
   (a)   Defray from received entry fees such expenses that are necessary to cover the cost of the show preparations should the show be abandoned due to circumstances beyond their control.
   (b)   Accept no responsibility for losses, damages, injuries or errors arising from any cause whatsoever or for competitors missing their classes.
26. All caravans/camping units must carry suitable fire extinguishers and equipment for fire fighting.
27. Please clear up after your dogs.  Anyone knowingly not doing so will be asked to leave the rugby ground forfeiting any remaining entries.

	PEDIGREE HEAT REGULATIONS 2009
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	All events will be judged under the appropriate Kennel Club regulations H & H (1) in force at the time of the event. Competitors entering any competition will be deemed to have agreed to abide by these regulations.

All Kennel Club supported competitions will be judged using standard marking.

If the entry for the heat exceeds the Kennel Club limit for a judge in a day, then the class will be equally split and another judge appointed for the second part. Qualifiers and reserves from that heat will be taken in equal proportion from each part, giving the total number originally required from that heat. Rosettes and awards remain unchanged if the heat is split.

Dogs entered in any heats must be eligible for the competition entered and judges retain the right to check the height of any dog or ask to see the height stated in the Kennel Club Record Book

Competitors can qualify for any Olympia final but it must be with different dogs. The first final a handler qualifies a dog for will be the final that particular dog competes in at Olympia.




THE KENNEL CLUB OLYMPIA MEDIUM DOG AGILITY STAKES

Supported by Premier Agility Equipment 

This competition is classified as Combined Grades 1 to 7 and judged under the Kennel Club regulations for standard classes. 

Competitors may enter more than one dog in a heat and may qualify more than one dog for the semi-finals. Handlers may only qualify one dog for the final, which will be the highest placed dog at the semi-final. Once a dog has qualified for the semi-final/final, further heats may be entered for competition although any placings in these further heats will not affect the dog’s eligibility for the final/semi finals. 

The first two placed dogs will be invited from each heat to compete in the semi-finals at the Kennel Club International Agility Festival.  The first ten highest placed dogs at the semi-final will be invited to compete in the finals to be held at Olympia.

Dogs eligible to compete in Medium dog competition are those measuring over 350 mm (1 foot 1.75 inches) and those measuring 430 mm (1 foot 5 inches) or under at the withers and eligible to compete in combined Grades 1 to 7 for Medium dogs.
THE KENNEL CLUB OLYMPIA ABC AGILITY STAKES

Supported by Newton Heath DTC. (Large Dogs)

1. The Kennel Club Olympia ABC Agility Stakes is a special agility competition to be run under Kennel Club Rules and Regulations H for large dogs. 

2. The competition is open to all grades of dogs (1-7) excluding Border Collies, Working Sheep Dogs and their crosses.   

3. The first four dogs of each heat will qualify for the semi-final. The next best placed dogs at a heat will be deemed to be reserves should a qualified dog be unable to attend the semi-final. Reserves from heats will be invited to attend the semi-final up to and including the closing date of the NHDTC June Show. After the closing date NO reserves will be called, even if other qualifiers have to retire/withdraw. 

4. Dogs that have already qualified for the semi-final may enter further heats for competition. 

5. A handler may qualify more than one dog for the semi-final but may only compete one dog at the final. 

6. Those dogs eligible to compete in the semi-final shall be the four best-placed dogs in each heat, which have not previously qualified. 

7. The semi-final will be held at the annual Newton Heath DTC show held in June at Tatton Park, Cheshire. The final to be held at Olympia in December. Any alteration will be publicised.

8. Owners, handlers and dogs who enter the heats, or attend the semi-final will be deemed to have accepted the Rules and Regulations of the competition and the organising show.

9. The organisers, Newton Heath DTC and the Kennel Club, in agreement, reserve the right to alter these Rules and Regulations at their discretion.

ALLSORTS

This class is open to any dog not entered in any other class except Veterans. It is intended as a fun class for older dogs, new dogs and ‘don’t fit anywhere else’ dogs, so that all our dogs may enjoy agility shows. There will not be any weaving poles, tyre or contact equipment used and jump heights will be set at 350mm for large dogs and no higher than 250mm for small/medium dogs. The courses will be simple and flowing.  There will be one set of trophies and rosettes for the two heights
VETERAN CLASS

A Special Class open to dogs not entered in any other class except Allsorts.  Open to collies and their crosses aged 10 yrs and over and other breeds aged 8 yrs and over.  There will not be any weaving poles, tyre or contact equipment used and jump heights will be set at 350mm for large dogs and no higher than 250mm for small/medium dogs. The courses will be simple and flowing.  There will be one set of trophies and rosettes for the two heights.
BC/WSD HELTER SKELTER
A Special class open to Large Border Collies, Working Sheep Dogs and their crosses; not eligible for the ABC Agility Stakes.

Trophies: to 1st to 3rd in all classes

Rosettes to at least 10% of class entry

Clear Round Rosettes in all classes - collect at the show.

Welfare of Dogs: A competitor whose dog is entered at a Kennel Club licensed event should take all reasonable steps to ensure the needs of their dog(s) are met, and should not knowingly put their dogs health and welfare at risk by any action, default, omission or otherwise. A breach of these regulations may be referred to the General Committee for disciplinary action under Kennel Club Rules and Regulations.

Dogs in Cars: Your dog is vulnerable and AT RISK if left in a vehicle in high temperatures and even on days considered as slightly warm. Please take care of your dog. If your dog is found to be at risk, forcible entry to your vehicle may be necessary without liability for the damage caused.

Directions to the Show:

A1 North and South

Leave at the Grantham/Melton Mowbray A607 junction.

Follow A607 into Grantham, at the first set of traffic lights turn right, follow the road under bridge and at the next set of traffic lights go straight over (A52). Follow this road up the hill past the Prince William of Gloucester Barracks to the roundabout. Take the third exit (B6403) signposted Colsterworth, the venue is approx ½ mile on the right.

Please do not follow the sat-nav route which takes you through Little Ponton.  This is a very narrow single-track lane and is not suitable for caravans; stay on the A1 until you reach the A607 turn.  Thank you.
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Local takeways include a Pizza Hut, MacDonalds, Chinese Takeaway and Fish and Chips all around the traffic lights heading back into Grantham on the A52.  There is also a small Spar with a cash point and a garage selling calor gas on the same road.  For a larger supermarket (Sainsbury’s) turn right at the traffic lights then right at the next set into the car park.
