Show Regulations

1 The show management reserves the right to refuse entries

2 Puppies under 18 calendar months of age on the day of the show are not eligible for competition.

3 Entry fees: £2.20 per dog per class.

4 The mating of bitches within the precincts of the show is forbidden.  No bitch in season is allowed to compete.

5 A dog will be withdrawn from competition if it is:

a   A bitch in season

b   Suffering from an infectious or contagious disease

c   Interfering with the safety or chances of winning of another competitor

d   Of such temperament or is so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of any other person or animal    

       e   Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues to compete

6 No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of any dog at any time within the boundaries of the show including the car park and exercise area.

7 Should a judge be unable to fulfil his/her duties the management reserves the right to appoint another judge.

8 No competitor shall impugn the decision of the judge.

9 Dogs must not wear any type of slip, half-slip collar or lead whilst under test.  A flat close fitting collar is permitted providing the only attachment is a plain identification panel as an integral part of the collar

10 No dogs are allowed in the rings at any other time than when being judged.  No practising will be allowed in the ring

11 It is the responsibility of each competitor to be at the ring and available for their class

12 All dogs are entered at this show at the owner’s risk and, while the show management will take every reasonable care, it shall not be responsible for any loss, damage or injury, howsoever caused, to people or property at the show

13 The show management reserves the right to alter arrangements as necessary

14 In the event of cancellation or abandonment of the show through circumstances beyond control of the organisers, the management reserves the right to defray such expenses as appropriate from the entry fees so as to cover the cost of the show preparations

15 Owners are responsible for clearing up after their dogs, suitable arrangements will be made for disposal
