For one entry fee dogs are automatically entered in both classes and can run the same course twice with the better scoring round counting. If you are eligible for Grades 3 & 4 & 5 and have a young dog you may enter Grades 1 & 2 NFC, please indicate on entry form.  Training in the ring is also allowed with toys only, please inform scribe if you wish to do so.
Awards will be made based on the combined classifications and three sizes. Please tick the box on the entry form for the class your dog is eligible to enter:

L 1/2 – Large Combined Grades 1 & 2

L 3/4/5/6 – Large Combined Grades 3, 4, 5 & 6

M 1/2 – Medium Combined Grades 1 & 2

M 3/4/5/6 – Medium Combined Grades 3, 4, 5 & 6

S 1/2 – Small Combined Grades 1 & 2

S 3/4/5/6 –   Small Combined Grades 3, 4, 5 & 6

Show Regulations.

1. The entry fee is £10.00 per dog 
2. The show will open at 0730. Dogs will be received at their relevant times, am/pm.

3. In estimating the number of events won, all wins up to and including 7 days before the date of closing of entries shall be counted when entering any class.

4. A running order will be drawn for each class and will be written on your scribe sheets, which will be posted out to you.  It is YOUR responsibility to hand your sheet to the scribe on entering the ring for your 1st round and to collect it again on finishing your round to hand in again when you enter the ring for your 2nd round wherein the scribe will pass the completed sheet to the scorer for marking.  Your best round will be counted towards competition.

5. Handlers working more than one dog in a Class must ensure that the dogs compete in the order in which they are drawn.

Failure to do so may result in elimination.

6. The mating of bitches within the precincts of the show is forbidden.

7. No bitch in season is allowed to compete.

8. The Organisers reserve to themselves the right to refuse any entries.

9. Should a Judge be unable to fulfil the appointment to judge the Organisers reserve the right to appoint another Judge.

10. In unforeseen circumstances the Organisers in consultation with the judges, may alter arrangements as necessary. In the case of cancellation of the event after entries close, organizational costs may be deducted from entry fees.

11. Heazle Equestrian Centre cannot be held responsible for any loss, damage or injury to dogs, persons or property whilst at the show.

12. No person shall carry out harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the show.

13. No competitor shall impugn the decision of the Judge or Judges.

14. Food shall not be carried in the hand or given to a dog in the ring.

15.  A briefing will be held prior to the start of each class when competitors will be allowed to walk the course without their dogs.

16. Please pick up after your dog and take it home with you.

17. Any owner, exhibitor, handler or the person in charge of a dog must at all times ensure that the dog is kept under proper control within the venue including the car park, show approaches and exercise areas.

18. Flat collars without attachments may be worn whilst competing

19. Competing Dogs must be 18 months old and over 

20. The Organisers hold Insurance for the Show, however all dogs and handlers are entered at their own risk.  The Organisers will not take responsibility for the loss, damage or injury to dogs, people or property whilst at the Show.

21. Please do not throw toys in the exercise area.
