DIRECTIONS TO HUMBER PARK, BISHOPSTEIGNTON
From Exeter Direction (Incl from Cornwall via A30)

From the M5/A30 junction (jcn 31) follow the A38 towards Plymouth before taking the left lane at the bottom of Telegraph Hill and heading up the A380 towards Torquay. After 3 miles take the B3192 turn to Teignmouth and follow for approx 3 more miles before taking a sharp right turn signed Teignmouth Golf Club. Follow past the club entrance and continue down the hill to Rowden Cross. Turn right and descend 0.5 mile to a T junction at the gates to Lindridge House. Turn left and Humber Park is 200m on right.

From Plymouth area (incl from Cornwall via A38)

Leave the A38 just after Ashburton at the A383 turn for Newton Abbot. At the first roundabout turn left and continue following signs for A381 to Teignmouth through Newton Abbot. At the Weare Barton roundabout (where the A380 Torquay to Exeter road crosses over) continue towards Teignmouth. After approx 1 mile you will see Wyevale Garden Centre on the right. Shortly after turn left into Bishopsteignton village up Church Rd. Follow the road up through the village and bear right at the fork just after Central Garage into Clanage St. Go up the hill out of the village. Pass over Rowden Cross at the top of the hill and descend 0.5 mile to a T junction at the gates to Lindridge House. Turn left and Humber Park is 200m on right.

From Torquay area
Proceed out of Torbay through Kingskerswell to Penn Inn roundabout. Take the A380 towards Exeter and exit at the first junction (Weare Barton). Turn onto the A 381 to Teignmouth and follow directions as above. 
There will be plenty of signs out on the day to help you. The postcode of the area is TQ14 9TG for those with Sat Nav. If you need any further help ring David on 07909 926736
