For dogs that have gained a minimum of 24 points in the Beginners classes, where 12 of those points must be obtained in agility classes.
Senior: 
For dogs that have gained a minimum of 36 points in the Novice classes, where 12 of those points must be obtained in agility classes,6 from games classes and 6 from jumping classes.
Champion:
For dogs that have gained a minimum of 48 points in the Senior classes, where 12 of those points must be obtained from agility classes, 12 points from jumping classes and 12 points from games classes. 

Steeplechase Programme

SC Beginners: 
For dogs that are not eligible for SC Novice, SC Senior and SC Champion levels in the Steeplechase Programme.   

SC Novice: 

For dogs that have gained a total of 24 points in the SC Beginners classes. 

SC Senior: 

For dogs that have gained a total of 36 points in the SC Novice classes.

SC Champion: 
For dogs that have gained a total of 48 points in the SC Senior classes.

Nursery:

Open to any dog 16 months of age and older that is not entered in any class in the 




performance programme for that day.
Casual: 

Open to any dog that is not entered in any other class but casual for that day..

Directions

From the North.

Leave the M25 @ junction 9 picking up the A24 (Southbound). Follow the A24 past Dorking and Horsham. Carry on straight over the traffic lights at Buck Barn Crossroads. (A24). Please be aware that you are approaching a speed limit zone of 60 miles per hour and that there are several cameras on this section of the A24.  At the second 60 mile limit zone you are very near the venue. Look for the signs for the Old Barn Nursery (you will pass a sign for Dial Post on your right). Take the turning on your left for the nursery then turn immediately left into the venue.

 

From the South

From the A27 at Worthing join the A24 heading North. Carry on straight over the Washington Roundabout still on the A24. You will come to a 60 mile limit zone, which does have speed cameras.

At this point you need to look for the signs for the Old Barn Nursery and move into the right hand lane, as you will shortly be turning right to cross the dual carriageway as if to turn into the nursery. The venue is situated immediately on the left opposite the nursery. If you reach the traffic lights at Buck Barn Crossroads you have gone too far !

Pairs Rules

The class will be “open to all UKA levels and heights”.  A pair will consist of two dogs of the same height but levels may be mixed, i.e. Beginner with Senior, Novice with Champion.  The top 10 from the Maxi and Standard heights and top 5 from the Midi and Toy height will qualify for a final on Sunday.  (Times to be shown on ring plans.)  There will be a separate competition for each height with trophies for 1st place and placement rosettes to the top 4 and to a minimum of 10% in each height.  The class will be run under UKA jumping rules and will include weave poles.  An area for baton exchange will be designated and the dog and handler not running the course shall remain in this area. The handler not currently running will hold the baton in his/her hand until the pair’s partner crosses into the designated area.  At this time the baton must exchange hands without being dropped or thrown before the second handler and dog can move out of the exchange area to begin their course.  The baton must be held for five seconds by the returning handler to be considered “exchanged”.  The dog/handler pair not running may hold their dog in any sort of way just as long as such a way is not deemed abusive or harsh.  A dropped baton or “non exchange” will incur 100 faults. Elimination by either dog will incur 100 faults. This class is designated as a “fun” competition and will not count in any way towards the dog’s progression in the Performance Programme.

NOTICE TO COMPETITORS (The boring stuff!!)
UK Agility Rules and Regulations apply to the whole event and all people and dogs must comply with these at all times.
All dogs and handlers must be registered with UK Agility in order to compete. UK Agility’s official rules & regulations are given free on registration of Handler/Owner to UK Agility.  If you or your dog is not already registered, fill out the UK Agility registration form included in this schedule and add the registration fee to your entry fee. Please make sure your handler registration is in date at the time of competition.  If your membership is out of date you will be unable to run but your entry fee will be non refundable.
Competitors through submission of entry acknowledge that they are knowledgeable of UK Agility rules and regulations including but not limited to the following rules regarding entry:

All competitors should familiarise themselves with the rules prior to the event.  

Dogs under 18 calendar months of age on the day of the Show are not eligible to compete in UK Agility Licensed shows, with the exception of dogs over 16 calendar months of age eligible to compete in Nursery Classes & Steeplechase.

Entries without fees paid in full will be returned. Separate entry forms must be completed by each Competitor and must be signed by the Competitor. Entry forms must be accompanied with the appropriate fees. If you use a recorded delivery service, you must specify No Signature Required.

Entries will not be accepted, changed or altered after the closing date or capping level has been reached except for the purpose of moving to a higher level. 
A dog shall be withdrawn from competition if it is:-

a) A bitch which is in season, 

b) Suffering from any infectious or contagious diseases,  

c) Interfering with the safety of any person or other animal.   

d) Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing.
There will be no refunds for entries withdrawn and neither in the event a dog and/or handler is dismissed from the competition, regardless of the reason for dismissal providing this was within accordance of UK Agility rules and regulations. 

It is the competitor’s responsibility to be available for their class and running order. Handlers working more than one dog in a class must ensure that the dogs compete in the sequence in which they are drawn. Failure to do so will result in elimination.

It is expressly understood that Competitors alone are responsible for the behaviour of their dogs, children and guests. Any competitor whose dogs, children, or guests create unnecessary disturbances or repeatedly engage in unsafe or disruptive behaviour, may at the discretion of the show management, be asked to remove the offending dogs, children, guests from the event grounds. No refunds of fees will be made in such a case. 

No competitor shall impugn the decision of the judge or judges.

No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the show.

Should a judge be unable to fulfill the appointment to judge, the show management reserves the right to appoint another judge. Should circumstances so dictate the Society, in consultation with the Judges, may alter arrangements as necessary. Such changes and the circumstances surrounding them must be reported to UK Agility. In the event of abandonment of the show through circumstances beyond our control, the SHOW MANAGEMENT may defray such expenses from the entry fee to cover the cost of the show preparation. These accounts will then be made public.

All dogs are entered at this show at their owners risk and whilst every care will be taken the show management will not accept responsibility for loss, damage or injury however caused to dogs, persons or property whilst at the show.

All competitors MUST clear up after their dogs at all times. Failure to do so will result in competitors being asked to leave the Show.

Dogs left in hot cars, or dogs appearing to be in distress, will be dealt with as seen fit by the Show Management.

Returned cheques do not constitute a valid entry. There will be a £20.00 service charge for returned cheques. Payment of entry fees and service charges shall be made before a competitor may compete. Any unpaid fees or shortfalls to a UK Agility account must be paid prior to the start of the event or entry is cancelled without recourse by owner/handler. Any fees not received within 30 days of notice shall be reported to UK Agility.  UK Agility will suspend a dog’s/handlers registration until fees are paid in full.  If your UK Agility account owes money when we process the entries for this show your running orders may be withheld to encourage you to visit the secretaries tent at the show so that the account balance can be resolved.

Dogs should be measured while the dog is placed in a standing position on a flat surface such as a table. The measurement is taken from the perpendicular line from the top of the dog’s withers to the flat surface. 

All dogs, except the Maxi division, must have an official measurement before they run. If your official dog’s measurement moves you into a different height than the one entered, you must notify the show secretary and your dog will be moved automatically.

If you are entering the casual class and wish to jump lower than your eligible height please tick the CRO box (Clear round only).  Clear round rosettes will still be available for your run.

Camping is AVAILABLE BY RESERVATION ONLY! The cost for camping is £15 for the weekend. Please send camping fees with your entry. All camping units MUST carry suitable fire extinguishers.
