CONDITIONS OF ENTRY & Classification of Dogs at WAG Shows &
Paws in the Park Rules
ENTRY TO PAWS IN THE PARK EVENT

Individual competitors with a running order which details them as handler will be permitted into the Paws in the Park event at no additional charge. However, any additional family members, friends etc in a vehicle will be charged at the FULL price on day of arrival UNLESS they have purchased a pre booked ticket with their agility entries at a REDUCED PRICE – see back of entry form for details 

CAMPING 

Camping is available at a fee of £10.00 per night or £20 for up to three nights. Camping units for the agility area camping are to be booked with entries. All monies received for camping will be transferred over to Paws in the Park event organisers. IF camping is not booked along with WAG entries we cannot guarantee your pitch will in the agility area.

GRADE 1    For Owners, handlers or dogs which have not gained a first place in an Agility class or three first placed in Jumping classes at a Kennel Club licensed Agility Show. N.B.  Owners, handlers or dogs previously (prior to 2007) qualified out of Grade 1 

GRADE 2    For owners, handlers or dogs which have qualified out of Grade 1 but have not gained a first place in an Agility class or three first places in Jumping classes in Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows, or elected to progress on points from Grade1 

GRADE 3  Open to dogs which are not eligible for Grade 1 or 2 or have elected to progress on points from Grade 2 at Kennel club licensed Agility Shows and dogs which are not eligible for Grade 4,5,6, or 7  

GRADE 4  Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility class or three first places in Jumping classes at Grade 3 or elected to progress on points from Grade 3 at Kennel Club licensed Agility shows and are not eligible for Grades 3,5,6 or 7

GRADE 5  Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility class or three first places in Jumping classes at Grade 4 or elected to progress on points from Grade 4 at Kennel Club licensed Agility shows and are not eligible for Grades 3,4,6,or 7

GRADE 6  (Senior) Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping classes at Grade 5 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grades 3,4,5 or 7

GRADE 7  (Advanced)  Open to dogs which have gained a minimum of 4 first places at Grade 6 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows, 2 first places must have been gained in Agility (not jumping) classes

HELTER SKELTER JUMPING

A jumping class designed in the format of the ‘rounded’ action of a helter Skelter. This class can include all standard jumping obstacles (Jumps, long jumps, tyre, tunnels, weaves) at the discretion of the judge.

STEEPLE CHASE JUMPING

A jumping class designed to encourage speed & enjoyment for the dog which is only to include jumps, long jump and tunnels.

SHOW RULES of WAG & Paws in the Park Event
1. Dogs under 17 months of age at the date of the show may not compete

2. Should circumstances beyond our control cause the show to be cancelled we reserve the right to deduct a percentage towards cost already paid from the entry fees and the remainder will be refunded or carried over to the next WAG show date depending on competitors wishes. 
3. The mating of bitches on the showground is forbidden

4. No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the Show boundaries.  Dogs may wear flat collars under test as long as they have no dangling or hanging bits.

5. Whitstable Agility Group retain the right to refuse entries

6. A dog will be withdrawn from competition if it is 

a 
Bitch in season  OR  b.
Suffering from an infectious or contagious disease  OR  Causing problems at the ringside for other competing dogs or in the precints of the showground OR Unsound and likely to suffer more if continuing to compete

7. Running orders will be randomly picked using an online sequencer.  

8. It is the handler’s responsibility to ensure they are available at the ring for their running order 
9. Puppies must be fully vaccinated to be able to attend the show and venue. 
10. Please park as directed by the organisers of the Paws in the Park Event – although the Agility section will have Camping is available at £7.50 per night or £12 for 2 nights.  All units must be vacated by the Sunday evening unless otherwise arranged and agreed with the agility show and Paws in the Park event organisation
11. Help running the rings will be required – this show is being put on for all competitors and it will not be able to run without ring assistance.
12. The shows will be held in line with Kennel Club Regulations, (save for the fact that we have permitted dogs of 17 months+ to compete and the  marking of weaves in Grade 1 classes is subject to Judges discretion)  however, as these shows are great  to aid new and young dogs in the ring, handler assistance will be permitted as long as there is NO harsh handing. The organiser’s decision in final!
