Eligibility and Schedule of classes


This classification should apply to competitions for large, medium and small dogs.In the following definitions of classes First Prizes or other prize wins are those gained in standard classes at any Kennel Club licensed Open Agility Shows (i.e. Limited Agility Shows, special classes and invitation events excepted). Only a first place with a clear round will count towards grade progression. Societies may schedule classes other than those defined below. The eligibility for “Special” classes must be defined by the Society and included in the schedule. The word “Special”


must be included in the title of the class. Agility classes to include contact points and Jumping classes where there are not contact obstacles. With this proviso classes are defined as follows:-


Class Structure. A Class may either be held as a Graded Class or a Combined Class. A Graded Class may be scheduled for one or more consecutive Grades with separate results and awards issued for each grade. A Combined Class may be scheduled for more than one consecutive grade with one overall set of results.


Progression. Progression from each Grade will require one Agility win or three Jumping wins at that grade, except that progression from Grade 6 will require 4 wins at Grade 6, two of which must be agility classes. Results from Combined Classes will only count towards progression from the dog’s current grade.


Points Progression. At the handler’s discretion a dog may progress up to Grade 5 by winning 75 points at each grade, using the Agility Warrant points scheme, Regulation K3.c refers, except that there is no requirement for a minimum number of agility points. If this method of progression is selected, the handler must ensure the Show Secretary signs the dog’s Agility Record Book at the first show entered at the higher grade. There is no time limit on this progression, however, once a dog has progressed, it cannot return to a previous grade.


STANDARD CLASSES


Only first prizes and points gained in standard classes at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows may be used for progression through the classes. (A dog is only eligible for one grade). In defining the eligibility of the owner or handler for Grade 1, the three jumping wins and points progression referred to in the definition apply only to one dog and not an accumulation of dogs.


Grade 1 (Elementary)


For owners, handlers or dogs which have not gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows. N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 1, (Elementary) are not eligible for this class.


Grade 2 (Starters) 


Open to dogs which are not eligible for Grades 1, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7 and have not gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 2 atKennel Club licensed Agility Shows, or elected to progress on points from Grade 1.N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 2 (Starters) are not eligible for this class.


Grade 3 (Graduate) Open to dogs which are not eligible for Grade 1 or 2 or have elected to progress on points from Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and dogs which are not eligible for Grade 4, 5, 6 or 7. 


Grade 4 (Novice) Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 3 or elected to progress on points from Grade 3 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 5 6 or 7. 


Grade 5 (Intermediate) Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 4 or elected to progress on points from Grade 4 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 6or 7. 


Grade 6 (Senior) Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 5 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 5 or 7. 


Grade 7 (Advanced) Open to dogs which have gained a minimum of 4 first places at Grade 6 at Kennel Club Licensed Agility Shows, 2 first places must be gained in Agility (not jumping) Classes. 


Special classes


Steeple chase:A jumping class with no weaves.


Your dog is vulnerable and AT RISK if left in a vehicle in high temperatures and even on days considered as slightly warm. Please take care of your dog. If your dog is found to be at risk forcible entry to your vehicle may be necessary without liability for any damage caused.

Your dog is vulnerable and at risk during hot weather and the Kennel Club offers the following guidance to help guide


 you through the do’s and don’ts travelling to and whilst at KC licensed events.


• When travelling to a show please take a moment to consider whether the route to the show is on a busy holiday 


route and  leave earlier to avoid increased time in traffic jams.


• If your vehicle is not air-conditioned seriously consider whether travelling to the show is a good idea at all.


• The vehicle should be as fully ventilated as possible, and plenty of stops should be taken, with lots of water


   available to drink.


• Ensure your dog is not sitting in full sunlight. There should be plenty of free flowing air around the dog.


• When at the show, never leave your dog in the vehicle.


• Keep the dog in the shade – take your own shade for example a large umbrella and always have plenty of water    available to drink so your dog stays well hydrated.


• Avoid your dog taking part in unnecessary exertion, or from standing in exposed sunlight for extended lengths of time. Remember, if you feel hot your dog is very likely to feel much hotter and dehydrated, and this could lead to dire results. Please look after your dog’s welfare.


WARNING: IF YOUR DOG IS FOUND TO BE AT RISK FORCIBLE ENTRY TO YOUR VEHICLE MAY 


BE NECESSARY WITHOUT LIABILILTY FOR ANY DAMAGE CAUSED.


Anyone whose dog is entered at a Kennel Club licensed event should take all reasonable steps to ensure the needs of their dog(s) are met, and should not put a dog’s health and welfare at risk by any action, default, omission or  otherwise. 20. ANIMALS IN EVENT 


NO ANIMAL OTHER THAN ONE OFFICIALLY ENTERED SHALL BE BROUGHT INTO THE PRECINCTS OF THE EVENT DURING ITS CONTINUANCE, EXCEPT ANY DOGS REGISTERED TO ASSIST THE DISABLED, OR DOGS REQUIRED FOR EDUCATIONAL OR INSTRUCTIONAL PURPOSES OR BY PERMISSION OF THE GENERAL COMMITTEE.

21. ALL DOGS REGISTERED AND RESIDENT OUTSIDE THE UK MUST BE ISSUED WITH A KENNEL CLUB AUTHORITY TO COMPETE NUMBER BEFORE ENTRY TO THE SHOW/EVENT CAN BE MADE. ALL OVERSEAS ENTRIES WITHOUT A KENNEL CLUB REGISTRATION NUMBER OR AN AUTHORITY TO COMPETE NUMBER WILL BE RETURNED TO THE EXHIBITOR/COMPETITOR.

SMALL: FOR DOGS MEASURING 350MM (1FT 1.75INS) OR UNDER AT THE WITHERS.


15. A JUDGE AT AN AGILITY SHOW CANNOT COMPETE OR ENTER A DOG FOR COMPETITION ON THE DAY HE/SHE IS JUDGING WHICH IS RECORDED AS OWNED OR PART OWNERSHIP.


16. WITHDRAWAL OF DOGS FROM COMPETITION. A DOG MUST BE WITHDRAWN IF: 


A) A BITCH WHICH IS IN SEASON 


B) SUFFERING FROM ANY INFECTIOUS OR CONTAGIOUS DISEASE. 


C) INTERFERING WITH THE SAFETY OR CHANCES OF WINNING OF AN OPPONENT. 


D) OF SUCH TEMPERAMENT OR IS SO MUCH OUT OF CONTROL AS TO BE A DANGER TO THE SAFETY OF ANY PERSON OR OTHER ANIMAL.


E) LIKELY TO CAUSE SUFFERING TO THE DOG IF IT CONTINUES COMPETING.


17. In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including 25 days before the start of the competition (15th June 2009) shall be counted when entering for any class. For these purposes a competition shall be defined as all classes covered within the same schedule. In the event that a dog becomes eligible for the next grade at a particular show, after the entry for that show has been sent, it is the competitor’s responsibility to notify the show secretary at least 14 days before the date of the show. The dog should then be moved into the appropriate class(es) for the next grade. The dog must be moved into the corresponding number of classes as were entered at the lower grade. If there are fewer or no classes available for the next grade the competitor should be offered a refund of the relevant entry fees.


18. SHOULD CIRCUMSTANCES DICTATE THE SHOW COMMITTEE, IN CONSULTATION WITH THE JUDGE (S), MAY ALTER ARRANGEMENTS AS NECESSARY  SUCH CHANGES AND CIRCUMSTANCES SURROUNDING THEM MUST BE REPORTED TO THE KENNEL CLUB.

Team relay rules and regulations (please read carefully)








‘JUST DOGS LIVE’ AGILITY TEAM RELAY STAKES QUALIFIERS AND FINAL 2009


This is a special team relay class with 2 dogs completing an agility course and 2 dogs completing a jumping course. The agility section must include two pieces of agility equipment. Both the agility and jumping course will be in the same ring and consist of at least 16 items of equipment for each dog to transverse. KC Marking and rules apply. A suitable baton should be used which must remain behind the start line at all times.  When the dog-handler returns to the start/finish, there will be a baton change between the handlers.  No part of the next dog/handler must be over the start line at the change over; failure to observe this will incur a penalty of 100 faults.





Each team must consist of 4 dogs, with 4 handlers from the same height category.


2 dogs from each team must be Grade 4 or under at the time of entries closing for the qualifier class. A dog is only allowed to compete in one team at any one qualifier class and a team may only qualify once. 





These qualifying competitions will be scheduled as a combined class for grades 1 to 7 (see team grade rule above) for all height categories.  There will be a separate qualifying competition for each height category.


The top five large teams, Top five small and medium teams to qualify from each heat will be awarded a ‘Just Dogs Live’ Qualifier rosette and a certificate. No prize money will be awarded at qualifying heats.





No agility warrant points can be gained from this event as it is classed as a special class, this includes the final.


The qualifying teams of each heat will be invited to The ‘JUST DOGS LIVE’ Final 2009 at the East of England Showground Peterborough on July 12th 2009 to compete in the Small, Medium and Large Team Finals.

Prize money will be awarded to the top three placed finalist teams from each height category.


First place £120 Second £80 Third £40





In the event that a placed team in a heat has already qualified for the final then the highest placed unqualified team will receive the Qualifier rosette and certificate and be invited to the final.  Already Qualified teams must inform the show secretary before the close of the qualifying class. Only dogs entered as a reserve at the qualifying event will be permitted to compete in the final should a change of dog be necessary. All dogs must be Kennel club registered and handlers abide by Kennel club rules at the time of qualifier and final. Clubs holding qualifiers may also wish to give placed rosettes to 10% of entries. The Show Secretary should record the top 7 placed teams for large teams and top 5 teams for small and medium teams, and send the results to RVA Dog Training Society (Cambs) within 14 days of the show ending.  These results should include the name of the team; handlers, dogs, dog’s grade, reserves and captains contact details.
