The ‘Gresley-Jones Trophy’ will be awarded to the Best Overall Gundog.
General Stuff
Food at our Show
There will be Catering available at the showground, from Saturday morning until approximately 4:00pm on Sunday.

Trade stands

There will be a variety of trade stands at the show so please support them generously.

Camping
No arrivals will be accepted before 2:00pm, Friday 7th August, and you must vacate the grounds by 11:00am, Monday 10th August, please.

An elsan tank will be provided so please do not empty chemical toilets in the portable toilets.

All pitches are 9 metres by 9 metres and you must ensure that your garden area is separate from any adjoining pitches. Please be respectful of your neighbours.

You will be directed to an allocated pitch so if you wish to camp with other club members/friends you must indicate this on your entry form.
PLEASE NOTE

The show is in the grounds of a working Equestrian Centre so please be aware that there may be horses and livestock in any of the areas surrounding the show fields. Dogs are therefore only allowed in the designated exercise areas. There are plenty of areas to exercise your dogs so please do not stray as we are very grateful to be at this lovely venue.
DIRECTIONS TO VENUE

From the North, South and East, leave the M6 at junction 20 and join the M56 heading for N.Wales, Chester, Runcorn.

Follow the signs for N.Wales, Queensferry and continue to the end of the M56 following the signs for Conwy (A55). Continue to follow the signs for N.Wales and Conwy, just after Queensferry you will join the A55 heading for Conwy. Leave the A55 at junction 27A then merge onto the A525. At the Mini roundabout turn left onto Upper Denbigh Road (A525). Continue along the A525 for 1.5 miles where the Venue can be found on your left and will be well signed.
From the West leave the A55 at junction 27 and take the third exit off the roundabout following the signs for Denbigh. At the first roundabout take the first exit and continue up the hill through the centre of St Asaph. (Take care on this section of the route as with parked cars it can be narrow!) At the next roundabout take the third exit onto the A525 signposted Denbigh and continue along the A525 for 1.5 miles. The Venue is on your left and will be well signed.
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Rules & Regs
1. All persons entering this show do so at their own risk.  Whilst every care will be taken, STAAG Agility and the Owners of the showground will not accept any responsibility for loss, damage or injury caused to persons, dogs or property.
2. STAAG Agility reserves the right to refuse entries.

3. Closing date 20th June 2009. Please check entry fees as overpayments will go to charity and underpayments will be chased.

4. Owners must sign the declaration on entry form. One entry form per handler please.

5. No bitches in season are allowed to compete and mating is forbidden on showground.

6. You are responsible for cleaning up after all your dogs.

7. Dogs may wear a flat collar with no tags when competing.

8. No training aids in the ring i.e. titbits/toys/bum bags.

9. Marking of faults will be as per Kennel Club rules. Any variation to standard classes will be given by the judge in their briefing.

10. The Judge’s decision is final.

11. No harsh handling either in the ring or exercise area.  Any person found doing so will be asked to leave. 

12. Judges may run their own dogs for competition when they are not scheduled to Judge.

13. No puppies under 4 months allowed at the ringside

14. In the unlikely event the show has to be cancelled STAAG Agility reserve the right to defer expenses incurred by deducting such expenses from the entry fee received.

15. Any costs incurred for cheques returned will be met by the competitor

16. Please respect our Judges/Ring Party at all times.

17. All competing dogs must be over 18 months of age.

18. There will be no refunds after the closing date. However in exceptional circumstances please contact the show secretary.
19. Generators for emergency use only.

20. Barbecues should be raised off the ground.

21. Dogs must only be exercised in the designated areas.

22. It is the competitor’s responsibility to provide a water filled fire bucket, which must be placed outside their tent/awning.  

23. There is a speed limit of 5mph everywhere on the site.
24. Training equipment is NOT ALLOWED at any time around the camping area or the exercise area.

Definition of classes and Grades
Agility Course may consist of Hurdles, Contacts, Tunnels and Weaves

Jumping Course may consist of Hurdles, Tunnels and Weaves

Any Size - Open to all dogs not entered in any other classes over the weekend. Large and Medium dogs will have hurdles at 35cm (Small Height) and Small dogs at 23cm (Small practice height). The course will not contain a tyre, long jump, spread or weaves.   All heights of dogs will compete against each other over the same course at the dog’s applicable jump height with one set of awards.
ABC Class - Open to all Large dogs except Border Collies, Working Sheep Dogs or their crosses. In the event of dispute, the Judge’s decision will be final.
Helter Skelter - will consist of a free flowing jumping course including Hurdles and Tunnels.

Grade 1 (Elementary)
 

For owners, handlers or dogs which have not gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows. N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 1, (Elementary) are not eligible for this class. 

Grade 2 (Starters)


Open to dogs which are not eligible for Grades 1, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7 and have not gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows, or elected to progress on points from Grade 1. 

N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 2 (Starters) are not eligible for this class. 

Grade 3 (Graduate)


Open to dogs which are not eligible for Grade 1 or 2 or have elected to progress on points from Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and dogs which are not eligible for Grade 4, 5, 6 or 7. 

Grade 4 (Novice)


Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 3 or elected to progress on points from Grade 3 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 5, 6 or 7. 

Grade 5 (Intermediate)


Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 4 or elected to progress on points from Grade 4 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 6 or 7. 

Grade 6 (Senior)


Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 5 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 5 or 7. 

Grade 7 (Advanced)


Open to dogs which have gained a minimum of 4 first places at Grade 6 at Kennel Club Licensed Agility Shows, 2 first places must be gained in Agility (not Jumping) Classes.
