The Helter Skelter will not contain weaves, tyre, or contact equipment. It is intended that all anysize dogs will jump small height. Awards are separate from small dogs.

Walking of courses will be done only once. All heights will walk the course at the beginning, when walking is declared. There will be no walking between heights.

AWARDS:

Trophies in all classes, Placed rosettes to at least 10% of entry, and clear round “certificate cards” in all classes.
Heights

LARGE:      Dogs measuring over 430mm (1ft 5ins**) at the withers.

MEDIUM:    Dogs measuring over 350mm (1ft 1.75ins) and measuring 430mm (1ft 6ins**) or under at the withers.

SMALL:       Dogs measuring 350mm (1ft 1.75ins) or under at the Withers.

** please note : there is an overlap, allowing 17 – 18 inch dogs to opt for medium or large height jumps.

Exit J2 then at roundabout take 3rd exit. At the next r/about take 1st exit. At the next r/about take the 3rd exit onto the A46. Next r/about take 1st exit onto A46.  Next r/about 2nd exit A46.  Next r/about take 2nd exit onto A45. Then at next r/about take 2nd exit M45. Take the first slip road A45 Daventry; at the third roundabout take the 2nd exit onto the A425 (signposted Leamington, Staverton) at the 3rd roundabout take the 2nd exit (signposted Southam) take the first left turn onto Hellidan Road. The Farm is ¼ mile on the left.

From M1

Exit J18 onto the A428 (Rugby,Daventry). At the r/about take 1st exit onto the A428, next r/about take 2nd exit onto A428. At next r/about take 1st exit onto A5 (Milton Keynes, Daventry). At next r/about take 2nd exit onto A361, continue on A361. at r/about take 1st exit onto A45 (Northampton), At the third roundabout take the 2nd exit onto the A425 (signposted Leamington, Staverton) at the 3rd roundabout take the 2nd exit (signposted Southam) take the first left turn onto Hellidan Road. The Farm is ¼ mile on the left.
