The HANDICAP system explained


The handicap awarded to each dog is equivalent to 1 second for each KC grade achieved and is designed to equal out the difference between the lower and higher grades in what is essentially an open class.





Handicap classes are open to ALL grades – but the higher the KC grade of the dog, the more time (in seconds) is added on to the dog’s course time – for example, if your dog competes at Grade 1 in KC competitions – then you will have 1 second added on to your dog’s ACTUAL time over the course. If, however, you compete at  Grade 6 in KC competitions, then you will have 6 seconds added on to your dog’s ACTUAL time.





If you have never competed in KC competitions then you will be classed as a Grade 1 dog.





Dogs can only compete at one height.





The entry fee of £7 includes entry for one dog to all three classes in the same height class.   Individual classes may not be entered.





Anysize classes will be over 15” jumps and is for small/medium dogs, or those larger dogs that for whatever reason are not capable of jumping 26”.





Large classes will be over 26” jumps and is for large dogs who are capable of jumping over full height.

AWARDS





Trophies will be  awarded to 3rd place  in all classes with entries over 30 dogs.  Rosettes will be awarded to at least 10% of entries in each class and height level.  Clear round rosettes will be awarded in all classes.

SHOW REGULATIONS














The  Show Management  reserves  the right to alter  any arrangements  as necessary,  to refuse entries  and  to   prohibit  any  dog  not  in  a  fit  state  for  competition  through  any  cause.


Dogs  under 18 calendar  months  of age on the day of the show are not eligible for entry. 


No bitch in season will be allowed  to compete or stay within the  boundaries of the show.


The mating of bitches  within  the precincts  of the show is  forbidden.


No harsh handling will be tolerated within the boundaries of the show – if witnessed, the individual concerned, may be eliminated from all remaining classes. No refunds will be given.


The Show Management reserves the right to appoint reserve or additional Judges should the need arise.


No  competitor  shall  impugn  the  decision  of  the  Judge  or  Judges.


Standard  marking in accordance with Kennel  Club rule H  will  apply  throughout


Dogs  may wear a plain  leather or webbing collar – no check or half check collars will be permitted. 


No toys, titbits or training aids will be allowed in the ring.


It is the competitors  responsibility  to be  available  for their  class and  running  order. 


When  NOT  competing  please keep  dogs under control  and on a lead at all times.  


ALL competitors   MUST  clear  up  after  their  dogs  and  use  the  designated  exercise area.


Competitors  are asked  to keep  all children  under control at all times. The Show Management reserve the right to request all competitors whose children act in an unruly manner, to leave the show immediately.  No refunds will be given.


Refunds will not be given and no alteration to entries will be allowed after the closing date.


All dogs  will be entered  at this Show at their Owner's and Handler’s risk  and whilst every care will be taken the Committee will not accept responsibility for any loss, damage or injury, however caused to dogs, persons or property whilst at the Show	.


In the event  of the abandonment  of the Show  through circumstances  beyond the control of the  Committee,   expenses  may be  defrayed  from  entry fees  to cover  the cost of the Show preparation.


Overpaid entries will not be refunded.


One fee of £7.00 per dog,  covers entry to all three classes – individual classes may not be entered.


The Show Management reserve the right to allocate jobs in the event of a lack of available help.
