Dogs from Northern Ireland or the UK
Dogs that compete under KC Regulations should enter

the grade equivalent to the grade they work in their own country.

All dogs must be registered with the Irish Kennel Club.

Owners/Handlers must bring to the show their agility record books 

containing the officially recorded height of their dogs.
Exhibitors please note

1. Warm up jumps and exercise area may be available for competitors.

No practice will be allowed on agility equipment in the competition ring prior to competition.

Failure to comply with the rules and regulations of the show will lead to automatic disqualification.

2. The Committee reserves the right to refuse any entry. 
3. Dogs under 18 months of age are not eligible to enter.

4.  All wins prior to the day specified for the closing of entries shall be taken into account when entering any class.
5. It is the competitors’ responsibility to be available for their class.

6. Bitches in season are not allowed on the show grounds.

7. The mating of bitches within the precinct of the showground is forbidden.

8. Dogs must be kept under proper control at all times.

9. Dogs must not wear any type of slip, half-slip collar or lead when under test. A flat, close fitting, leather or webbing collar is permitted, providing the only attachment is a plain identification panel as an integral part of the collar i.e. not attached by a ring.

10. Food shall not be given or carried in the ring.

11. Handlers will be permitted to walk the courses before judging commences.

12. Any article carried by the handler is subject to the judge’s discretion, but must be indicated to the judge prior to commencement of the test.

13. No e-mail entries will be accepted. Entries will only be accepted when received on official entry form (or photocopy) 
complete with correct payment.
14. Each dog’s registration number MUST be given on the entry form, otherwise the entry will be returned.
15. All competitors must show respect for the judge. Training rounds will only be allowed if prior permission has been given by the judge.

16. WTCI will not be responsible for any loss or damage sustained through accidents by exhibits, exhibitors or other persons attending the show.

17. Exhibitors must clean up if their dogs foul the grounds.  Suitable facilities will be provided for this.

18. The Committee reserves the right to appoint a substitute Judge if circumstances prevent an appointed Judge from fulfilling the appointment.

19. Height of Jumps – as per Irish Kennel Club Rules & Regulations.

A separate, charity dog show will be held on the same day as the agility show. This fun show will be strictly non-agility. Classes, to be announced, will include the following: the best dog led by a child under twelve years of age, the best rescue dog, the most smiley dog, the best fetch etc. Entries will be taken on the day. The proceeds of this show will go to the North West Hospice.

	AGILITY GRADING SYSTEM

For owners, handlers or dogs which have not gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at IKC licensed Agility Shows.  N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 1 are not eligible for this class

For owners, handlers or dogs which have qualified out of Grade 1 but have  not gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 2 at IKC licensed Agility Shows, or elected to progress on points from Grade 1. N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 1 are not eligible for this class

Open to dogs which are not eligible for Grade 1 or 2 or have elected to progress on points from Grade 2 at IKC licensed Agility Shows and dogs which are not eligible for Grade 4,5,6, or 7.

Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 3 or elected to progress on points from Grade 3 at IKC licensed Agility Shows and dogs which are not eligible for Grade 3, 5,6 or 7

Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 4 or elected to progress on points from Grade 4 at IKC licensed Agility Shows and dogs which are not eligible for Grade 3, 4 , 6 or 7.

Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 5 or elected to progress on points from Grade 5 at IKC licensed Agility Shows and dogs which are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 5, or 7.

Open to dogs which have gained a minimum of four first places at Grade 6 at IKC licensed Agility Shows. Two first places must be gained in Agility (not Jumping) Classes.
