The obedience will be the 1st round you will do, All dogs will compete in the obedience round before the agility round will start, this is because the agility round could put a lot of dogs off their obedience work.

All dogs will compete over the same Agility and Obedience rounds. The Jump height in the Agility round will change for the height of the dogs (Small, Medium, Large.)

The agility round will be set at around grades 3 and 4.

Rules.
1. There should be no treats or toys carried in the hand of the person working in any ring.

2. All dog mess should be cleaned up and placed in the bins provided.

3. The judge’s decision is Final.

4. No squeaky toys to be played with out side the ring while dogs are working in the Obedience ring.

Direction.

Directions to Anthony Clarke’s Venue in southrop
Lechlade is at the junction of the A361 (Swindon and Highworth to Burford and Banbury) and the A417 (Gloucester and Cirencester to Faringdon and Reading).  The easiest way to get there for most people is to come off the M4 at J15, take the A419 North towards Cheltenham / Gloucester, come off after a few miles onto the A361 through Highworth and carry on to Lechlade. After crossing the river bridge turn left after the traffic lights, continue straight and take 1st exit on roundabout after 300 yards turn right, (Turning after Lechlade Garden Centre) towards Southrop, continue along this road until crossroads, go straight over crossroads, follow this road until you reach Southrop, as you enter Southrop there are 2 bungalows on your left, turn left just before the bungalows down a track the venue is down there on the left

 Coming from Oxford it is quicker to take the A420 towards Swindon and pick up the A417 to Lechlade at Faringdon.
From the centre of Lechlade take a left towards Fairford/ Cirencester continue straight and take 1st exit on roundabout after 300 yards turn right, (Turning after Lechlade Garden Centre) towards Southrop, continue along this road until cross roads, go straight over cross roads, follow this road until you reach Southrop, as you enter Southrop there are 2 bungalows on your left, turn left just before the bungalows down the track the venue is down there on the left.
