Directions: East Sussex: From the A22, look out for the sign for Michelham Priory.  Turn into Coldharbour Road (with the kitchen showroom on the corner)  Upper Dicker hall about 2 miles and on your left.  From the A27, take the left  exit for Berwick at the Drusillas Zoo roundabout, go through Berwick and over the railway crossing.  After about 3 miles you see St Bedes school and the Upper Dicker Hall is 300 yards further on your right.
RULES FOR HAILSHAM LIONS AGILITY SHOW

· This is a FUN competition and is open for dogs aged 18months and over trained in agility.  They must have attended an agility club for at least 9 months.

There will be a limit of 300 runs for the show.

Class fees: £2.50 per class.  Entries close Friday 1ST AUGUST 2008

Eligibility for the classes are 

dogs/owners/handlers  eligible for grades 1,2,3 at Kennel Club Shows, Beginner/Novice at UKA shows. 

There will be one agility and one  jumping class. 

· There will be no running orders issued prior to the show.  Entrants mark themselves present at the beginning of each class on the list provided at the ringside.

· If time/entries permit, competitors may be able to have a 2nd run before the class closes. However it will be at the organiser’s discretion and will not affect the results of the class. This will only be for those dogs already entered.
Each class will be split into 3 jump heights for the following:

Small dogs measuring up to 350mm (1ft 1.75ins).  Jump height 35cm

Medium dogs measuring between 351mm and 430mm (1ft 1.75 & 1ft 5in). Jump height 45cm.

Large dogs over 430mm(1ft 5in),  Jump height 65cm.

Places will be to 10th in all 3 jump heights.  We are grateful to all our sponsors for the rosettes. 

General Judging regulations for agility and jumping class

Refusals, run-bys or going under a jump/obstacle = 5 faults.  3 refusals = elimination (except weaves)

Out of control/leaving the ring/fouling the ring = elimination

Going the wrong way on the course = elimination

The dog must touch the up and down touch points of the dog walk, scale and see-saw.  Missing a contact = 5 faults.  The descending end of the see-saw  must be on the ground before the dog alights.  If the see-saw does not tip – 5 faults.  If the dog jumps off too early = 5 faults

Weave poles - missed entries will not be marked.  However the dog must complete the weaves correctly before taking the next obstacle.  Failure to do so – elimination.

All Judging regulations for the show will be on display at the ring.

There will not be measuring facilities at the show.  If a dog is mistakenly entered in the wrong jump height, please see the show organisers at the show for advice.

· Dogs need not be registered with an association to compete at this show.

Dogs attending the show must be fully inoculated and not knowingly exposed to contagious or infectious dogs 21 days before the show.

· Bitches in season should not be allowed by the rings.  Puppies must have completed their vaccinations and be on the lead at all times.  Neither bitches in season or puppies under 18 months will be allowed on agility equipment.

· All dog mess must be picked up and placed in receptacles provided
All dogs must be kept on a lead unless competing.  The dog may wear a collar, providing it is close fitting and identity tags are flat.  Slip collars, half check collars, harnesses and hanging tags will not be permitted to be worn while competing.

Food will not be permitted in the ring, either for the dog’s benefit or the owner (i.e. please do not walk the course eating a burger!)

Car Parking  Please park where directed.  Please do not leave your dog(s) unattended for long periods and leave adequate ventilation at all times.  If dog(s) appear to be in distress, then action will be taken to relieve them.  Please contact the show organisers if you require disabled parking. There is no overnight camping.   

The judge’s decision will be final in all matters of marking.

In the event of cancellation, refunds will be considered after expenses have been covered.

The course will be the same for all heights of dog.  Entrants will be able to walk the course before the class starts, but not necessarily between the changes of jump height.

Assistance  it would be appreciated if entrants are willing to lend assistance if approached on the day.
