Dog and Jump Height definitions:

Small: dogs measuring 350mm (13.75 inches) or under at the withers. Jump height 14”
Medium: dogs measuring over 350mm (13.75 inches) and measuring 430mm (17 inches)

or under at the withers. Jump height 18”.
Large: dogs measuring over 430mm (17 inches) at the withers. Jump height 26”.

Northern Agility winter Series Show Rules
Please read all show rules carefully, as you agree to abide by them when signing the Declaration!

1. The organisers of the Northern Agility Winter Series reserve the right to refuse entries. Closing date the first Saturday in the month of the relevant show.
2.  Entries limited to 100 dogs. Fees £9 per dog (4 runs).
3. Include awards gained up to the qualifying date (the first Saturday in the month) when deciding which level to enter.
4. Changes may be made to the level or height your dog is entered in after sending your entry, but only up to the qualifying date of the show. No changes are possible after that date.

5. If your dog wins out of the level it is entered in after you send in your entry, and up to the qualifying date for the show, you must notify us of the new level to change your dog’s entry to.

6. If the maximum number of dogs is reached before the official closing date, entries will be declared closed at that earlier date. This does not, however, affect the qualifying date and Rules 3, 4 and 5.
7. Competitors must sign and date the declaration on the entry form. One form per handler.

8. This is a busy equestrian centre. Keep all dogs on lead except when competing.

9. Exercise area; Middleton Park (300 acres) is next door to the venue and is the exercise area for this show. Handlers not cleaning up after their dogs will be asked to leave the show.

10. All dogs entered for competition at this show must be 15 months of age or over.

11. Dogs may not enter the building except to enter the arenas for competition
12. Puppies under 3 months of age must not be brought to the show.
13.  Bitches in season are not allowed to compete at the show, or be mated at the venue.

14. Height definitions as per page 2 of this Schedule. All dogs must be entered in their correct height.
15. Competitors are responsible for ensuring that they are available for their classes.

16. Dogs may wear a flat nylon or leather collar, without attachments (except D-ring), when competing. Dogs must not wear any other form of collar, or harness or lead.

17. Handlers must not have with them in the ring any training aids such as toys or tidbits, with the exception of Class A where toys are permitted..

18. Marking of faults, including contacts, to be in line with Kennel Club rules. The judges may use their discretion in the Pre-Competition class
19. Judges may run their own dogs for competition when they are not scheduled for judging.

20. Any person handling their own or any other dog in a harsh manner will be asked to leave the show.

21. A dog will be removed from the competition if it is: so out of control that it poses a danger to people or dogs at the show; or suffering from an infectious or contagious disease, or otherwise unfit to compete.

22. The NAWS organisers are the sole arbiters in respect of all matters and disputes at this event.

23. In the unlikely event that the competition has to be cancelled, the NAWS organisers reserve the right to deduct unrecoverable expenses incurred before returning entry fees.

24. Handlers entered for competition are permitted to bring their non-competing dogs to the show. Any spectators must inform the show secretary beforehand if they intend to bring dogs to the show.

25. All dogs are entered at their owner's risk. Whilst every care will be taken, NAWS will not take responsibility for the loss, damage or injury to dogs, people or property whilst at this show.

26. Competitors must follow the instructions of the Stewards with respect to parking and conduct within the show boundaries. Any person being abusive to our helpers will be asked to leave the show.

27. Goods may not be sold at the venue without prior permission of NAWS.

28. Rosettes will not be posted on. They can be collected at one of the later shows.

Directions to the Venue: 
Leave the M62 at Junction 28.

Take the A653 Dewsbury Road towards Leeds
After the second roundabout the A653 bears right – take care for speed cameras!

After the Cross Flatts park on your left, take the right turn at the traffic lights into Middleton Grove. Continue up this road past the industrial estate and sports arena.

The venue is on your left at the top of the road just before the entrance to Middleton park.
