PLEASE NOTE
Each show is limited to 100 entries. As all shows are eligible for  more than one height of dog, the limit of 100 is applicable to dogs combined totals in the size of dog.

Classification of Dogs at WAG Shows & details of the Accumulator Stakes

GRADE 1    For Owners, handlers or dogs which have not gained a first place in an Agility class or three first placed in Jumping classes at a Kennel Club licensed Agility Show. N.B.  Owners, handlers or dogs previously (prior to 2007) qualified out of Grade 1 

GRADE 2    For owners, handlers or dogs which have qualified out of Grade 1 but have not gained a first place in an Agility class or three first places in Jumping classes in Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows, or elected to progress on points from Grade1 

GRADE 3  Open to dogs which are not eligible for Grade 1 or 2 or have elected to progress on points from Grade 2 at Kennel club licensed Agility Shows and dogs which are not eligible for Grade 4,5,6, or 7  

GRADE 4  Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility class or three first places in Jumping classes at Grade 3 or elected to progress on points from Grade 3 at Kennel Club licensed Agility shows and are not eligible for Grades 3,5,6 or 7

GRADE 5  Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility class or three first places in Jumping classes at Grade 4 or elected to progress on points from Grade 4 at Kennel Club licensed Agility shows and are not eligible for Grades 3,4,6,or 7

GRADE 6  (Senior) Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping classes at Grade 5 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grades 3,4,5 or 7

GRADE 7  (Advanced)  Open to dogs which have gained a minimum of 4 first places at Grade 6 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows, 2 first places must have been gained in Agility (not jumping) classes

Accumulator Stakes – This is an agility class where the course time of 35 seconds will be set and a competitor can do any equipment in that time with the exception that contact equipment & bonus may only be done twice (correctly) in the course – but EVERY other obstacle can be done as many times as you like. Points are awarded for each obstacle with the aim being to “accumulate” as many points as you can in the fastest time (a bit like gamblers but with no gamble to complete at the end and less restrictions on what you do in your course time)

SHOW RULES of WAG & Plum Pudding Equestrian Centre

1. Dogs under 17 months of age at the date of the show may not compete

2. Should circumstances beyond our control cause the show to be cancelled we reserve the right to deduct a percentage towards hire cost expenses from the entry fees and the remainder will be refunded or carried over to the next show date if competitors so wish.

3. The mating of bitches on the showground is forbidden

4. No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the Show boundaries.  Dogs may wear flat collars under test as long as they have no dangling or hanging bits.

5. Whitstable Agility Group retain the right to refuse entries

6. A dog will be withdrawn from competition if it is 

a 
Bitch in season  OR  b.
Suffering from an infectious or contagious disease  OR  Causing problems at the ringside for other competing dogs or in the precints of the showground OR Unsound and likely to suffer more if continuing to compete

7. Running orders will be randomly picked using an online sequencer.  

8. It is the handler’s responsibility to ensure they are available at the ring for their running order – especially as there is only one ring to keep monitored !

9. Puppies must be fully vaccinated to be able to attend the show and venue.

10. Please ensure you read each of the show dates grading

11. *NO Smoking in the indoor venue

12. *Please park where directed, as parking will need to be considerate to others in view of space available.

13. *Please be considerate to the horsy people on site who have to use the outside arena to enable us to hire their indoor school!

14. Help setting out and loading equipment onto trailer will be gratefully received.

15. The shows will be held in line with Kennel Club Regulations, (save for the fact that we have permitted dogs of 17 months+ to compete)  however, as these shows are great  to aid new and young dogs in the ring, handler assistance will be permitted as long as there is NO harsh handing. The organiser’s decision in final!

16. And Finally - have a good day of agility.

Directions & Venue Information

Take the A299 and at the St Nicholas at Wade roundabout turn onto the A28 towards Margate and Birchington.

Continue on the A28 and as you get into Birchington you come across a small roundabout where you turn left toward Minis Bay. Continue on this road, going under the railway bridge and you come to a parade of shops on your left where the last shop on the left is called “Best One” which has blue signs.  You should turn left down the side of the shop into DANE ROAD.  Just keep going  STRAIGHT ON down this road and you will come across the private lane leading to Plum Pudding (it is signposted at the entrance).
